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INTRODUCTION 

 
The Commission on Government Forecasting and Accountability (CGFA), a bipartisan support 
services agency of the Illinois General Assembly, has a responsibility of serving as the “. . . in-
formation center for the General Assembly in the field of federal-state relations, . . . and compil-
ing and maintaining current information on available and pending federal aid programs.”  (25 
ILCS 130/4-2.1)  In meeting this responsibility, the Commission on Government Forecasting 
and Accountability records and tracks applications for, and awards of, federal grants to state 
agencies.  In addition, the Commission on Government Forecasting and Accountability con-
ducts an annual survey designed to identify federal funds received by Illinois state agencies. 
 
This Federal Funds to State Agencies report is designed to provide legislators and legislative 
staff with a comprehensive guide to federal funds that are received by state agencies.  It aug-
ments the information provided in the Commission on Government Forecasting and Accounta-
bility’s weekly reports of federal fund transactions by listing federal aid awards on a state or 
federal fiscal year basis and including descriptive program information.  Weekly reports and 
quarterly reports are available on the Commission on Government Forecasting and Accountabil-
ity website.  This report is designed to help legislators and legislative staff develop a clearer  
understanding of the federal programs used by Illinois state agencies, and of the levels at which 
those programs are funded. 
 
The Commission on Government Forecasting and Accountability is also required to report  
annually to the General Assembly on the adequacy of state agency participation in programs 
financed by federal aid and the nature of federal aid programs in which state agencies or local 
governments did not participate, and to make recommendations.  (25 ILCS 130/4-2.1(c)) 
 
 
Adequacy of Participation in Federal Aid Programs  
 
Each state agency, in its budgetary process with the General Assembly, reports evaluation and 
funding data as required.  Through this process, the General Assembly receives information on 
the adequacy of programs financed by federal aid in the state.  The Commission on Government 
Forecasting and Accountability, as requested or assigned by members of the General Assembly, 
produces special reports relative to federal funds. 
 
 
Identification of New Federal Funds (Types and Nature of Programs Not Applied for) 
 
The Commission on Government Forecasting and Accountability works with the Illinois Fed-
eral Clearinghouse in the Governor’s office to identify and make information available on fed-
eral aid programs that may provide resources for state agencies and local governments.  Exten-
sive Clearinghouse information, including referrals to the Commission on Government Fore-
casting and Accountability’s publications, such as Grant Alerts, is available on the Commission 
on Government Forecasting and Accountability website.  Grant Alerts is published monthly and 
emailed to potential grant users throughout the state.

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Overview 
 
 

Illinois state agencies received federal funds from 328 programs in FY 2022. 
 
Table 1 and Figure 1 below show the total amounts of federal funds that Illinois agencies re-
ported in each year from 2018 to 2021, and the combined estimate for 2022.  They also show 
the total federal outlays (payments) for grants to state and local governments for the same 
years.

In FY 2022, awards received by state agencies are estimated to be about $2 billion below the  
FY 2021 awards.  Program details are summarized in Appendix B. 
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Some of the major increases in federal funds from FY 2021 to FY 2022 include the Department 
of Commerce and Economic Opportunity’s, Apprenticeship USA Grants, the Emergency Man-
agement Agency, Coronavirus State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds, and Illinois State Police, 
Services for Trafficking Victims. 
 

Programs with substantial reductions include the Healthcare and Family Services’ Medical As-
sistance Program, Medicaid Vendor Payments, the Department of Public Health’s Epidemiol-
ogy and Laboratory Capacity for Infectious Diseases (ELC), and the State Board of Educations’ 
Education Stabilization Fund. 
 
 

Using This Handbook 
 
The federal programs in this handbook were included if the federal funds were received di-
rectly from the federal government or a non-state agency (such as a consortium of states that 
receive federal monies for a particular project or a national study group that pays the state 
agency for research or services).  Programs in which a state agency received funds from an-
other state agency (subgrants) have been excluded to avoid “double counting,” or falsely inflat-
ing the dollar totals.  However, Appendix C on subgrants shows the flow of federal funds from 
some state agencies to others.  Appendix D show the new, first time awards. 
 

