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COMMISSION OVERVIEW

The Commission on Government Forecasting & Accountability is a bipartisan legislative support service
agency responsible for advising the Illinois General Assembly on economic and fiscal policy issues and for
providing objective policy research for legislators and legislative staff. The Commission’s board is comprised
of twelve legislators—split evenly between the House and Senate and between Democrats and Republicans.
Effective December 10, 2018, pursuant to P.A. 100-1148 the former Legislative Research Unit was merged
into the Commission.

The Commission has three internal units—Revenue, Pensions, and Research, each of which has a staff of
analysts and researchers who analyze policy proposals, legislation, state revenues & expenditures, and benefit
programs, and who provide research services to members and staff of the General Assembly. The Com-
mission’s staff fulfills the statutory obligations set forth in the Commission on Government Forecasting
and Accountability Act (25 ILCS 155/), the State Debt Impact Note Act (25 ILCS 65/), the Illinois Pension
Code (40 ILCS 5/), the Pension Impact Note Act (25 ILCS 55/), the State Facilities Closure Act (30 ILCS
608/), the State Employees Group Insurance Act of 1971 (5 ILCS 375/), the Public Safety Employee Ben-
efits Act (820 ILCS 320/), the Legislative Commission Reorganization Act of 1984 (25 ILCS 130/), and the
Reports to the Commission on Government Forecasting and Accountability Act (25 ILCS 110/).

¢ The Revenue Unit issues an annual revenue estimate, reports monthly on the state’s finan-
cial and economic condition, and prepares bill analyses and debt impact notes on proposed
legislation having a financial impact on the State. The Unit publishes a number of statutorily
mandated reports, as well as on-demand reports, including the Monthly Briefing newsletter
and annually, the Budget Summary, Capital Plan Analysis, Illinois Economic Forecast Report,
Wagering in Illinois Update, and Liabilities of the State Employees’ Group Insurance Program,
among others. The Unit’s staff also fulfills the agency’s obligations set forth in the State Facili-
ties Closure Act.

¢ The Pension Unit prepares pension impact notes on proposed pension legislation and publish-
es several statutorily mandated reports including the Financial Condition of the Illinois State
Retirement Systems, the Financial Condition of Illinois Public Pension Systems and the Fiscal
Analysis of the Downstate Police & Fire Pension Funds in Illinois. The Unit’s staff also fulfills
the statutory responsibilities set forth in the Public Safety Employee Benefits Act.

¢ The Research Unit primarily performs research and provides information as may be requested
by members of the General Assembly or legislative staffs. Additionally, the Unit maintains a
research library and, per statute, collects information concerning state government and the
general welfare of the state, examines the effects of constitutional provisions and previously
enacted statutes, and considers public policy issues and questions of state-wide interest. Ad-
ditionally, the Unit publishes First Reading, a quarterly newsletter which includes abstracts
of annual reports or special studies from other state agencies, the Illinois Tax Handbook for
Legislators, Federal Funds to State Agencies, various reports detailing appointments to State
Boards and Commissions, the 1970 Illinois Constitution Annotated for Legislators, the Roster
of Illinois Legislators, and numerous special topic publications.
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The Commission on Government Forecasting and Accountability compiled the information in this
volume from a comprehensive survey of all Illinois state agencies. The publication of Federal Funds
to State Agencies, FYs 2017-2019 would not have been possible without the cooperation and support of
many program managers, budget analysts, and state agency directors. Although it is not possible to list
every individual’s name, we are grateful to all for their contribution.

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INTRODUCTION

The Commission on Government Forecasting and Accountability, a bipartisan support services
agency of the Illinois General Assembly, has a responsibility of serving as the . . . information
center for the General Assembly in the field of federal-state relations, . . . and compiling and
maintaining current information on available and pending federal aid programs.” (25 ILCS
130/4-2.1) In meeting this responsibility, the Commission on Government Forecasting and Ac-
countability records and tracks applications for, and awards of, federal grants to state agencies.
In addition, the Commission on Government Forecasting and Accountability conducts an annual
survey designed to identify federal funds received by Illinois state agencies.

This Federal Funds to State Agencies report is designed to provide legislators and legislative
staff with a comprehensive guide to federal funds that are received by state agencies. It aug-
ments the information provided in the Commission on Government Forecasting and Accounta-
bility’s weekly reports of federal fund transactions by listing federal aid awards on a State or
federal fiscal year basis and including descriptive program information. Weekly reports and
quarterly reports are available on the Commission on Government Forecasting and Accountabil-
ity website. This report is designed to help legislators and legislative staff develop a clearer un-
derstanding of the federal programs used by Illinois state agencies, and of the levels at which
those programs are funded.

The Commission on Government Forecasting and Accountability is also required to report an-
nually to the General Assembly on the adequacy of state agency participation in programs fi-
nanced by federal aid and the nature of federal aid programs in which state agencies or local
governments did not participate, and to make recommendations. (25 ILCS 130/4-2.1(c))

Adequacy of Participation in Federal Aid Programs

Each state agency, in its budgetary process with the General Assembly, reports evaluation and
funding data as required. Through this process, the General Assembly receives information on
the adequacy of programs financed by federal aid in the state. The Commission on Government
Forecasting and Accountability, as requested or assigned by members of the General Assembly,
produces special reports relative to federal funds.

Identification of New Federal Funds (Types and Nature of Programs Not Applied for)

The Commission on Government Forecasting and Accountability works with the Illinois Fed-
eral Clearinghouse in the Governor’s office to identify and make information available on fed-
eral aid programs that may provide resources for state agencies and local governments. Exten-
sive Clearinghouse information, including referrals to the Commission on Government Fore-
casting and Accountability’s publications, such as Grant Alerts, is available on the Commission
on Government Forecasting and Accountability website. Grant Alerts is also published
monthly and e-mailed to potential grant users throughout the state.

