WHEREAS, Chaplain Lovin has taught classes on crisis and
grief trauma and chaplaincy for the International Conference
of Police Chaplains' Regional Training Seminars, the Dubuque
Police Department of Dubuque, Iowa, and a number of police
departments in Illinois; he has also authored a law
enforcement chaplaincy training manual to be used across the

region; and

WHEREAS, Chaplain Lovin has been awarded the International
Conference of Police Chaplains' John A. Price Award for
Excellence in Chaplaincy in July 2010 and the Wentink-Kauffman
Award for Excellence in Law Enforcement Chaplaincy in July

2018; and

WHEREAS, Chaplain Lovin has made steadfast contributions
to the criminal Jjustice profession over the course of his
career while generously providing a lifetime of service to
those in need, including fellow officers, first responders and
their families, the State of 1Illinois, and the nation;
