Illinois Constitution as follows:  

ARTICLE IX

     SECTION 3.    LIMITATIONS ON INCOME TAXATION  
     (a)  A tax on or measured by income shall be at a non-graduated rate. At any one time there may be no 
more than one such tax imposed by the State for State purposes on individuals and one such tax so imposed
on corporations. In any such tax imposed upon corporations the rate shall not exceed the rate imposed on 
individuals by more than a ratio of 8 to 5.  
     (b)  Laws imposing taxes on or measured by income may adopt by reference provisions of the laws and
regulations of the United States, as they then exist or thereafter may be changed, for the purpose of arriving 
at the amount of income upon which the tax is imposed.  
     (c)  Whenever the Illinois General Assembly enacts a tax on or measured by income, at least one-tenth 
of the revenue proceeds of any such tax received by the State of Illinois shall be distributed to 
municipalities and counties. The distribution shall be made on a per capita basis giving effect to the most
recent decennial census, with each county being entitled to an allocation based upon the population of its 
unincorporated areas. (Source: Illinois Constitution.)
