(c) convey by Quit Claim Deed for $1 to the City of Chicago the following described real
property:
A PARCEL OF LAND, APPROXIMATELY 16,000 SQUARE FEET ON AND ALONG THE
NORTH SIDE OF WEST
IRVING PARK ROAD, HAVING APPROXIMATELY 135 FEET OF FRONTAGE ON SAID
WEST IRVING PARK ROAD AND A DEPTH OF APPROXIMATELY 125 FEET, HAVING ITS
EASTERLY BOUNDARY PARALLEL TO AND APPROXIMATELY 1,111 FEET WEST OF THE
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WEST PROPERTY LINE OF NORTH NARRAGANSETT AVENUE, AND ITS WESTERLY

BOUNDARY BEING PARALLEL TO AND 135 FEET WEST OF THE EASTERLY BOUNDARY

LINE, ALL IN THE COUNTY OF COOK AND STATE OF ILLINOIS.
