HOUSE BILL ON SECOND READING

HOUSE BILL 4506. Having been recalled on April 3, 2008, and held on the order of Second Reading,
the same was again taken up.
Representative Patterson offered the following amendment and moved its adoption.

AMENDMENT NO. _1 . Amend House Bill 4506 by replacing everything after the enacting clause
with the following:

"Section 5. The Criminal Code of 1961 is amended by changing Section 16-1.3 as follows:

(720 ILCS 5/16-1.3) (from Ch. 38, par. 16-1.3)

Sec. 16-1.3. Financial exploitation of an elderly person or a person with a disability.

(a) A person commits the offense of financial exploitation of an elderly person or a person with a
disability when he or she stands in a position of trust or confidence with the elderly person or a person with
a disability and he or she knowingly and by deception or intimidation obtains control over the property of
an elderly person or a person with a disability or illegally uses the assets or resources of an elderly person
or a person with a disability. The illegal use of the assets or resources of an elderly person or a person with
a disability includes, but is not limited to, the misappropriation of those assets or resources by undue
influence, breach of a fiduciary relationship, fraud, deception, extortion, or use of the assets or resources
contrary to law.

Financial exploitation of an elderly person or a person with a disability is a Class 4 felony if the value of
the property is $300 or less, a Class 3 felony if the value of the property is more than $300 but less than
$5,000, a Class 2 felony if the value of the property is $5,000 or more but less than $100,000 and a Class 1
felony if the value of the property is $100,000 or more or if the elderly person is over 70 years of age and
the value of the property is $15,000 or more or if the elderly person is 80 years of age or older and the
value of the property is $5,000 or more.

(b) For purposes of this Section:

(1) "Elderly person" means a person 60 years of age or older.

(2) "Person with a disability" means a person who suffers from a permanent physical or mental
impairment resulting from disease, injury, functional disorder or congenital condition that impairs the
individual's mental or physical ability to independently manage his or her property or financial resources,
or both.

(3) "Intimidation" means the communication to an elderly person or a person with a
disability that he or she shall be deprived of food and nutrition, shelter, prescribed medication or medical
care and treatment.

(4) "Deception" means, in addition to its meaning as defined in Section 15-4 of this
Code, a misrepresentation or concealment of material fact relating to the terms of a contract or agreement
entered into with the elderly person or person with a disability or to the existing or pre-existing condition
of any of the property involved in such contract or agreement; or the use or employment of any
misrepresentation, false pretense or false promise in order to induce, encourage or solicit the elderly
person or person with a disability to enter into a contract or agreement.

(c) For purposes of this Section, a person stands in a position of trust and confidence with an elderly
person or person with a disability when he (1) is a parent, spouse, adult child or other relative by blood or
marriage of the elderly person or person with a disability, (2) is a joint tenant or tenant in common with the
elderly person or person with a disability, (3) has a legal or fiduciary relationship with the elderly person or
person with a disability, or (4) is a financial planning or investment professional.
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(d) Nothing in this Section shall be construed to limit the remedies available to the victim under the
[llinois Domestic Violence Act of 1986.

(e) Nothing in this Section shall be construed to impose criminal liability on a person who has made a
good faith effort to assist the elderly person or person with a disability in the management of his or her
property, but through no fault of his or her own has been unable to provide such assistance.

(f) It shall not be a defense to financial exploitation of an elderly person or person with a disability that
the accused reasonably believed that the victim was not an elderly person or person with a disability.

(g) Civil Liability. A person who is charged by information or indictment with the offense of financial
exploitation of an elderly person or person with a disability and who fails or refuses to return the victim's
property within 60 days following a written demand from the victim or the victim's legal representative
shall be liable to the victim or to the estate of the victim in damages of treble the amount of the value of the
property obtained, plus reasonable attorney fees and court costs. The burden of proof that the defendant
unlawfully obtained the victim's property shall be by a preponderance of the evidence. This subsection shall
be operative whether or not the defendant has been convicted of the offense.

(Source: P.A. 92-808, eff. 8-21-02; 93-301, eff. 1-1-04.)".

