Offered by Representative Feigenholtz:

WHEREAS, The Illinois Department of Human Services (DHS) has notified the Illinois Alcoholism and
Drug Dependence Association (IADDA) that all GRF funds for addiction prevention and treatment will be
eliminated as of March 15, 2011; and

WHEREAS, Providers of addiction prevention and treatment services have been notified of these
impending cuts with less than 30 days' notice; and

WHEREAS, Nearly 80% of the clients in the addiction treatment system are not eligible for Medicaid
services and will not be able to access addiction treatment; and
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WHEREAS, These cuts will result in an immediate loss of services for 55,830 treatment clients, and
229,536 youth will lose prevention services; and
WHEREAS, These cuts will shut down the State-funded addiction prevention and treatment system,
resulting in a loss of more than 5,000 jobs; and
WHEREAS, The residual impact to the State's economy far exceeds the immediate impact that will
occur on March 15, 2011; and
WHEREAS, 5,000 new unemployed staff will be an additional burden on the State's unemployment
system; and
WHEREAS, The Alcoholism and Other Drug Abuse and Dependency Act mandates that DHS design,
coordinate, and fund a comprehensive and coordinated community-based and culturally and
gender-appropriate array of services throughout the State for the prevention, intervention, treatment, and
rehabilitation of alcohol and other drug abuse and dependency that is accessible and addresses the needs of
at-risk or addicted individuals and their families; and
WHEREAS, The Alcoholism and Other Drug Abuse and Dependency Act mandates that offenders have
the right to an assessment and can be sentenced to treatment services in the community instead of being
sent to prison; and
WHEREAS, Since 69% of African-Americans and 76% of Latinos rely on publicly funded treatment,
these cuts will disproportionately affect minority communities; and
WHEREAS, These cuts will force Illinoisans with no access to addiction services to turn to local
hospital emergency departments flooding emergency rooms, increasing wait times, and swelling medical
costs; and
WHEREAS, Local law enforcement will bear the burden of coping with Illinoisans who need treatment
but will instead end up in local jails or homeless because they have nowhere to turn; and
WHEREAS, Already overburdened local justice and social service systems will become overwhelmed
with people locked out of critical treatment services; and
WHEREAS, The average cost of addiction treatment in Illinois is $4,425 per person; the average annual
cost of incarceration is $21,911 per person; and
WHEREAS, Without funding for addiction prevention and treatment, costs associated with corrections
will drastically increase; and
WHEREAS, Cuts will escalate domestic violence, child abuse, accidents, and fatalities; and
WHEREAS, DHS estimates 9,000 to 10,000 Illinois residents die each year from accidental injuries and
40% of these deaths are related to the use of alcohol; and
WHEREAS, $907 million (73%) of the total spending on child welfare is spent as a result of untreated
addiction; and
WHEREAS, Fetal Alcohol Spectrum Disorder costs the State of Illinois an estimated $329 million
dollars annually or $27 million per month; and
WHEREAS, DHS estimates the annual Illinois statewide economic costs associated with alcohol,
tobacco, and other drug-related mortality is in excess of $3.5 billion; and
WHEREAS, DHS estimates that over 60% of all State-funded addiction prevention programs are
classified as evidence-based; and
WHEREAS, DHS has found the following outcomes are achieved in the prevention system:
(1) Increased alcohol, tobacco, and other drug resistance skills among program
participants;
(2) Increased perceptions that alcohol, tobacco, and other drug use is harmful;
(3) Increased drug knowledge;
(4) Delayed alcohol use;
(5) Delayed intent to use alcohol and inhalants;
(6) Decreased perceptions that peers are using illicit drugs;
(7) Decreased perceptions that adults are using illicit drugs; and
WHEREAS, DHS has implemented a system of performance-based contracts for addiction treatment
that focuses on client engagement, retention in treatment, and continuity of care; and
WHEREAS, DHS has data confirming that more than 97% of all clients discharged from Illinois'
treatment system are arrest-free as opposed to the national average of only 89% at discharge; and
WHEREAS, DHS has data confirming that more than 81% of all clients discharged from Illinois'
treatment system are alcohol-free at discharge as compared to the national average of 80%; and
WHEREAS, DHS has data confirming that more than 74% of all clients discharged from Illinois'
treatment system are drug-free at discharge, which is the same as the national average; and
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WHEREAS, For every dollar spent on prevention, states save up to $10 in treatment and recovery costs

alone; and
WHEREAS, For every dollar spent on treatment, the State saves up to $14 in healthcare, criminal

justice, and child welfare costs; therefore, be it

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-SEVENTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that the General Assembly deems that these draconian cuts
eliminating all non-Medicaid addiction treatment and prevention will decimate the Illinois system and are a
violation of Section 25-5 of the Alcoholism and Other Drug Abuse and Dependency Act which provides

