passage of the Preserving Freedom from Unwarranted Surveillance Act (S. 3287); and be it further

RESOLVED, That we urge U.S. Attorney General Holder to publicly release the legal memoranda
supporting the use of drone strikes against American citizens on U.S. soil; and be it further
