HOUSE RESOLUTIONS
The following resolutions were offered and placed in the Committee on Rules.
HOUSE RESOLUTION 306
Offered by Representative Flowers:

WHEREAS, Student loan debt in the United States now exceeds $1 trillion and the impact of carrying this
debt has become crippling and debilitating to the ability of American's to contribute to the growth of the
economy; and

WHEREAS, African American and Latino students are more likely to graduate with more debt than their
white counterparts; 81% of African American students and 67% of Latino students leave college with student
loan debt, whereas 64% of white graduates leave with debt; and

WHEREAS, U.S. Congresswoman Karen Bass (D-California) has introduced the Student Loan Fairness
Act of 2013 to address the looming crisis; and

WHEREAS, The Student Loan Fairness Act of 2013 would create a 10-10 standard for loan repayment,
where an individual would be required to make 10 years of payments of 10% of his or her discretionary
income, after which the remaining debt would be forgiven; the act would permanently cap all federal student
loan rates at 3.4%, allow those eligible to convert their private loan debt into federal direct loans, suspend
interest rates while borrowers are unemployed, and reward graduates for entering into public service; and

WHEREAS, Fewer Americans believe that the cost of going to college is worth the burden of the debt
they will incur; therefore, be it
RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-EIGHTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that we urge the United States Congress to pass the Student
Loan Fairness Act of 2013 introduced by Congresswoman Karen Bass; and be it further
RESOLVED, That a suitable copy of this resolution be presented to the Illinois congressional delegation.

HOUSE RESOLUTION 308
Offered by Representative Cloonen:

WHEREAS, State-authorized paid administrative leave is meant to be used for serious allegations of
workplace wrongdoing and should last only a few weeks, not several months; and

WHEREAS, According to news reports, as of February 2013, 10 State employees have been on paid
administrative leave for more than one year; 64 employees have been on paid leave for more than 60 days;
and

WHEREAS, The current number of workers on State-authorized paid administrative leave is 81; those
workers have collected about $2 million in taxpayer-funded State wages; and

WHEREAS, Since 2007, more than 2,000 employees have been on State-authorized paid administrative
leave, while collecting $23 million in taxpayer-funded State wages; therefore, be it

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-EIGHTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that we urge the proper appropriations committees of the
House of Representatives to review the matter of paying workers on State-authorized paid administrative
leave, determine any wrongdoing or discrepancies at State agencies in placing employees on paid
administrative leave, and reduce those agencies' appropriations by the amount the employees on egregiously
extended State-authorized paid administrative leaves should not have received.

HOUSE RESOLUTION 310
Offered by Representative Bellock:
WHEREAS, May 14 marks the first annual Childhood Apraxia of Speech Awareness Day, which seeks to

raise state and national awareness about Childhood Apraxia of Speech, a particularly difficult, persistent, and
severe neurological speech disorder in youngsters; and
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WHEREAS, Childhood Apraxia of Speech (CAS) causes affected children to have extreme difficulty
planning and producing the precise, highly refined, and specific series of movements of the tongue, lips, jaw,
and palate that are necessary in producing clear, intelligible speech; it is among the most severe of speech
and communication problems in children; and

WHEREAS, While the act of learning to speak comes effortlessly to most children, those with apraxia
require years of intensive speech therapy and have lengthy struggles to communicate; although not life-
threatening, the disorder is life-altering, as families are left to cope with the emotional, physical, and financial
challenges of having a child diagnosed with CAS; and

WHEREAS, Every child should be afforded their best opportunity to develop speech and every child
deserves a voice; with early intervention and appropriate therapy, most children with CAS will learn to
communicate with their very own voices; these children, as well as their families, deserve our highest respect
for their effort, determination, and resilience in the face of such obstacles; therefore, be it

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-EIGHTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that we designate May 14, 2013 as Apraxia Awareness Day
in the State of Illinois to raise awareness about CAS and support the goals of Better Hearing and Speech
Month.

HOUSE RESOLUTION 312
Offered by Representative Beiser:

WHEREAS, The Environmental Protection Agency has identified gasoline blended with ethanol levels
above E10 as being harmful to motor vehicles prior to 2001 models; the EPA's national mandate provides a
waiver for E15 gasoline to be used only in motor vehicles manufactured after 2000; and

WHEREAS, A study of marine engines, a barometer for engines in pre-2001 motor vehicles, showed that
the use of E15 gasoline, levels of ethanol at only half of the E30 fuels that some are encouraging the use of,
caused total engine failure, misfires, and poor running quality; test engines were unable to run properly and
dependably on E15; and

WHEREAS, A survey by the American Automotive Association (AAA) found that E15 may cause
consumer confusion, void warranties, and contribute to vehicle damage; the AAA survey found that only 12
million out of the 240 million light-duty vehicles on the roads today are approved by manufacturers to use
E15; 5 manufacturers stated their warranties would not cover fuel-related claims caused by E15, and 8
additional manufacturers stated that E15 did not comply with fuel requirements in owners' manuals and may
void warranty coverage; AAA's automotive engineering experts believe that sustained use of E15 could result
in costly problems such as accelerated engine wear and failure, fuel-system damage, and false "check engine™
lights in some cars; 95% of consumers surveyed were not familiar with E15, indicating a strong likelihood
of consumer confusion leading to misfueling; and

WHEREAS, Senate Bill 52, currently pending in the Illinois General Assembly, would exacerbate the
proliferation of harmful fuels by creating incentives for the sale of gasohol blended at E20 and E30 levels;
the EPA allows the use of E15 gasoline in very limited situations, but E20 and E30 blended fuels are not
legal for use in any engines; Senate Bill 52 wrongly encourages the sale and use of a type of fuel that is not
legally allowed to be sold and used; and

WHEREAS, Both E10 and E85 (for flex-fuel vehicles) blended fuels provide options for consumers that
do not cause the problems other forms of fuels do; 95% of gasoline sold in the United States is E10; therefore,
be it

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-EIGHTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that we urge Congress to suspend the sale of gasoline blended
with ethanol at levels above E10 until motorists are better protected; and be it further

RESOLVED, That suitable copies of this resolution be presented to the Illinois Congressional delegation.
