HOUSE RESOLUTIONS 

 

 The following resolutions were offered and placed in the Committee on Rules. 

 

HOUSE RESOLUTION  1106 

 

 Offered by Representative Moylan: 

 

    WHEREAS, Chronic pain can be a debilitating, complex human condition stemming from any number of 

medical conditions or injuries which threatens the quality of life for millions of Americans; and  

     WHEREAS, A significant portion of those suffering with chronic pain must rely on the use of stronger 

prescription medications; and  

     WHEREAS, An estimated $323 billion per year is spent on prescription drugs used to treat chronic pain; 

and  

     WHEREAS, Prescription drugs used to treat pain, which are predominately derived from opiates, are 

extremely addictive and have created a national addiction epidemic; and  

     WHEREAS, The number of unintentional medication overdose deaths from opioid analgesics was higher 

than that of cocaine and heroin combined; and  

     WHEREAS, Pill mills, physician shopping, medication diversion, and other abuses have unfortunately 

helped create an illegal black market for prescription drugs; and  

     WHEREAS, Recent studies have proven that patients that are being treated for chronic pain who regularly 

receive a toxicology screening are much more compliant with their prescriptions, which reduces the chance 

for overdose, saves the healthcare system money, and decreases the chances that prescription drugs will end 

up being sold illegally on the black market; and  

     WHEREAS, In 2012, the State of Georgia mandated physicians that treat chronic pain have a toxicology 

screening performed every 3 months on their patients; therefore, be it  

     RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-EIGHTH GENERAL 

ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that we urge the Illinois Department of Public Health to 

conduct a study on mandated random toxicology screening by physicians treating chronic pain and make 

specific determinations on the effectiveness of such policy to reduce overdoses, combat illegal prescription 

drug sales, and increase cost effectiveness in the healthcare system; and be it further  
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     RESOLVED, That we urge the Illinois Department of Public Health to submit its findings to the House 

of Representatives as soon as possible after the conclusion of the study.  

 

 

HOUSE RESOLUTION  1108 

 

 Offered by Representative Kay: 

 

    WHEREAS, Fairmount Park is a horse racetrack located in the City of Collinsville in Madison County; 

and  

     WHEREAS, Fairmount Park has entertained horse racing enthusiasts since the opening of the race track 

in 1925; and  

     WHEREAS, Fairmount Park serves as an economic engine for the City of Collinsville and the Metro East; 

and  

     WHEREAS, Fairmount Park directly employs 400 individuals and indirectly employs 600 individuals; 

and  

     WHEREAS, Fairmount Park conducted over 230 horse races in the 1990s, 65 races in 2013, and is 

scheduled to conduct 52 races in 2014; and  

     WHEREAS, Senate Bill 1739, as amended, allows for the creation of a casino in the City of Chicago; and  

     WHEREAS, Senate Bill 1739, as amended, allows for the creation of 4 new riverboat casinos located in 

each of the following counties: Cook, Lake, Vermilion, and Winnebago; and  

     WHEREAS, Senate Bill 1739, as amended, will allow electronic gaming at each and every horse racetrack 

throughout Illinois, with the exception of Fairmount Park; and  

     WHEREAS, Proposed amendments to Senate Bill 1739 are erroneous and unfair to Fairmount Park, the 

City of Collinsville, local businesses, restaurants, hotels, the horse racing industry, and employees at 

Fairmount Park; and 

     WHEREAS, Fairmount Park should not be excluded in any legislation which allows for electronic gaming 

at racetracks in Illinois; therefore, be it  

     RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-EIGHTH GENERAL 

ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that we urge the members of the General Assembly to include 

Fairmount Park in any gaming bill which allows electronic gaming at all racetracks in Illinois; and be it 

further  

     RESOLVED, That suitable copies of this resolution be delivered to the Illinois Gaming Board, Illinois 

Governor Pat Quinn, and Fairmount Park.  

 

 

 HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION  97 

 

 Offered by Representative Golar: 

 

    WHEREAS, The Illinois Prescription Monitoring Program serves as a clinical tool to assist medical 

providers to better serve their patients while maximizing safety; the Program, in accordance with the 

enactment of Public Act 91-0576, began electronically collecting information on controlled substances 

dispensed in the State of Illinois on April 1, 2000; and  

     WHEREAS, The goal of the Illinois Prescription Monitoring Program is to assist prescribers and 

pharmacists in the effective treatment of patients seeking medical care, and the Illinois Prescription 

Monitoring Program website allows prescribers and pharmacists to view a current or prospective patient's 

prescription history; and  

     WHEREAS, The Illinois Prescription Monitoring Program has expanded its commitment to service and 

improved healthcare outcomes by helping prevent the misuse, abuse, and diversion of controlled substance 

medications; and  

     WHEREAS, The Illinois Prescription Monitoring Program is a component of and managed by the Illinois 

Department of Human Services and, through the services of the Illinois Prescription Monitoring Program, 

has improved the ability to serve healthcare providers in augmenting the effectiveness of patient care while 

similarly successfully helping to reduce healthcare costs and dramatically improve patient safety; and  
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     WHEREAS, The access to the Illinois Prescription Monitoring Program website is available to physicians, 

pharmacists, dentists, veterinarians, physician assistants, and advanced practice nurses, as well as other 

prescribers and dispensers; and  

     WHEREAS, Last year, the Illinois Prescription Monitoring Program collected 16.4 million prescription 

records; 22,000 prescribers and dispensers referred to its clinical data on a regular basis; and  

     WHEREAS, Illinois is a participating state in the evolving national program of Prescription Monitoring 

Program services through the National Association of Boards of Pharmacy to facilitate interstate sharing of 

data with other participating states on the "Interconnect"; and 

     WHEREAS, Using the Illinois Prescription Monitoring Program website is voluntary, free to registrants, 

provides fully functional availability for mobile devices, and is accessible 24 hours per day and 7 days a week 

to provide immediate access to patient prescription history; and  

     WHEREAS, The Illinois Prescription Monitoring Program is built on the foundation of improving 

healthcare outcomes while not denying information as needed to assist law enforcement and placing 

paramount priority on HIPAA privacy requirements; and 

     WHEREAS, The use of the Illinois Prescription Monitoring Program in the evaluation of a patient's 

controlled substance history is a tool for prescribers and dispensers to incorporate into their daily practice to 

prevent the accidental overdose or potential drug interactions; therefore, be it  

     RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-EIGHTH GENERAL 

ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, THE SENATE CONCURRING HEREIN, that we designate 

the month of June of 2014 as "Illinois Prescription Monitoring Program Month" in the State of Illinois.
