WHEREAS, The College of DuPage is a public community college district in the State of Illinois; and
WHEREAS, The Board of Trustees, the governing body of the college, enacts policies and plays an
integral role in overseeing the activities and operations of the college; and
WHEREAS, The Board of Trustees appoints a President to organize and manage the college within the
parameters set by Board policies; and
WHEREAS, The College of DuPage recently approved a $763,000 severance package for its current
President; and
WHEREAS, News reports have raised questions concerning the College of DuPage's expenditures of
public moneys; and
WHEREAS, The College of DuPage is not a State agency; and
WHEREAS, The Illinois Constitution limits the Auditor General's audit authority to "public funds of the
State" and case law has interpreted that phrase to mean only those funds directly appropriated or otherwise
authorized by the General Assembly following the Governor's preparation and submission of the State
budget; and
WHEREAS, The Intergovernmental Cooperation Act allows that "one or more public agencies may
contract with any one or more other public agencies to perform any governmental service, activity or
undertaking or to combine, transfer, or exercise any powers, functions. privileges, or authority which any of
the public agencies entering into the contract is authorized by law to perform ... "'; and
WHEREAS, The General Assembly wishes for the Auditor General to conduct a performance audit of the
College of DuPage; therefore, be it
RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-NINTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that the Auditor General is directed to conduct a performance
audit of the College of DuPage, covering Fiscal Years 2011 through 2014, by entering into an
intergovernmental agreement with the College of DuPage that sets forth the scope of the audit; and be it
further
RESOLVED, That the audit include, but not be limited to, the following determinations:
(1) The College of DuPage's sources of revenues during Fiscal Years 2011 through 2014;
(2) The College of DuPage's expenditures, by broad category, during Fiscal Years 2011
through 2014;
(3) Whether the Board is carrying out its responsibilities required by Board policy,
including: annually evaluating the College President; annually reviewing the financial performance of the
College and causing an audit to be made; adopting the annual financial plan of the College; adopting a
comprehensive Strategic Long Range Plan; and reviewing the President's annual report on the outcomes
of the College;
(4) Whether the Board is meeting its fiduciary responsibilities and ensuring compliance with
the Public Community College Act and Board policies, including those related to the investment of College
funds, procurements and contracts, construction activities, and budget transfers; and
(5) Whether the compensation and severance packages provided to the College of DuPage
President are comparable to compensation and severance packages provided to Presidents of other Illinois
Community Colleges, and whether changes to the College President's compensation package are properly

HOUSE RESOLUTION 172
Offered by Representative Hoffman:

WHEREAS, High injury and death rates related to the Industrial Revolution spurred dissatisfaction among
employees and employers; and
WHEREAS, The first modern workers' compensation law originated in Germany in 1884, whereby a
compulsory system of accident insurance was created for high-risk occupations, and Wisconsin was the first
state to enact a comprehensive workers' compensation law, with every state following by 1948; and
WHEREAS, In 1909, the Cherry Mining Diaster killed 259 men and boys, inciting public outrage toward
the working conditions and compensation for workers harmed on the job, and in response to this tragedy, the
Illinois General Assembly enacted the Illinois' Workers' Compensation Act in 1911; and
WHEREAS, This Act represented a "grand bargain™ between labor and employers, establishing a "no-
fault” system to provide for swift and fair compensation for injuries occurring in the workplace in exchange
for workers' forfeiture of rights to common law actions against their employers; this "no-fault™ system shields
employers from being subjected to litigation brought by injured employees and protects employers from costs
for pain and suffering, punitive damages, and other remedies that are available under common law; and
WHEREAS, Workers' compensation insurance is a lifeline for injured employees who, despite their
injuries, must continue to provide for themselves and their families; and
WHEREAS, Over 99% of Illinois' employers carry insurance to cover the costs associated with workers'
compensation claims; and
WHEREAS, The Illinois' Workers' Compensation Act was amended in 2011, forcing injured workers to
surrender significant benefits, with the intent to reduce premium costs that Illinois' employers pay for their
workers' compensation insurance, and as a result, employers have netted $315 million in savings as a result
of the 2011 legislation; and
WHEREAS, The Illinois Workers' Compensation Commission noted in its 2013 Fiscal Year annual report
that the 2011 legislation "produced demonstrable improvements to the workers' compensation environment
in lllinois"; and
WHEREAS, According to a study published by the Oregon Department of Consumer and Business
Services, Illinois has experienced a 24% reduction in workers' compensation rates between 2013 and 2014,
representing the steepest drop in the nation; the National Council on Compensation Insurance, the insurance
industry rate-making agency upon which Illinois relies for rate recommendations, has recommended
premium rate reductions of nearly 20% since 2011; a 20% premium rate reduction, if fully implemented by
insurers, would result in premium savings to Illinois employers of nearly $1 billion; and
WHEREAS, Illinois has a robust workers' compensation insurance industry, with 330 companies offering
insurance to employers, representing the second-most profitable line of insurance that is marketed; workers'
compensation insurers do not disclose their rate-making formulas; and
WHEREAS, Annual workers' compensation claims in Illinois have dropped from 62,000 in 2003 to 42,500
in 2013, representing a 31% decrease in a 10-year period; and
WHEREAS, Illinois wages substantially outpace those of other Midwestern states; workers' compensation
indemnity benefits directly correlate to wages earned and are responsible for 50% of workers' compensation
costs; and
WHEREAS, High wages are desirable for the State and are one of the strongest measurable indicators of
economic vitality; and
WHEREAS, Further reductions in benefits for injured employees would create additional harm to those
employees and their families, placing them in deeper financial peril and possible ruin; such financial peril
results in a cost-shift to government-funded safety nets and entitlement programs; and
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WHEREAS, Illinois has made great strides in its effort to reduce costs within the workers' compensation

