Hon. W. Robert Blair: "The gentleman froﬁ ah.. Cook, Mr. éh..
Ewell." . .

Raymond W. Ewell: "Mr. Speaker and Members of the House, I,
above all people, do not believe in dilatory tactics. I
think what we must do here is look at the heart of the mat-

ter. ©Now, Legislator's interests must be a little longer
than- the rivers and dams in his District and his scope must
be a little wider than the creeks and slopghs. And, there-
fore, I have look at this particular Bill and have determined
that it would be good for the people of the entire State if
we struck the Enacting Clause. 1I'd like to say that what
this Bill does, in effect, it gives a backhanded indictment
of the Mayors, Treasurers, Public Officials of this State
with and without cause. I can understand the harsh criticismh

that might come from some Districts. But, I can not believe
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in an indictment that would be as broad as tﬁis because thig
indictment would extend, not only to the large City of
Chicago and not only to fhe Northern Cities likeée Rockford,
but it would reach down to the smaller Cities like Cairo
and the tip of our State. And, i£ would indict the Treasurqr.
It would say that your present method is not good enough.
That some how or another, ydu have been purloining the money
that belongs to the people or to the State. This is a
serious charge, Mr. Speaker, and it should not be leveled
in a shotgun blast. It should be leveled at each individual
District. If there's some reason for us to believe that
the Treasurer of Bensonville is not doing the right thing,
should we not leave this to the people of Bensonville to
decide? Why should we, as Members of this Legislature, in-~
voke our wisdom and seek. to take away the Home Rule Powers
of such Communities as Aurora and Lincoln. Mr. Sﬁeaker:_l
think we're doing a grave and serious injustice when we
_allow this Bill to stand. Because, as it is written, it
would cé;t that inference that.somehow some people in a
Village like Antioch might not bé doing the righf thing.
Mr. Speaker, I think thét this is_a serious charge. It's
.something that the Legislature should take into the utmost
consideration before we decide to tinker in the internal
affairs of all of the Public Officials of the State of
Illinois. The ramifications of this Bill are numerous. What
we're going to do by enacting this Legislation is make

City Councils all over the State pass new Laws, change theiq
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accounting systems, change, perhaps, the banking systems
that they have. And, we are, in general, going to cause
chaos and disruption beyond our intention. Mr. Speaker, if
we would give tﬁis Bill adequate consideration, we would
determine what havoc we're about to Play upon the people of
the State. And 1, from a large city, find that it is neces-
sary to enlarge my scope and vision and not narrow it down
to only my own selfish interest in the Twenty-Ninth Districy.
And, I must éry to somehow arise as a Statesman and considen
the entire State and consider the affect of this Legislation
which we are about to perpetrate upon the people. I suggest
that there has been... that I have received no letters from
Alton, Rock Island, Olney, nor any letters from my District
stating that this.type of Legislation is necessafy. I find
that this type of Legislafion, to the contrary, is a direct
assault upon the integrity of elected officials, officiais
who have been elected by the people of their District. And,
who should have the right to speak for the District but the
Officialgl -Now, the County Treasurers, the City Treasurers,
they have their own methods of accounting. They have been
doing it this way for a number of years. I have seen no

'ground swell or'cry from any section of this State that

there is any pilferage or larceny from any of these Districtls.

And, I think, what we do here is a devious thing with wicked
and evil implications. Mr. Speaker, if we examine this Billl,
we will soon become aware that it is, in fact, a sinister

evil and malodorous indictment of people from all sections

J
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of the State. 1I've heard nothing from the Sponsor to deter-
mine who requested this Bill. I've heard nothing from any
Member who said. that they received any communication on thisg
type of Legiélation. And, if we are to seriously view that
which we are doing, we would realize that our forefathers,
when they adopted the Constitution of the State of Illinois,
were aware of these things, but they did not tinker with the
internal mechanisms of the local officials. They did not
dare to approach the Home Rule Sections. And, the Consti-
tution, and our fathers even amended the Constitution, and
again, we fail to tamper with time—honored and respected
principles of self-government and self-determination. And
again, Mr. Speaker, we amendéd the Constitution and we had
a Constitutional Convention within the past few years. Agai
these wise men from all over the State considered this sub-
ject. Men from all sections, from every County came togethe
and thrashed out the problems. And, I'm talking about]

'the Counties of Coock, the County of Champaign and others,
Lake County also. Mr. Speaker, when these men came together]
from all parts of our State, again, they did not interfere
in the internal workings of the Locai Units of Government,
the time-honored sections, those that we have all felt neces
sary to look to for guidance and-for trust. Mr. Speaker,

I suggest to you that, when the people got together and re-
viewed the Constitution, again, they found no need to tamper
© with the internal affairs of Local Government. To the con-

trary, they extended onto Local Governmental Units the power
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of self—determinatioﬁ, a time-honored and accept principle
which the voters endorsed, not halfheartedly, if you pleasd
but wholeheartedly. And, as the people pile vote uponivote
of thanks to the delegates of the Constitutional Convention
for this fine Constitution, howhere, howhere, did they
make any mention of such an evil and malodorous Bill. Mr.
Chair... Mr. épeaker, I suggest that we're going into the
dark waters of finance where there is no bottom and where
we can see neither to the right and neither to the left. I
suggest that there is only one wéy that the people of the
State of Illinois ought to be financed and that is the
proper way. And, that is by;.. is determined by those Local
Units of Government. This Bill will take away power from tb
people. And, therefore, i£ is bad. ‘It will tend to concent
power in the evil hands... Mr. Speaker..." A

Okay.. Mr. Speaker, we're talking.about deposits and monies
because money is valuable. It's useful. And, I do not think
there's a one of us under the sound of my voice o£ in this
State who would like to be without money. These deposits
