Immediately following each
decennial redistricting the General Assembly, by law, shall
divide the legislative districts as equélly as possible into
three groups. Senators from one group shall be elected for
four years and two years, Senators from the second group for
terms of fours years, two years and four years and Senators
from the third group for terms of 2 years, four years and
four years. The Legislative District in each group shall be
distributed equally over the State. B. Three Representatives
shall be elected from each Legislative District for a term of
two years. In elections for Representatives, including thosg
for nomination, each elector may cast three votes for one
candidate or distribute them equally among no more than threg
candidates. The candidates highest in votes shall be de-
clared elzcted. €. To be eligible to serve as a member >f
the General Assembly a person must be a United State's
citizen, at least 21 years old, and for the two years pge-
ceeding his election or appointment a resident of the distrigt
which he is to represent. In the General Election following
a redistricting, a candidate for the General Assembly may
be elected from any district whi¢h contains a part of the
district in which he resided at the time of redistricting
and re-elected if a resident of the new district he repre-
