to finélly surrender our individual responsibility on
a very hasitily conceived and hasitily drafted rule
that should take a gr;at deal more consideration than
this. .When we established an Interim Study Committee
rule in the name that was bo;n last spring and it was
to function effectiveﬁy throughou;.this winter, Committee
Cbairmen, Cémmittee Sub-committee Ch;irmen, throughout
all the Committees of%thg_quse ﬁave met ahd worked on
important Pieces of lggislation. They must now resubjeqt
them toAthé opinion aﬁd the whim of any particular Member

of the Leadership who can prevent a two-thirds vote in

the Rules Committee. ' Some of the most important issues

are often, as-we all know, some of the most highly
contentious issues. To achieve a two-thirds vote in the"
Rules Coummittee on an important issue like no-fault hand-
gun control, state-wide grand juries and so many other

key issues that couldjbe acted on it would be an impossi-
bility. It is wrong for us to say that because.ﬁe want

to have no problems that the people's problems stop.
There‘s‘é dangerous p;ecedent involved in establishing
this Rules Committee.: This should be very lengthfully
discussed and voted on only with a great deal of fdcts.
Fromra practical standpoint, I would point out . . . point
out to the Members of the House that with a time element
involvéd>iﬁ this particular rule, if you do have to have
a Bill go to the . . . ah . . . Assignment of Bills
.Commigtee and that Bi}l sends it . . . that Committee
sends it then with immediate action to the Rules_Committee
and the Rules Committee doesn't act and you have to wait
two weeks for your m;tion and then it is assigned . . .

I do wish to put a motion,
Mr. Speaker, I would . . . ah . . . move to sustain
thé provisions of Rule 42B, and I'd like to be heard on
my reason why."

Speaker Telcser: YA1l right, . . .

Walsh, W.: "1 . . .'Ii. . . I think we've demonstrated, Mr.
Speaker, thﬁt thefGeﬂtleman's objection is . . . is
not worthy to be considered. There is né requirement
that the Resolution be on the Members' desks until it
is actually vﬁtedfﬁpon. So that cannot be a valid
objection. I submit to you, Mrﬁ Speaker, that there is
a valid need for Lhis action simply because there are
not enough 1egislétive days so that this can be passed
by the House and Senate and_placed on the ballot in
November.

Walsh, W.: "Mr. Speager, since the Gentleman did refer to
the content of tﬁe Resolution and not to the motion
that I'm making, I think I feel that I should be given
an opportunity to close the debate."

Speaker Telcser: ™I . . . it's the Chair intention, Repre-

sentative, to give you that opportunity. However, other

Members are seeking recognition . . . ah . . ."

Walsh, W.: "Oh, all gight, fine."

Speaker Telcser: ". ; . The Gentleman from Lake, Representa-
tive Matijevich.'

Matijevich: "Mr. Spe?ker and Members of the House, as I
understand the Majority Leader in why this Resolution
was brought befo?e the House, I believe it's an answer
to a recent court case, and as I . . . ah . . . under-
stand a little bit that I have read, although I haven't
read the transcﬁipt of that court case, the . . . the
matter was not resolved as to the substance of the issue.

So I don't think we ought to jump to conclusions just

because the court has decided a case; and as 1 understanng
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the courf decisioé that was brought forth because all
of the professioné or all of the occupations were incor-
porated into . .‘é ah . . ., one Bill.

Now, as the Leader . . . our
Majority Lehder who had to have us get involved in that
decision to come }ate is saying, "Let's hurry up + . .
ah . , . let's bring forth the Constitutional Amendment
and let’s do it in a hurry'. I say that he, of all
people, was part 6f that decision-making process that
we come here in April and now it's mid-April and he
now is not speakipg in the best interest of all of
the people of the*State of Illinois by saying 'Let's
hurry up the Consfitutional Amendment'; even though he
may have some merit to the Constitutional Amendmeng, I
say this is the wrong procedure, and I think we ought
to vote against the motion ta suspend Rule 42."
Speaker Telcser: "The Gentleman from Cook, Representative
Duff. 1Is there a?y further discussion? If not, the
" Gentleman from Cook, Representative Walsh, to cleose."

