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preceeded me, RepresenLative LaFleur, when he says that the

school districts got themselves in the mess and we shouldnlt

take them out, that really is not, in my viewy qctually at all.

The fact of the matter is tbat tbey are in the mess because of

what we have done before. Nowy the fact is that they were placed

A11 right, when you let these school

districts kaow in May or June or July that their income is going

to fally there is nothing the school district can do about pulling

out the teachers that would enable them to live within the budget

because the General Assembly, not the school, the General Assembly

has passed lawm that say to the schools you cannot reduce your

staff unless you give notice to the teacher by April of that year.

So that we are noc really fishing the schools out of this in a

-. situation where the schools were to blame. If anyone was to blaae,

it was the Department of Governmeat Affairs or the General AsseDbly.

The Goverament Affairs indicated wbat they were going to do with

the equalizer so laLe that the schools couldn't do anything about

lt because we bad frozen in the schools. And having frozen fn

the schools and preventing them from doing anything about reducing

their budgee, those of us who believe in fiscal solvency, has 'to

do something about getting money to the school districts to get

out of the very problem that we created for them. And so, we can

do nothlng more fiscally responsible having created this problem

aloas; with the Government Affairs, we can do nothing more fiscally

responsible tban to 1et our schools and our libraries and our park

disLrlcts and our other taxing units that exist due to what we

have done and who exercise powers and limited powers due to tbe

restrictions we have placed on them. We can do notbing more

than to help them out of a situation that we put them in from

which situation there's absolutely no place else they can turn

other than to tbis General Assembly.
