The Department zf Publîc Aïd falled to notïfy the Legïs-

latbve Advisnry Commlttee on Publlc A1d of its plans to glve the

aged, blbnd, and disabled, and those on general asslstance only a 1

peréent increase amountlng to apprnxlmately $1.16 per month in in-

creased beneflts. In 1ts November meetlng. the Legislatsve Advlsory

Committee dlrected the department to increase those beneflts to

5 percent to partlally sztlsfy the intent of Senate B111 1559. The

5 percent ls not enough because of tnday's ever increasing cost nf

living. 0n the average, 5 pqrcent results in an lncrease zf only

$14 a month for a famlly of 4 llvlng on the A.D.C. Program and onlyt

an average of $8 a month to the aged. blfnd, and dlsabled. The

state last gave a cost-of-l#vlng increase in September nf 1972. Last

year în October some grants under the A.D.C. Program were increased

as u consequent of the change to the flat-grant program; but many
familles suffered a reductlon #n/gtbrl @ é at the same time. The

average increases lust year brought the standard nf livlng for our

state aid, aged, and neady populatlon only to a level comparable to

the consumer prlce lndex lndlcators for January 1973. A11 of us know

how far behlnd b4e are noW ln our purchaslng powers just two years

later.
