The second part of the Bfll would allow the board

to adopt a National Primary Drinking Water Regulations of

the Safe Drinklng Act. There are a few specific mrovisions

that I'd like to call your attention to.

If the board doesn't

act within 180 days the Federal Regulation becomes effective

anyway and thls wai/eskthe requirement of khe Institute

of Environmental Quality from preparfng economfc statements.