The Table of Contents lists the federal programs used by state agencies from FY 2020 through 
FY 20221.  This table shows the location of the federal program descriptions, as well as which 
federal programs are used by each state agency.  Tables showing federal aid award totals by 
state agency are appended.  Each agency’s programs are listed by the numbers assigned by the 
U.S. Office of Management and Budget in its Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance 
(CFDA).  Descriptions of each program include the proper name, program description (objec-
tives and services provided or supported), formula description, matching requirements, account 
identification number (federal), and a table illustrating the outlays to Illinois for FY 2020 and 
FY 2021, and estimated receipts in FY 2022. 
 

This Federal Funds to State Agencies handbook contains two sections of state information to 
assist legislators and staff in linking the federal program data to the state budget.  A State Trust 
Fund section identifies the fund(s) used for depositing the federal grants, and tables show 
which state programs are supported and what areas and populations of Illinois are served by 
the federal grants.

COMMISSION OVERVIEW

The Commission on Government Forecasting & Accountability is a bipartisan legislative support service agency re-
sponsible for advising the Illinois General Assembly on economic and fiscal policy issues and for providing objective 
policy research for legislators and legislative staffs. The Commission’s board is comprised of  twelve legislators—split 
evenly between the House and Senate and between Democrats and Republicans. Effective December 10, 2018, pursu-
ant to P.A. 100-1148 the former Legislative Research Unit was merged into the Commission.

The Commission has three internal units––Revenue, Pensions, and Research, each of  which has a staff  of  analysts 
and researchers who analyze policy proposals, legislation, state revenues & expenditures, and benefit programs, and 
who provide research services to members and staff  of  the General Assembly. The Commission’s staff  fulfills the 
statutory obligations set forth in the Commission on Government Forecasting and Accountability Act (25 ILCS 155/), 
the State Debt Impact Note Act (25 ILCS 65/), the Illinois Pension Code (40 ILCS 5/), the Pension Impact Note Act 
(25 ILCS 55/), the State Facilities Closure Act (30 ILCS 608/), the State Employees Group Insurance Act of  1971 (5 
ILCS 375/),  the Public Safety Employee Benefits Act (820 ILCS 320/), the Legislative Commission Reorganization 
Act of  1984 (25 ILCS 130/), and the Reports to the Commission on Government Forecasting and Accountability 
Act (25 ILCS 110/).

•	 The Revenue Unit issues an annual revenue estimate, reports monthly on the state’s financial and economic 
condition, and prepares bill analyses and debt impact notes on legislation having a financial impact on the State. 
The Revenue Unit also provides caucus staffs with valuation analyses of  proposals or funding scenarios being 
considered. The Unit publishes a number of  statutorily mandated reports, as well as on-demand reports, includ-
ing the Monthly Briefing newsletter and annually, the Budget Summary, Capital Plan Analysis, Illinois Economic Forecast 
Report, Wagering in Illinois Update, and Liabilities of  the State Employees’ Group Insurance Program, among others. The 
Unit’s staff  also fulfills the agency’s obligations set forth in the State Facilities Closure Act.

•	 The Pension Unit prepares pension impact notes on proposed pension legislation and publishes several statutorily 
mandated reports including the Financial Condition of  the Illinois State Retirement Systems, the Financial Condition of  
Illinois Public Pension Systems and the Fiscal Analysis of  the Downstate Police & Fire Pension Funds in Illinois. The Unit’s 
staff  also fulfills the statutory responsibilities set forth in the Public Safety Employee Benefits Act.

•	 The Research Unit primarily performs research and provides information as may be requested by members 
of  the General Assembly or legislative staffs. The Unit maintains a research library and, per statute, collects 
information concerning state government and the general welfare of  the state, examines the effects of  consti-
tutional provisions and previously enacted statutes, considers public policy issues and questions of  state-wide 
interest, and tracks appointments to State boards and commissions. Additionally, the Unit publishes First Reading, 
a quarterly newsletter, Abstracts of  State Reports, a monthly bulletin which includes abstracts of  annual reports 
or special studies from other state agencies, the Illinois Tax Handbook for Legislators, Federal Funds to State Agencies, 
various reports detailing appointments to State Boards and Commissions, the 1970 Illinois Constitution Annotated 
for Legislators, the Roster of  Illinois Legislators, and numerous special topic publications.
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