Recommendations

The Commission on Government Forecasting and Accountability will make recommendations
as deemed appropriate.

Overview

Illinois state agencies received federal funds from 317 programs in FY 2019, 1 of which is a
program supported by American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) funds.

Table 1 and Figure 1 below show the total amounts of federal funds that Illinois agencies re-
ported in each year from 2015 to 2018, and the combined estimate for 2019. They also show
the total federal outlays (payments) for grants to state and local governments for the same
years, as reported in the President’s federal fiscal year 2020 budget.

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In FY 2019, awards received by state agencies are estimated to be about $364 million below the
FY 2018 awards. Program details are summarized in Appendix B.
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Some of the major increases in federal funds from FY 2018 to FY 2019 include the Criminal
Justice Information Authority’s Crime Victim Assistance, the Department of Healthcare and
Family Services” Medical Assistance Program, and the Environmental Protection Agency’s
Capitalization Grants for Clean Water State Revolving Funds.

Programs with substantial reductions include the Department of Healthcare and Family
Services’ Children’s Health Insurance Program, the Department of Human Services’ Special
Supplemental Nutrition Program for Women, Infants, and Children, and the Department of
Transportation’s Highway Planning and Construction.

Using This Handbook

The federal programs in this handbook were included if the federal funds were received
directly from the federal government or a non-state agency (such as a consortium of states that
receive federal monies for a particular project or a national study group that pays the state
agency for research or services). Programs in which a state agency received funds from
another state agency (subgrants) have been excluded to avoid “double counting,” or falsely
inflating the dollar totals. However, Appendix C on subgrants shows the flow of federal funds
from some state agencies to others.

The Table of Contents lists the federal programs used by state agencies from FY 2017 through
FY 2019. This table shows the location of the federal program descriptions, as well as which
federal programs are used by each state agency. Tables showing federal aid award totals by
state agency are appended. Each agency’s programs are listed by the numbers assigned by the
U.S. Office of Management and Budget in its Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance
(CFDA). Descriptions of each program include the proper name, program description (objec-
tives and services provided or supported), formula description, matching requirements, account
identification number (federal), and a table illustrating the outlays to Illinois for FY 2017 and
FY 2018, and estimated receipts in FY 2019.

This Federal Funds to State Agencies handbook contains two sections of state information to
assist legislators and staff in linking the federal program data to the state budget. A State Trust
Fund section identifies the fund(s) used for depositing the federal grants, and tables show
which state programs are supported and what areas and populations of Illinois are served by
the federal grants. (See the example below.)

Each CFDA number identi-
fies a federal program and the administering federal agency. In a few instances, in which fed-
eral programs are not listed in the Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance, the CGFA has as-
signed a unique identifying number. CFDA numbers are arranged in ascending order. The list
on the following page shows the basic numbering scheme and the corresponding federal agen-
cies.

Information Sources

The basic sources for the fiscal data included in the Federal Funds to State Agencies report are
the Commission on Government Forecasting and Accountability’s annual federal aid surveys,
which have examined the use of federal funds by Illinois state agencies from FY 1973 until the
present. The fiscal information is supplied directly by the state agencies, and it is assumed the
figures are supplied in good faith and are substantially correct. The primary source for the
program descriptive information is the U.S. Office of Management and Budget’s Catalog of
Federal Domestic Assistance.

missing children; (3) aid communities in the collection of materials that would be useful to par-
ents in assisting others in the identification of missing children; (4) develop effective treatment
for the psychological consequences to both parents and children of (a) the abduction of a child,
both during the period of disappearance and after the child is recovered, and (b) the sexual ex-
ploitation of a missing child; (5) collect detailed data on the actual investigative practices used
by law enforcement agencies in missing children’s cases; (6) address the particular needs of
missing children by minimizing the negative impact of judicial and law enforcement procedures
on children who are victims of abuse or sexual exploitation and by promoting the active partici-
pation of children and their families in cases involving abuse or sexual exploitation of children;
(7) address the needs of missing children and their families following the recovery of such chil-
dren; (8) reduce the likelihood that individuals under 18 years of age will be abducted; and (9)
establish or operate statewide clearinghouses to assist in recovering or locating missing children.

ral communities, including assistance in immigration matters; (3) working in cooperation with
the community to develop education and prevention strategies directed toward such issues; (4)
developing, enlarging, or strengthening programs addressing sexual assault, including sexual as-
sault forensic examiner programs, Sexual Assault Response Teams, law enforcement training,
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and programs addressing rape kit backlogs; and (5) developing programs and strategies that fo-
cus on the specific needs of victims of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, and
stalking who reside in remote rural and geographically isolated areas, including addressing the
challenges posed by the lack of access to shelters and victim services, and limited law enforce-
ment resources and training, and providing training and resources to Community Health Aides
involved in the delivery of Indian Health Service programs.

Program Description: The Office of Victims of Crime (OVC) administers a discretionary grant
program and other assistance programs for crime victims with amounts set aside from deposits
into the Crime Victims Fund for demonstration projects and training and technical assistance ser-
vices to eligible crime victim assistance programs. The purpose is to improve the overall quality
of services delivered to crime victims through the provision of training and technical assistance
to providers. Of the amount available for training and technical assistance and services to vic-
tims of federal crimes, no less than 50% shall be used for demonstration programs and training
and technical assistance, and not more than 50% for services to victims of federal crimes.