HOUSE BILL 5263. Having been reproduced, was taken up and read by title a second time.
The following amendment was offered in the Committee on Elections & Campaign Reform, adopted
and reproduced:

AMENDMENT NO. _1 . Amend House Bill 5263 by replacing everything after the enacting clause

with the following:

"Section 5. The Election Code is amended by changing Section 7-61 as follows:

(10 ILCS 5/7-61) (from Ch. 46, par. 7-61)

Sec. 7-61. Whenever a special election is necessary the provisions of this Article are applicable to the
nomination of candidates to be voted for at such special election.

In cases where a primary election is required the officer or board or commission whose duty it is under
the provisions of this Act relating to general elections to call an election, shall fix a date for the primary for
the nomination of candidates to be voted for at such special election. Notice of such primary shall be given
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at least 15 days prior to the maximum time provided for the filing of petitions for such a primary as
provided in Section 7-12.

Any vacancy in nomination under the provisions of this Article 7 occurring on or after the primary and
prior to certification of candidates by the certifying board or officer, must be filled prior to the date of
certification. Any vacancy in nomination occurring after certification but prior to 15 days before the
general election shall be filled within 8 days after the event creating the vacancy. The resolution filling the
vacancy shall be sent by U. S. mail or personal delivery to the certifying officer or board within 3 days of
the action by which the vacancy was filled; provided, if such resolution is sent by mail and the U. S.
postmark on the envelope containing such resolution is dated prior to the expiration of such 3 day limit, the
resolution shall be deemed filed within such 3 day limit. Failure to so transmit the resolution within the
time specified in this Section shall authorize the certifying officer or board to certify the original candidate.
Vacancies shall be filled by the officers of a local municipal or township political party as specified in
subsection (h) of Section 7-8, other than a statewide political party, that is established only within a
municipality or township and the managing committee (or legislative committee in case of a candidate for
State Senator or representative committee in the case of a candidate for State Representative in the General
Assembly or State central committee in the case of a candidate for statewide office, including but not
limited to the office of United States Senator) of the respective political party for the territorial area in
which such vacancy occurs.

The resolution to fill a vacancy in nomination shall be duly acknowledged before an officer qualified to
take acknowledgements of deeds and shall include, upon its face, the following information:

(a) the name of the original nominee and the office vacated;

(b) the date on which the vacancy occurred;

(c) the name and address of the nominee selected to fill the vacancy and the date of selection.

The resolution to fill a vacancy in nomination shall be accompanied by a Statement of Candidacy, as
prescribed in Section 7-10, completed by the selected nominee and a receipt indicating that such nominee
has filed a statement of economic interests as required by the Illinois Governmental Ethics Act.

The provisions of Section 10-8 through 10-10.1 relating to objections to certificates of nomination and
nomination papers, hearings on objections, and judicial review, shall apply to and govern objections to
resolutions for filling a vacancy in nomination.

Any vacancy in nomination occurring 15 days or less before the consolidated election or the general
election shall not be filled. In this event, the certification of the original candidate shall stand and his name
shall appear on the official ballot to be voted at the general election.

A vacancy in nomination occurs when a candidate who has been nominated under the provisions of this
Article 7 dies before the election (whether death occurs prior to, on or after the day of the primary), or
declines the nomination; provided that nominations may become vacant for other reasons.

If the name of no established political party candidate was printed on the consolidated primary ballot for
a particular office and if no person was nominated as a write-in candidate for such office, a vacancy in
nomination shall be created which may be filled in accordance with the requirements of this Section within
16 days after the day of the consolidated primary. If the name of no established political party candidate
was printed on the general primary ballot for a particular office and if no person was nominated as a
write-in candidate for such office, a vacancy in nomination shall be filled only by a person designated by
the appropriate committee of the political party (i) whose name is submitted by that committee to the State
Board of Elections within 60 days after the day of the general primary and (ii) who files nominating
petitions with the number of signatures, and at the time, required for an independent candidate for that
office under Article 10. The circulation period for those petitions begins on the day the State Board of
Elections receives from the committee the notice of the person's name. The State Board of Elections shall

hear and pass upon all objections to nomination petitions filed by candidates under this paragraph. 5

A candidate for whom a nomination paper has been filed as a partisan candidate at a primary election,
and who is defeated for his or her nomination at such primary election, is ineligible to be listed on the ballot
at that general or consolidated election as a candidate of another political party.