[llinois Department of Financial and Professional Regulation has more than 100 confidential "Agreements
of Care, Counseling, or Treatment" in place that allow physicians and other health workers to submit to
private monitoring instead of public discipline; and
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WHEREAS, Concerns have been raised as to whether adequate accountability and oversight exists over
the IPHP to ensure patient safety; therefore, be it
RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-SEVENTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that the Auditor General is directed to conduct a
management audit of the Illinois Department of Financial and Professional Regulation's use and monitoring
of the Illinois Professionals Health Program during fiscal years 2009 through 2011; and be it further
RESOLVED, That the audit shall include, but need not be limited to, the following determinations:
(1) whether the IPHP is providing the services contracted for by the
Department and is adequately monitoring the health professionals' compliance with treatment and
rehabilitation plans;
(2) whether other requirements established by the contract between
the Department and the IPHP are being met;
(3) whether health professionals who do not comply with treatment and
rehabilitation plans established by the IPHP are appropriately referred to the Department and whether the
Department takes disciplinary action, if applicable; and
(4) whether the Department has assessed how well the IPHP is
performing, such as by determining that the health professionals receiving treatment and rehabilitation
services through the IPHP do not pose a risk to the safety and well-being of patients; and be it further
RESOLVED, That the Department of Financial and Professional Regulation, the Illinois Professionals
Health Program, and any other entity having information relevant to this audit cooperate fully and promptly
with the Auditor General's Office in the conduct of this audit; and be it further
RESOLVED, That the Auditor General commence this audit as soon as possible and report findings and
recommendations upon completion in accordance with the provisions of Section 3-14 of the Illinois State
Auditing Act.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTIONS
CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS
FIRST READING

Representative May introduced the following:

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION
CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT 21

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-SEVENTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, THE SENATE CONCURRING HEREIN, that there shall
be submitted to the electors of the State for adoption or rejection at the general election next occurring at
least 6 months after the adoption of this resolution a proposition to add Section 8 to Article III of the
Illinois Constitution as follows:

ARTICLE III
SUFFRAGE AND ELECTIONS
SECTION 8. RECALL OF EXECUTIVE OFFICERS, MEMBERS OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,
AND LOCAL OFFICERS

(a) Electors may petition for the recall of an executive branch officer as identified in Section 1 of Article
V_except for the Governor, a member of the General Assembly. or a salaried elected officer of a unit of
local government. If the recall petition is valid, on a separate ballot the question "Shall (name of person) be
recalled from the office of (office)" must be submitted to the electors, along with the names of any
candidates certified for the successor election, at a special election called by the State Board of Elections or
at a regularly scheduled election to occur not more than 100 days after the date of certification of the recall
petition. The officer or member subject to recall may be a candidate in the successor election.

(b) An executive branch officer, a member of the General Assembly, or a salaried elected officer of a
unit of local government is immediately removed upon certification of the recall election results if a
majority of the electors voting on the question vote to recall the officer or member. If an officer or member
is recalled, the candidate who receives the highest number of votes in the successor election is elected
successor for the balance of the term. Once a recall election petition is certified, the petition may not be
withdrawn and another recall petition may not be initiated against that officer or member during the
remainder of his or her current term of office.

(c) Any elector of the State, or the applicable Legislative or Representative District or unit of local
government, may file an affidavit with the State Board of Elections providing notice of intent to circulate a
petition to recall an officer or member no sooner than 6 months after the beginning of the officer's or
member's current term of office. An affidavit must be filed by an elector of the Legislative or
Representative District or unit of local government for which the recall petition will be circulated. The
affidavit must identify the name of the officer or member and the office to be recalled, the name and

address of the proponents of the recall petition, and the date of filing with the State Board of Elections. A
recall petition shall not be circulated prior to filing the affidavit, and a recall petition must be filed with the

State Board of Elections no later than 160 days after filing the affidavit.
(d) A petition to recall an executive branch officer must include signatures of electors of the State equal

to at least 12% of the total votes cast for the office in the election at which the officer or member was
elected, with signatures equal to at least 1% of the vote for the office from at least 5 separate counties. A
petition to recall a member of the General Assembly must be signed by electors of the applicable
Legislative District or Representative District equal to at least 20% of the total votes cast for the office in
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the election at which the member was elected. A petition to recall a salaried officer of a unit of local
government must be signed by electors of the unit of local government equal to at least 20% of the total
votes cast for the office in the election at which the officer was elected. The form, circulation, and manner
of filing a recall petition shall comply with the requirements provided by law for a statewide advisory
public question, except the deadlines set forth in this Section.