system; therefore, be it

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-NINTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that we value the workforce of Illinois and recognize that
labor is the engine which drives the State's economy; and be it further

RESOLVED, That injured employees, who have provided their labor and made sacrifices for the
betterment of the State and its economy, should not be threatened or confronted with additional benefit
reductions through further changes to the Illinois Workers' Compensation Act.

HOUSE RESOLUTION 173
Offered by Representative Phillips:

WHEREAS, The Middle East continues to be the most troubled and violent region on the planet; and
WHEREAS, Current trends, particularly associated with the Islamic Republic of Iran and a group of
insurgents in Iraq and Syria who operate as the so-called "Islamic Caliphate” or "ISIS", indicate that dangers
to the United States and the other free peoples of the world continue to increase; and

Ambassador to the United States.

HOUSE RESOLUTION 174
Offered by Representative Brady:

WHEREAS, On December 23, 2000, Lt. Scott Gillen of the Chicago Fire Department was struck and killed
on the Dan Ryan Expressway when a motorist recklessly drove through an accident scene in which Lt. Gillen
was assisting; and

WHEREAS, In 2002, the State of Illinois enacted Scott's Law in honor of Lt. Gillen, which mandates that
upon approaching a stationary authorized emergency vehicle displaying warning lights, the approaching
vehicle shall reduce the speed of the vehicle, yield the right-of-way by changing lanes away from the
authorized emergency vehicle, and proceed with due regard to safety and traffic conditions; and

WHEREAS, When motorists respect Scott's Law and move over, it helps ensure the safety of those men
and women who respond to the scene; and

WHEREAS, In recent years, the Illinois State Police have lost Troopers Kyle Deatherage and James Sauter
in the line of duty and Troopers Doug Balder, Michael Cokins, and Starlena Wilson have been seriously
injured in accidents; and

WHEREAS, The Pontiac Police Department lost Officer Casey J. Kohlmeier and his K-9 partner, Draco,
in the line of duty; and

WHEREAS, The Bloomington and Hudson Fire Departments lost Firefighter Christopher Brown in the
line of duty; and

WHEREAS, The Illinois Tollway lost Vincent Petrella in the line of duty; and

WHEREAS, These individuals represent only some of the first responders that continue to lose their lives
while assisting others along Illinois roadways; and
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WHEREAS, Through continued public education about the risks involved for public safety personnel on
Illinois roadways, these accidents can be reduced, saving the lives of those who assist others; therefore, be it
RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-NINTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that we encourage motorists who see flashing emergency
vehicle lights to remember Scott's Law and to move their vehicles over to give those first responders an
adequate area in which to do their jobs; and be it further
RESOLVED, That we designate December 23, 2015 and December 23, 2016 as "Scott's Law Day" in the
State of Illinois.