Duff: "Thank you, Mr.;Speaker. Mr. Speaker, and Ladies
and Gentlemen of the House, House Joint Resolution Con-
stitutional Amendment 18 is intended to offer the people
of Illinois an opportunity on a somewhat different
basis than they hpd in 1970 to give their opinion as
to whether or not they feel that the system of selecting
judges in Illinoi; should be changed. It provides for

a referendum, in my opinion, a referendum which would

]
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allow the selection of judges in Illinois to taken out
of partisan politics. We havé put in this .‘. . ah . .
Resolution suggestions or opinions from many §eop1e
to counter the argument that . . . which have been his-
torically made on' the problem of changing the system

of election to selection. What we have here is a modi-

fication of the Missouri plan, which has worked success-

fully for several decades. We have a plan which in its
basic nature has been adopted by almost a dozen states;
not one of which has ever chosen to go back and change
it once they've had it; a system which has been totally
approved by the p;ople in the state where they have

had it, a system which has not yet had historically one

judge selected under it connected with any sc¢andal.

A remarkable demonstration of the possibility of improving

the quality of the Judiciary. 'This is not to demean
the existence anq the quality of some of éur judges
today, whom I ceptainly consider in many instances to -
be outstanding . l + ah . . . jurists. It is to improve
the systen ﬁhich.. . . ah . . . makes it necessary for
judges sometimesg:o go to the very lawyers . . . in fact
it's in front of 'them for their campaign contributions.
It is ., . . or offers checks and balances in the
selection, including the good suggestion by Amendment

of Representative Hyde, who provided the idea that we
ﬁust have the aince and consent of the Senate; the

idea of Represenéative Pierce, who wanted to provide

for a uniformityiof option; and what it does, Ladies

and Gentlemen, ié provide that every local Circuit

Court District can have its own referendum, including
Cook. Imn 1970, the pe&ple of Illinois addressed them-~
selves to this iésue . . . Cook County, it passed Lake
County, Dupage Cbunty, Kane County, Will County, McLean
County. It has the support of all of the major news

media in Illinois, it has the support, and I know that
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it's unuauval . . . and I don't want to talk ' a long time
on this, unless there are questions and answers on it;
but I would like ?o do omne thing before I cogclude my
remarks. There is a Committee in Illinois which consti-
tutes the Committse on Courts and Justice, which has
done a remarkable‘job in developing support for this
coﬁcept; and because the organizations which are backing
it are so very important in the constituencies of so
many of us here, I would like to point out some of the
various procedureg and thoughtful organizations -in
Illinois who havejchosen to back this concept. It's
backed by the Ame;ican Association of University Women,
the American Judicature Society, the Better Government

Chicago. The ﬁfecise issue before the court there is
the required majority for ratification of a Federal
Constitutional Amendment. Having participated in the
briefing and arguing of that case before the court, I

would like to make onme point to those Members who take

seriously their ioaths to uphold the Federal Comstitution,
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an oath which alr of us take when we're swofn'in,'and
which some of us . . . at least I hope some of us take
seriously. Whatever can Be said about the required
majority to ratify a FederalvConstitutional‘Amendment
the cases are vegy clear that a state and a state Legis~
lature may not agtempt to dela& the consideration of
a Federal Constitutional Amendment by the Legislature,
it may not attemﬁt to do so by requiring that Amendment
to be submitted to refergndumlof the people. It may
not do so by imp;sing arbitrary delay requirements on
when the . . . tﬂe Amendment may be considered. The
Supreme. Court cases on these points are absolutely

clear. They have been decided, they're our precedent.

For those of you who are lawyers, I urge you to consider

yéur constitutional oath to uphﬁld the requirements of
the Federal Constitution, @hich in this case Hés author-
itatively interpreted by the U.S. Supreme Court say that’
a Legisl;ture may not attempt to dela& the.consideration'
of a proposed Amgndment to the Federal Constitution.

For those of youfwho take that oath seriously, I commend
those decisions to your attention."

Speaker Telcser: "The Gentleman from Winnebago, Representa-
tive Skinner. The Gentleman has moved the previou§
question. All in favor signify by saying 'aye', the
opposed 'no'; the Gentleman's motion prevails, and
Repfesentative Hanahan to close."'_

Hanahan: 'Mr. Speakeé and Members of the Housé, some people
don't want equal‘rights, they want special rights. I'm
asking for humanity alsoe. I'm asking for and in behalf
of many people in this state that happen to feel that
their issues are just as important as some special issues,