A candidate seeking election to an office for which candidates of political parties are nominated by
caucus who is a participant in the caucus and who is defeated for his or her nomination at such caucus, is
ineligible to be listed on the ballot at that general or consolidated election as a candidate of another political

party.
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In the proceedings to nominate a candidate to fill a vacancy or to fill a vacancy in the nomination, each
precinct, township, ward, county or congressional district, as the case may be, shall through its
representative on such central or managing committee, be entitled to one vote for each ballot voted in such
precinct, township, ward, county or congressional district, as the case may be, by the primary electors of its
party at the primary election immediately preceding the meeting at which such vacancy is to be filled.

For purposes of this Section, the words "certify" and "certification" shall refer to the act of officially
declaring the names of candidates entitled to be printed upon the official ballot at an election and directing
election authorities to place the names of such candidates upon the official ballot. "Certifying officers or
board" shall refer to the local election official, election authority or the State Board of Elections, as the case
may be, with whom nomination papers, including certificates of nomination and resolutions to fill
vacancies in nomination, are filed and whose duty it is to "certify" candidates.

AMENDMENT NO. _3 . Amend House Bill 5000, AS AMENDED, by replacing everything after the
enacting clause with the following:

"Section 1. Short title. This Act may be cited as the Children's Low-cost Laptop Act.

Section 5. Policy and purpose. The General Assembly finds that the decreasing cost of computer
technology makes it possible today to equip more children than ever before with 21st century learning
tools. The dramatic expansion of low-cost computing options and the worldwide reliance on computer
technology for commerce, education, information, and social interaction makes it ever more important to
introduce computing skills to students at an early age. Accordingly, the State Board of Education shall
establish a pilot project to provide a low-cost laptop computer to each student, teacher, and relevant
administrator in a participating elementary school and implement the use of educational software and
computer skills training in order to improve academic achievement and the progress measures listed in
subsection (a) of Section 20 in this Act.

Section 10. Definitions. In this Act:

"Elementary school" means any school that maintains grades one through 6.
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"Low-cost laptop" means a portable personal computer suitable for use among elementary

school-aged children, under $400 in initial cost.

"State Board" means the State Board of Education.

Section 15. Pilot project; Elementary Students' Low-cost Laptop Fund.
(a) The State Board shall provide for the administration of a low-cost laptop pilot project. The pilot
project shall be for a period of at least 2 years. In administering the pilot project, the State Board shall:
(1) select participating elementary schools;
(2) define the conditions for the distribution and use of laptop computers and other
technologies;
(3) coordinate a statewide grant program to purchase and distribute laptop computers and
other technologies;
(4) monitor local pilot project implementation; and
(5) conduct a final evaluation of the pilot project.

(b) The Elementary Students' Low-Cost Laptop Fund is created as a special fund in the State treasury.
All money in this Fund shall be used, subject to appropriation, by the State Board for the pilot project. To
implement the pilot project, the State Board may use any funds appropriated by the General Assembly for
the purposes of the pilot project, as well as any gift, grant, or donation given for the pilot project. The State
Board may solicit and accept a gift, grant, or donation of any kind from any source, including from a
foundation, private entity, governmental entity, or institution of higher education, for the implementation of
the pilot project. Funds for the pilot project may not be used for the construction of a building or other
facility. The State Board shall use pilot project funds for the following:

(1) low-cost laptop computers;

(2) replacements for any of the following low-cost laptop components: batteries, power
cords, or other software and hardware; and

(3) the hiring of staff to administer professional development and technical support for

participating teachers; for the purposes of this item (3), "professional development" means the training of

certified teaching professionals in the integration of low-cost laptop computers into the classroom

curriculum.