(e) A recall petition is valid unless an objection is made within 45 days after the date the petition is filed,
and an objection to the recall petition may be made in the same manner as to a candidate for the office
subject to recall. The State Board of Elections shall certify the recall petition not more than 105 days after
the date the recall petition is filed. Any recall petition or election pending on the date of the next general
election at which a candidate for the office subject to recall is elected is moot.

(f) If a recall election is initiated, the name of no successor candidate may appear on the ballot unless a

nominating petition has been filed with the State Board of Elections no more than 40 days after filing of the
recall petition. The nominating petition of an established party candidate must contain the same number of
signatures and be circulated in the same manner as an established party candidate for nomination to the
office subject to recall, except the petition must be circulated no more than 40 days prior to the last day for
filing nomination petitions. The nominating petition of an independent or new party candidate must contain
the same number of signatures and be circulated in the same manner as an independent or new party
candidate, respectively, for election to the office subject to recall, except the petition must be circulated no
more than 40 days prior to the last day for filing nomination petitions. A nominating petition may be
objected to in the same manner as a candidate for the office subject to recall, unless otherwise provided by
law. The State Board of Elections shall certify a valid nominating petition not more than 105 days after the
date the recall petition is filed.

(2) An election to determine whether to recall an executive officer, a member of the General Assembly,
or an officer of a unit of local government and to elect a successor shall be proclaimed by the State Board
of Elections and held not less than 60 days and no more than 100 days after the date of certification of the
recall petition.

(h) The provisions of this Section are self-executing and judicially enforceable.

SCHEDULE

This Constitutional Amendment takes effect upon being declared adopted in accordance with Section 7

of the Illinois Constitutional Amendment Act.

The foregoing HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT 21 was taken
up, read in full a first time, ordered reproduced and placed in the Committee on Rules.

Representative Brown introduced the following:

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION
CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT 22

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-SEVENTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, THE SENATE CONCURRING HEREIN, that there shall
be submitted to the electors of the State for adoption or rejection at the general election next occurring at
least 6 months after the adoption of this resolution a proposition to amend Article V of the Illinois
Constitution by changing Sections 1, 2, 3, 6, and 7 and by repealing Sections 4 and 14 as follows:

ARTICLE V
THE EXECUTIVE

SECTION 1. OFFICERS

The Executive Branch shall include a Governor, Heutenant-Governor; Attorney General, Secretary of
State, Comptroller and Treasurer elected by the electors of the State. They shall keep the public records and
maintain a residence at the seat of government during their terms of office.
(Source: Illinois Constitution.)
SECTION 2. TERMS

These elected officers of the Executive Branch shall hold office for four years beginning on the second

Monday of January after their election and;—exeept—in—the—ease—ofthe Lieutenant-Gevernor; until their

(d) The General Assembly by law shall specify by whom and by what procedures the ability of the
Governor to serve or to resume office may be questioned and determined. The Supreme Court shall have
original and exclusive jurisdiction to review such a law and any such determination and, in the absence of
such a law, shall make the determination under such rules as it may adopt.

SECTION 2.1. LIMITATIONS ON APPROPRIATIONS AND TRANSFERS

(a) For the fiscal year ending in 2014 and each fiscal year thereafter, aggregate appropriations and
transfers from the general funds are limited as provided in this Section. "General funds" include the
General Revenue Fund, the Common School Fund, the General Revenue Common School Special Account
Fund, and the Education Assistance Fund and any fund utilized for general or operating expenses.
"Appropriations and transfers" do not include (i) reappropriations from a previous fiscal year, (ii) those
made for debt service payments, and (iii) those made to a budget stabilization fund.

(b) Aggregate fiscal year appropriations and transfers from the general funds may not exceed the
limitation amount. For the fiscal year ending in 2014, the limitation amount is the aggregate amount of
appropriations and transfers from the general funds in the fiscal year ending in 2010, as adjusted as
provided in this subsection (b) for the fiscal years ending in 2011, 2012, and 2013. For the fiscal year
ending in 2015 and each fiscal year thereafter, the limitation amount is the aggregate amount of
appropriations and transfers from the general funds in the previous fiscal year, as adjusted as provided in
this subsection (b).

For the fiscal year after a fiscal emergency is declared under subsection (c) of this Section, the limitation
amount is the aggregate amount of appropriations and transfers from the general funds in the fiscal year in
which the fiscal emergency is declared minus the specific dollar amount by which the limitation amount
was increased for the fiscal emergency, as adjusted as provided in this subsection (b).