WHEREAS, It is with the selfless work of a myriad benevolent individuals and organizations that the
children in foster care have an opportunity to find a caring, loving home; and
WHEREAS, The foster care workers and parents take on the truly altruistic and self-fulfilling task of
providing and caring for a foster care child and bringing him or her into their lives; and
WHEREAS, Throughout the State, there are numerous foster care agencies that facilitate the process of
connecting foster children with suitable homes and services; and

WHEREAS, LSSI, which has been operating in this State since 1867, offers "healing, justice, and
wholeness to people and communities”; LSSI is the largest social service provider in the State; last year, the
agency served 73,000 people through 190 programs at 85 sites across lllinois; and
WHEREAS, With regional offices located in Bloomington, Rockford, Chicago, and Granite City, the
Children's Home + Aid has been transforming the lives of foster children and parents since 1883; in the
Bloomington regional office alone, which has been working with children for over 120 years, the agency
offers a wide range of services and programs; it serves annually the needs of more than 3,000 children and
families in McLean County and the surrounding area; and
WHEREAS, It is with the robust and selfless commitment exemplified by foster care agencies and workers
like these that the Illinois foster care community has an opportunity to reach the ultimate goal of bettering
and empowering the lives of the children who deserve a chance to experience the familial environment that
all children should be entitled to; therefore, be it
RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-NINTH GENERAL

RESOLVED, That the Task Force shall consist of the following members: 4 members appointed by the
Speaker of the House, 2 of whom must be State Representatives, and 2 who are from Central Management
Services, the Illinois Department of Transportation, or Illinois Health and Family Services; 4 members
appointed by the President of the Senate, 2 of whom must be State Senators, and 2 who are from Central
Management Services, the Illinois Department of Transportation, or Illinois Health and Family Services; and
4 members appointed by the Governor, all of whom must be from Central Management Services, the Illinois
Department of Transportation, or Illinois Health and Family Services; and be it further

RESOLVED, That the Task Force be appointed and hold its first meeting by March 1, 2015; and be it
further

RESOLVED, That the Department of Central Management Services shall assist the Task Force and
provide administrative support, but shall have no hand in guiding its direction or ascertaining its results; and
be it further

RESOLVED, That the Task Force shall meet quarterly and report its findings to the General Assembly
and its appropriate committees; and be it further

RESOLVED, That members of Task Force shall serve without compensation; and be it further

RESOLVED, That the Task Force shall submit its final report to the General Assembly and the Governor,
no later than December 31, 2015.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION 34
Offered by Representative Brady:

WHEREAS, The Honorable Abraham Lincoln was, prior to his election, a resident of Illinois; upon his
election as President of the United States, he became Commander-in-Chief of the nation's armed forces, in
accordance with Section 2 of Article 11 of the Constitution of the United States; and

WHEREAS, During the entire period of President Lincoln's terms in office, the United States was engaged
in the Civil War; and

WHEREAS, Although President Lincoln, as Commander-in-Chief, was a civilian, he was closely
connected with the armed forces of the United States during this period, ceaselessly visiting operating units
of the armed forces as well as the field hospitals and other facilities set aside for the care and treatment of
sick and wounded soldiers and sailors; and

WHEREAS, Five days after the surrender of General Robert E. Lee and the Army of Northern Virginia,
then being the principal force bearing arms in support of the Confederate States of America, President Lincoln
was fatally wounded on April 14, 1865 by an enraged and resentful partisan of the insurgency; and

close to the site where they remain today; and
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WHEREAS, The 2015 Lincoln Funeral Coalition has taken on the responsibility of organizing a
historically accurate reenactment of President Lincoln's funeral procession through Springfield; in so doing,
the Coalition and its Board of Directors, participants, and volunteers have set forth as part of their mission
statement the goals of educating reenactment participants, coordinating the reenactment, and promoting the
solemn and dignified observance of the occasion; and

WHEREAS, The dates designated for the funeral reenactment are May 2 and May 3, 2015; and
WHEREAS, It is highly fitting that the State of Illinois pay honor and respect to President Lincoln by
observing the sesquicentennial of his death and funeral; therefore, be it

REVENUE
SECTION 11. TAX FOR EDUCATION
Notwithstanding subsection (a) of Section 3 of this Article, and in addition to any other tax, a tax shall be
imposed on individuals in an amount equal to 3% of income greater than $1,000,000 for the taxable year. All
revenue collected pursuant to this Section shall be distributed to school districts solely on a per pupil basis.
The General Assembly by law shall provide for the implementation and enforcement of this Section.
SCHEDULE
This Constitutional Amendment takes effect upon being declared adopted in accordance with Section 7 of
the Illinois Constitutional Amendment Act and applies to taxable years beginning on or after January 1, 2017.