The State Board may not allocate more than $100 million for the pilot project. The pilot

project may be implemented only if sufficient funds are available under this Section for that purpose.

Section 20. Program participation requirements. A school or district may apply to the State Board for the
establishment of a low-cost laptop pilot project grant for an entire school or for a particular grade or group
of classrooms in a school.

The State Board shall select up to 300 schools to participate in the pilot project. At least one-third of the
selected schools shall be located in the City of Chicago; at least one-third shall be located in the area that
makes up the counties of DuPage, Kane, Lake, McHenry, Will, and that portion of Cook County that is
located outside of the City of Chicago; and at least one-third shall be located in the remainder of the State.

The State Board shall select the participating districts or schools for the pilot project based on each
district's or school's need for the pilot project. In selecting participants, the State Board shall consider each
school's:

(1) free and reduced lunch eligible student population;

(2) access to educational technology resources;

(3) rate of satisfactory performance on standardized tests;

(4) readiness to incorporate technology into its classrooms;

(5) availability of technology support staff and professional development funds; and
(6) planned methods of measuring the progress of the pilot project.

Section 25. Reporting.

(a) The school board of each school participating in the pilot project shall send an annual progress report
to the State Board no later than August 1 of each year that the school is participating in the pilot project.
The report must include the project's effect on:

(1) academic progress of students who are participating in the pilot project, as

measured by performance on assessment instruments;

(2) student progress in schools or classrooms participating in the pilot project as
compared with student progress in schools or classrooms not participating;

(3) student performance on assessment instruments required by the State Board;

(4) school cost savings on textbook or other purchases replaced by laptop abilities;

(5) attendance rates;
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(6) teacher performance and retention;

(7) communications among students, teachers, parents, and administrators;
(8) parental involvement in education;

(9) community involvement and support for the school; and

(10) student proficiency in technologies or "computer literacy".

(b) Each school or district participating in the grant pilot project shall determine how the

low-cost laptops are assigned and retained.

(c) After the expiration of the pilot project, the State Board shall review the project

based on the annual reports the State Board receives from the school board of participating school

districts.

Section 27. No authority to make or promulgate rules. Notwithstanding any other rulemaking authority
that may exist, neither the Governor nor any agency or agency head under the jurisdiction of the Governor
has any authority to make or promulgate rules to implement or enforce the provisions of this Act. If,

or incinerated within the site or facility owned, controlled or operated by such person, or when such
wastes are transported within or between sites or facilities owned, controlled or operated by such person;
(4) sites or facilities at which the State is performing removal or remedial action
pursuant to Section 22.2 or 55.3;
(5) abandoned quarries used solely for the disposal of concrete, earth materials,
gravel, or aggregate debris resulting from road construction activities conducted by a unit of government
or construction activities due to the construction and installation of underground pipes, lines, conduit or
wires off of the premises of a public utility company which are conducted by a public utility;
(6) sites or facilities used by any person to specifically conduct a landscape
composting operation;
(7) regional facilities as defined in the Central Midwest Interstate Low-Level
Radioactive Waste Compact;
(8) the portion of a site or facility where coal combustion wastes are stored or
disposed of in accordance with subdivision (r)(2) or (r)(3) of Section 21;
(9) the portion of a site or facility used for the collection, storage or processing of
waste tires as defined in Title XIV;

(10) the portion of a site or facility used for treatment of petroleum contaminated

materials by application onto or incorporation into the soil surface and any portion of that site or facility

used for storage of petroleum contaminated materials before treatment. Only those categories of

petroleum listed in Section 57.9(a)(3) are exempt under this subdivision (10);

(11) the portion of a site or facility where used oil is collected or stored prior to

shipment to a recycling or energy recovery facility, provided that the used oil is generated by households

or commercial establishments, and the site or facility is a recycling center or a business where oil or

gasoline is sold at retail;
(11.5) processing sites or facilities that receive only on-specification used oil, as

defined in 35 Ill. Admin. Code 739, originating from used oil collectors for processing that is managed

under 35 Ill. Admin. Code 739 to produce products for sale to off-site petroleum facilities, if these

processing sites or facilities are: (i) located within a home rule unit of local government with a

population of at least 30,000 according to the 2000 federal census, that home rule unit of local

government has been designated as an Urban Round II Empowerment Zone by the United States