The adjustment is the average annual percentage change in the average per capita personal income for
Illinois for the 5 most recent calendar years for which data is available, as defined and reported by the
United States Department of Commerce, or its successor.

¢) The Governor may declare a fiscal emergency by filing a declaration with the Secretary of State and
copies with the Senate and House of Representatives. The declaration must be limited to only one State
fiscal year, set forth compelling reasons for declaring a fiscal emergency, and request that the limitation
amount for that fiscal year be increased by a specific dollar amount. If the Comptroller and Treasurer
advise the General Assembly that they concur in the Governor's declaration, then by a record vote of
three-fifths of the members elected to each house, the General Assembly, by law conditioned upon the
approval of a majority of voters in the next general, primary, or special election, may authorize increased
appropriations and transfers in a specific dollar amount that is no more than the increased amount requested
by the Governor in the declaration. "Emergency" means extraordinary circumstances outside the control of
the General Assembly, including catastrophic events, such as a natural disaster, terrorism, fire, war, and
riot, and court orders or decrees.

(d) If the general funds revenues for a fiscal year exceed the limitation amount for that fiscal year, then
those excess revenues must be deposited into the Past Due Paydown Fund, State Budget Stabilization Fund,
and the Taxpayer Relief Fund as provided in subsections (¢), (f), and (g).

(e¢) The Past Due Paydown Fund is established as a special fund in the State treasury and must be

administered for the purposes identified in this Section. At the close of the lapse period for each fiscal year

beginning in 2011, the State Comptroller shall identify the amount of General Fund unappropriated surplus
above the Spending Growth Index limitation and transfer to the fund any amount necessary up to the total

past due operating debt owed by the State as of the close of fiscal year 2010.

The General Assembly may authorize transfers, appropriations, and allocations from the fund only to
fund the costs of paying down the remaining past due debt until such debt is zero. Any remaining funds
shall be transferred to the State Budget Stabilization Fund.

(f) The State Budget Stabilization Fund is established as a special fund in the State treasury and must be
administered for the purposes identified in this Section. At the close of the lapse period of each fiscal year,
the State Comptroller shall identify the amount of General Fund unappropriated surplus above the
expenditure limitation described in subsection (b) of this Section and above the amount necessary to fully
fund and pay down the past due operating debt to zero. The fund may not exceed 8% of the total General
Fund revenues received in the immediately preceding fiscal year.

The General Assembly may authorize transfers, appropriations, and allocations from the fund only to
fund the costs of State government up to the expenditure limit calculated by law in years when State
revenues are less than the amount necessary to finance the level of expenditures permitted by law.
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Transfers require a three-fifths supermajority vote of the General Assembly.

The money in the fund may be invested as provided by law, with the earnings credited to the fund. At the
close of every month during which the fund is at the 8% limitation, the State Comptroller shall transfer the
excess to the Taxpayer Relief Fund.

(2) The Taxpayer Relief Fund is established as a special fund in the State treasury and must be
administered for the purposes identified in this Section. At the close of the lapse period of each fiscal year,
the State Comptroller shall identify the amount of General Fund unappropriated surplus above the State
expenditure limitation and above the amount necessary to fully fund the Past Due Paydown Fund and the
Budget Stabilization Fund.

By September 1st annually, the State Comptroller shall notify the Commission on Government
Forecasting and Accountability and the Department of Revenue of the amount in the fund as a result of the
transfers.

If the amount in the fund exceeds 1% of General Fund expenditures, then the General Assembly shall, by
September 15th, enact legislation to provide for the refund to taxpayers of amounts in the fund. Refunds
may take the form only of temporary or permanent broad-based tax rate reductions.

If the General Assembly does not enact legislation by September 15th to provide refunds, then the State
Comptroller shall, by September 30th, notify the Department of Revenue of the amount in the fund. The
Department of Revenue shall calculate a one-time bonus personal exemption refund. The amount of the
personal exemption refund must be calculated by dividing the amount in the fund identified by the State
Comptroller by the number of personal exemptions claimed on income tax returns filed for tax year
beginning in the previous calendar year. The Department of Revenue shall issue a refund by October 30th
to a taxpayer who filed an income tax return by April 15th of the same calendar year based on the number
of exemptions claimed (times refund per exemption) on the taxpayer's return without regard to the
taxpayer's tax liability for the year.

SECTION 2.2. OBLIGATIONS TO RETIREMENT SYSTEMS AND PENSION FUNDS