Department of Housing and Urban Development, and that home rule unit of local government has
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enacted an ordinance approving the location of the site or facility and provided funding for the site or
facility; and (ii) in compliance with all applicable zoning requirements;

(12) the portion of a site or facility utilizing coal combustion waste for
stabilization and treatment of only waste generated on that site or facility when used in connection with
response actions pursuant to the federal Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and
Liability Act of 1980, the federal Resource Conservation and Recovery Act of 1976, or the Illinois
Environmental Protection Act or as authorized by the Agency;

(13) the portion of a site or facility accepting exclusively general construction or
demolition debris, located in a county with a population over 700,000 as of January 1, 2000, and
operated and located in accordance with Section 22.38 of this Act;

(14) the portion of a site or facility, located within a unit of local government that
has enacted local zoning requirements, used to accept, separate, and process uncontaminated broken
concrete, with or without protruding metal bars, provided that the uncontaminated broken concrete and
metal bars are not speculatively accumulated, are at the site or facility no longer than one year after their
acceptance, and are returned to the economic mainstream in the form of raw materials or products;

(15) the portion of a site or facility located in a county with a population over
3,000,000 that has obtained local siting approval under Section 39.2 of this Act for a municipal waste
incinerator on or before July 1, 2005 and that is used for a non-hazardous waste transfer station; and

(16) a site or facility that temporarily holds in transit for 10 days or less,
non-petruscible solid waste in original containers, no larger in capacity than 500 gallons, provided that
such waste is further transferred to a recycling, disposal, treatment, or storage facility on a
non-contiguous site and provided such site or facility complies with the applicable 10-day transfer
requirements of the federal Resource Conservation and Recovery Act of 1976 and United States
Department of Transportation hazardous material requirements. For purposes of this Section only,
"non-petruscible solid waste" means waste other than municipal garbage that does not rot or become
putrid, including, but not limited to, paints, solvent, filters, and absorbents; =

(17) €463 the portion of a site or facility located in a county with a population greater than
3,000,000 that has obtained local siting approval, under Section 39.2 of this Act, for a municipal waste
incinerator on or before July 1, 2005 and that is used for wood combustion facilities for energy recovery
that accept and burn only wood material, as included in a fuel specification approved by the Agency; and

(18) (16) a transfer station used exclusively for landscape waste, including a transfer station
where landscape waste is ground to reduce its volume, where the landscape waste is held no longer than
24 hours from the time it was received.
(b) A new pollution control facility is:

(1) a pollution control facility initially permitted for development or construction

after July 1, 1981; or
(2) the area of expansion beyond the boundary of a currently permitted pollution
control facility; or
(3) a permitted pollution control facility requesting approval to store, dispose of,
transfer or incinerate, for the first time, any special or hazardous waste.

HOUSE RESOLUTIONS
The following resolutions were offered and placed in the Committee on Rules.
HOUSE RESOLUTION 1124
Offered by Representative Younge:

WHEREAS, Every Sunday morning, liturgical dance is expressed in thousands of ministries across the
State of Illinois; and

WHEREAS, Liturgical dance ministers have provided valuable outreach programs that serve inner city
youth by instilling in them discipline, the desire to pursue excellence, and a love of dance; and

WHEREAS, Dance ministers aim to promote unity through the sacred arts and a cultural exchange of
liturgical dance and the unique customs of each nation; and

WHEREAS, It is only fitting that the members of the Illinois House of Representatives recognize the
dedicated men and women who serve their communities by sharing their gifts and God-given talents
through the creative arts by declaring September 7, 2008, as Liturgical Dance Day; therefore, be it

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-FIFTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that we declare September 7, 2008, as Liturgical Dance Day
in the State of Illinois; and be it further

RESOLVED, That a suitable copy of this resolution be presented to Ms. Lakita Humber of the
International Dance Commission.

HOUSE RESOLUTION 1127
Offered by Representative Reis:

WHEREAS, Illinois' Soil and Water Conservation Districts (SWCDs) are units of local government
authorized by Illinois State statute; and

WHEREAS, Each of Illinois' 98 SWCDs was duly created by local referendum; and

WHEREAS, SWCDs were not given taxing authority but were intended to be funded by appropriations
made by the Illinois General Assembly; and

WHEREAS, Illinois' 98 SWCDs, and their approximately 250 employees, represent our State's frontline
in protecting our rivers, streams, and other water sources against contamination from urban stormwater and
agricultural chemicals and sediment; and

WHEREAS, SWCDs provide and assist in delivering programs that prevent erosion from urban
development and tillable soil that threatens our agricultural economy and the sustainability of our surface
water supplies; and

WHEREAS, The investment of State funds in the operational expenses of SWCDs ensures the
distribution to Illinois of about $250 million from the federal farm bill and other sources; and

WHEREAS, SWCDs provide an invaluable service by coordinating assistance from all available
sources, public, private, local, State, and federal, in an effort to develop locally driven solutions to natural
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resource concerns; and

WHEREAS, SWCDs provide services that benefit all citizens of Illinois and the Illinois economy by
implementing conservation practices and measures that keep soil on fields, lawns, and development sites
and out of water bodies; and

WHEREAS, SWCDs assist developers and homeowners in managing land in an environmentally
sensitive manner; and

WHEREAS, SWCDs assist counties, municipalities, watershed groups, organizations, State agencies,
federal agencies, corporations, and individuals with planning, installation, and implementation of plans and
practices that benefit society and protect fragile and valuable natural resources; and

WHEREAS, SWCDs are dependent upon State appropriations for operational grants and project funds to
run their offices; and

WHEREAS, Operational grants to SWCDs are spent almost exclusively on salaries because the districts
save on rent and other expenses by sharing offices with the United States Department of Agriculture
(USDA) in all but 5 counties; and

WHEREAS, The Fiscal Year 2008 budget appropriated approximately $7.4 million for SWCD
operational expenses and $6.0 million for the Partners for Conservation Program (formerly Conservation
2000) through the Department of Agriculture; and

WHEREAS, As of April 1, 2008, only $1.7 million of the $7.4 million appropriation has been released to
SWCDs for operational expenses; the release of these funds breaks down to each SWCD having received
approximately $14,000; and

WHEREAS, None of the $6.0 million appropriated for the Conservation Practices Program under the
Partners for Conservation Program has been released; and

WHEREAS, SWCDs cannot retain staff or maintain an office without funds that are appropriated by the
[llinois General Assembly and approved by the Governor of the State of Illinois; and

WHEREAS, Many districts will have to consider laying-off staff or closing their doors if additional
funding is not released; therefore, be it

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-FIFTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that we urge the Governor to immediately release the
remaining $5.75 million that was appropriated for grants to SWCDs for clerical and other personnel
expenses in addition to the $6.0 million appropriated for the Conservation Practices Program under the
Partners for Conservation Program to implement agricultural resource enhancement programs for Illinois'
natural resources, including operational expenses; and be it further

RESOLVED, That suitable copies of this resolution be presented to the Governor and the Director of
Agriculture.

HOUSE RESOLUTION 1131
Offered by Representative Bellock:

WHEREAS, Developmental disabilities are defined as those disabilities caused by intellectual or
cognitive disability, autism, cerebral palsy, epilepsy, or any other condition which results in impairment
similar to that of intellectual disability (formerly known as mental retardation), which originates before the
age of 18 and is expected to continue indefinitely; and

WHEREAS, Approximately 1.8 percent of the U.S. population is afflicted with a developmental
disability and one in 150 children will be diagnosed with autism; and

WHEREAS, Every individual with a developmental disability has the right to live with dignity, to
achieve their highest potential, and to be included in our communities; and

WHEREAS, The Autism Society of Illinois, The ARC of Illinois, the Family Support Network, Giant
Steps Illinois, and Autism Speaks are not-for-profit organizations dedicated to the purpose of supporting
individuals with developmental disabilities; and

WHEREAS, The mission of the Autism Society of Illinois is to promote through advocacy, public
awareness, education, and research, lifelong access and opportunities for persons within the autism
spectrum disorder and their families in order that they may be fully included, participating members of their
communities; and

WHEREAS, The mission of the Arc of Illinois is to empower persons with disabilities to achieve full
participation in community life through informed choices; and

WHEREAS, The mission of the Family Support Network is to unify individuals with disabilities and
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their families to advocate for funding, services, and community resources that strengthen and support the
individual and the family directly by responding to their individual needs and empowering them to live in
their own homes; the Family Support Network further seeks to ensure the continuation of all individual
supports throughout the life span of the individual; and

WHEREAS, The mission of Giant Steps Illinois is to improve a child's ability to interact, communicate,
and develop academic and daily living skills; and

WHEREAS, The mission of Autism Speaks is to change the future for all who struggle with autism
spectrum disorders; and

WHEREAS, Hundreds of persons with developmental disabilities and their families will convene in the
Illinois State Capitol on April 15, 2008, to show their support for legislation, funding, and policies that
support individuals with developmental disabilities, including autism, and that promote self-determination
and inclusion in our communities; therefore, be it

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-FIFTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that we do hereby proclaim April 15, 2008, as
Developmental Disability and Autism Family Day at the Illinois State Capitol; and be it further

RESOLVED, That a suitable copy of this resolution be presented to the Autism Society of Illinois, The
ARC of Illinois, the Family Support Network, Giant Steps Illinois, and Autism Speaks as an expression of
our esteem.

HOUSE RESOLUTION 1132
Offered by Representative Bellock:

WHEREAS, The Centers for Disease Control has reported that one in 150 children born today will be
diagnosed with an autism spectrum disorder; and

WHEREAS, The Illinois State Board of Education has reported that today there are more than twice as
many children in Illinois diagnosed with autism as there were only five years ago; and

WHEREAS, It is estimated that only one of every ten children with autism receives the level and type of
services recommended by the National Research Council in 2001; and

WHEREAS, Families of children with autism bear an enormous financial burden of providing needed
services and healthcare; and

WHEREAS, Not-for-profit entities such as the Autism Society of Illinois, Autism Speaks, and Giant
Steps Illinois promote through advocacy, public awareness, education, and research, lifelong access and
opportunities for persons within the autism spectrum disorder and their families in order that they may be
fully included, participating members of their communities; and

WHEREAS, Public entities such as the Illinois Autism Training and Technical Assistance Project and
private entities like Giant Steps of Illinois provide educational and therapeutic services to enable children
with autism to achieve their maximum potential and strive to improve a child's ability to interact,
communicate, and develop academic and daily life skills; these groups work cooperatively with local
school districts to reintegrate students with autism into their home school on a full-time or part-time basis
based on the individual needs of the student; therefore, be it

ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that we name the month of April 2008 as Autism Awareness
Month in the State of Illinois, and we recognize and commend the parents and caregivers of children and
adults with autism for their sacrifice and dedication in providing for the special needs of children with
autism and for absorbing significant financial costs for specialized education and support services; and be it
further

RESOLVED, That we support the following goals: increasing State and federal funding for home and
community based services; Medicaid waiver programs that families can direct so that their loved ones with
autism can receive appropriate intervention, treatment, and support; expanding direct supports and services
for individuals with autism across their life span so that they may have choices and individualized supports,
services, and living arrangements; promoting the use of best practices in public schools; promoting
understanding and acceptance of the special needs of people with autism and their families; promoting the
full inclusion of persons with autism in our communities; and increasing federal and private funding for
research to learn the root causes of autism and to explore potential biomedical treatments for autism; and be
it further

RESOLVED, That suitable copies of this resolution be presented to the Autism Society of Illinois,
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Autism Speaks Illinois, the Illinois Autism Training and Technical Assistance Project, and Giant Steps of

WHEREAS, In honor of Kerry R. Sheridan and his dedication to his work and country, his service as
Fire Chief for 50 years, his 25 years with the Will County Board, his service in the United States Marine
Corps, and his leadership in founding the Volunteer Fire District in Troy Township, the Illinois House of
Representatives and Senate wish to rename a section of highway in Sheridan's name; and

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS
FIRST READING

Representative Smith introduced the following:

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION
CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT 42

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-FIFTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, THE SENATE CONCURRING HEREIN, that there shall
be submitted to the electors of the State for adoption or rejection at the general election next occurring at
least 6 months after the adoption of this resolution a proposition to amend Section 3 of Article IX of the
Illinois Constitution as follows:

ARTICLE IX
REVENUE
SECTION 3. LIMITATIONS ON INCOME TAXATION

(a) A tax on or measured by income shall be at a non-graduated rates, by category, as determined under
this Section rate. At any one time there may be no more than one such tax imposed by the State for State
purposes on individuals and one such tax so imposed on corporations.

(b) The categories under this Section are (i) "individuals (under $250,000)" for individuals whose annual
net income, combined with the annual net income of the spouse, is under $250,000, (ii) "individuals
($250,000 or more)" for individuals whose annual net income, combined with the annual net income of the
spouse, is $250,000 or more, and (iii) corporations. In any such tax imposed upon individuals ($250,000 or
more), the rate shall be the higher of (i) 6% or (ii) twice the rate imposed upon individuals (under
$250.000). In any such tax imposed upon corporations, the rate shall not exceed the rate imposed on
individuals (under $250,000) by more than a ratio of 8 to 5. The basic amount of each standard exemption
for individuals (under $250,000) shall be $4,500 or such greater amount as provided by law. The amounts
of $250,000 and $4,500 shall be adjusted each year to reflect changes in the annual Consumer Price Index
For All Urban Consumers as determined by the United States Department of Labor or, should that Index no
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longer be published, by a similar index determined by law.
(c) Income taxes collected from individuals (under $250,000) and from corporations shall be deposited

as provided by law for the deposit of income tax collections. That portion of income taxes collected from
individuals ($250.000 or more) that is attributable to a rate equal to the rate for individuals (under
$250.000) shall be deposited as provided by law for the deposit of income tax collections. Of all other
amounts collected from individuals ($250.000 or more), one-third of such amounts shall be deposited into
each of the following funds, which are hereby created in the State treasury: the Revitalize Illinois Schools
Fund, the Rebuild Illinois Infrastructure Fund, and the Reward Illinois Working Families Fund.
Expenditures from the Revitalize Illinois Schools Fund and the Rebuild Illinois Infrastructure Fund shall be
made only for educational and capital purposes, respectively, and only as specifically appropriated by law.
All amounts held in the Reward Illinois Working Families Fund shall be transferred and deposited as
provided by law for the deposit of income tax collections.

(d) ) Laws imposing taxes on or measured by income may adopt by reference provisions of the laws
and regulations of the United States, as they then exist or thereafter may be changed, for the purpose of
arriving at the amount of income upon which the tax is imposed.

(e) The terms used in this Section have the meanings of those terms as provided by law under relevant
statutes.

(f) The provisions of this Section are self-executing and judicially enforceable. The Supreme Court shall
have original and exclusive jurisdiction over actions under this Section.

SCHEDULE

The State Board of Elections shall proceed, as soon as all the returns are received but no later than 31
days after the election, to canvass the votes given for and against this Constitutional Amendment, as shown
by the abstracts of votes cast. If this Constitutional Amendment is approved by either three-fifths of those
voting on the question or a majority of those voting in the election, then the State Board of Elections shall
declare the adoption of this Constitutional Amendment and it shall, upon declaration of its adoption, take
effect and become a part of the Constitution of this State. This Schedule supersedes and applies
notwithstanding any statute to the contrary, and no other requirements, including without limitation
proclamation of the results of the vote or notice by publication, are necessary for its effectiveness. This
Constitutional Amendment applies to taxable years 2008 and thereafter.
