Catania: "Well, thank you, Mr. Speaker and Members of the House. TI've
noticéd that everybody here loves to spend a lot of time talking
about the Equal Rights Amendment. I certainly spend a lot of time
talking about it and I'd be delighted to spend a whole fall cam~
paign talking about the Eqﬁal Rights Amendment, wouldn't you?

Some of us got to be on ne;work television this morning talking
about the Equal Rights Amendment and maybe if we keep it alive a
long*tiﬁe, we'll be able t$ get maximum ﬁress coverage and we can
all just talk about it forfmonths and months and months. I think
this is an excellent way to keep the pressure up, to keep everybody
ingerested in the Equal Rights Amendment and I think it'll be just
wonderful if we can all spénd every day from now until the elec~
tion in November talking aéout the Equal Rights Amendment nonstop.
Isn't that super?”

Speaker Giorgi:A "Representative Griesheimer to explain his vote for
one minute?"

Griesheimer: "I don't think iﬁ‘s necessary, Mr. Speaker. As a Joint
Sponsor I thank the Memberé for at least listening to the people
on this one issue." l

Speaker Giorgi: "Répresentative Mahar to explain his vote. Repre-
sentative Geo-Karis to expiain her vote for one minute."

Geo-Karis: "ﬁr. Speaker and L%dies and Gentlemen of the House, I'm
very delighted that Represéntative Kelly brought this up because
he had it once before. He put it on Postponed Consideration. I
begged him to brigg it back and he didn't.

It's the Amend-
ment to enfranchise thousands of people here in Illinois by in--
creasing the voting hours until seven p.m. Representative Matijevich's
Bill attempts to facilitate and help voters in I1linois and I -
would certainly think he'’d be in favor of this Bill, especially
living in the 31st and being a Representative from the 31st Legis-
lative District, having a substantial commuting population. And
just let me say two quick things because many of you have heard
the arguments on both sides of this before, is one that in 1957
was the last time that any change has been made in the voting hours.

Speaker Giorgi: '"Okay, it doesn't change the results.”

Mr. Houlihan, for what
reason do you rise?"

One of the reasoms that many attribute
that is that...there was sﬁéw on the ground most of the campaign
season. It was a cold winter. It is generally agreed that if there's

Speaker Giorgi: "Representative Bradley on the Amendment.”

Bradley: 'Mr. Speaker, Ladie; and Gentlemen of the House, thank you
very much. T rise fo oppoge.this Amendment. I am in favor of a
change in the primary date; however, I don't find that May is really
a suitable date for a number of reasons. One reason in downstate
Illinois, we find that in ﬂay the farmers are very busy out in the
field and I don't think wé're going to attract them to come into the

~polls. We will be down here doing these business of the...of the

people of Illinois in May.and I certainly think there would be a....
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] our place .should be in Spr;ngfield and not out campaigning and...
‘—E\woﬁld”be‘ih favor - and ianact-have’a proposal - to change the .
primary date to the secénd Tuesday in September. Or I would even

support one in late August or September,rBut May 4th because we're
trying to be in Session at;that particular time puts the incumbent,

I would think, at some dis;dvantage in being here doing the work of
the people and not being able to be out campaigning as we would like.
And so I have to relpctantiy oppose Mr. Robinson's suggestion here.
It simply is not the best Amendment, the best date, in my opinion,

to have a primary."”

Speaker Giorgi: ''The thori:& Leader, Mr. Madigan, on the Amendment."
Madigan: 'Mr. Speaker and Mémbers of the House, I rise in opposition to
this Amendment. I must c;nfess that I am extremely shocked at the

Amendment and at the sponsorship of the Amendwent. For this entire
Session I have heard this Sponsor proclaim the wisdom of assisting
the farmers and now we seé his sponsorship of an Amendment...."

Speaker Giorgi: "Pardon me,.Mr, Majority Leader, Mr: Robingon is having..."

Robinson: hWell, if the Majbrity Leader had been listening, he would

" understand that so many owners of farms....."

Speaker Giorgi:; ..... You're not recognized for that purpose. Cut him
off. Mr. Madigaﬁ; the Majority Leader, on the motion."

Madigan:- "And, Mr. Spéaker, previously he had convinced me that we
ought to help the farmers of this state, that we ought to promote
the agricultural industr;. And now.we're proposing to disenfranchise
these fine Illinoisans that till our soil to provide farm products
for the people in the ciiy to live off of., And I certainly feel that
all of us should rise up;in indignation at this attempt to disen-—
franchise those fine farmers of our state."

Speaker Giorgi: "Mr. Matijevich on the Amendment.”

Matijevich: 'Mr. Speaker, I...1 like ta help farmers but I...my dad
always told me, 'take care of John firgt' and I want to tell you,
you better think about this Amendment because you’re talking about
a May primary date....May primary date and you know where we're going
to be. We're going fo‘be right here at our desks and your opponent

is going to be at their home knocking on doors, ringing doorbells.

Is that what you want? . Now...now let's be...let's also be serious
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about another point. Some of these guys shouting gver here are
Me&ﬁéfs 5f\fﬁé‘Appropriatioqs Committee. Where do_xqg ghigk_yqqfrg
éoing to be? How are you géing to deal....he's going to be.hqme..:
how are you going to deal with this ‘big fat budget in ;he_Appro-
priations Committees in'the:..May when we're....when you're go;ng to
héve an electi?n going on? How are you going to do it? You can't
do it! T think this, you kﬁow, I think many of us ta;k to voters and
the voters say, 'we don't like the primary date that we have' but you
change it and they'll tell y§u the same Fhing because we had it in
June. They dién't like it. jWe had it in April. They didn't like it.
You have it in May. They won't like it. There just is no good time
to hold.an election. And ;eélly that's what it's all about. So...
that's down with elections. 'So, what people don't like is a lot of
change, really, that's what ﬁhey don't like because all you do is
confuse them. So I think iftwe're ever going to change, no real
change is good until we can change it in the fall. That's the only
good decent change that we can have. Some day we're going to work
at that when we can figure o@t the matter of the nominating conventions.
' When we finally make a change, let's wait till we do it right but this
is not right and I urge defeat of this Amendment."
Speaker Giorgi: "Representative Hoxsey on the Amendment."
Hoxsey: '"Yes, Mr. Speaker, Ladies and Gentlemen of the House, since
I am the oﬁly farmer's wife in the General Assembly, I feel that there
. .perhaps should be a little bit of clarification here in regard to
vhether the farmers want to go to the polls in May or not. I say you
couldn't drag them off of the plow at that particular time. So I
suggest we do have a reason to oppose this. Not only that, as a
Representative in the Generalessembly, I have to oppose that too."
Speaker Giorgi: “RepresentativeiFfiedrich on the Amendment."
Friedrich: '"Mr...Mr. Speaker, Iiwas trying to follow Represeﬂtative
Matijevich's argument and I tﬁink he's for the retention methods
like the Judges have and if hé is, I wonder if that's in this Amend-
ment. If it is, I might be for it; otherwise I can't be for this
Amendment and like to urge yo& to vote 'mo'."

Speaker Giorgi: "Representative Tipsword on the Amendment."

ITipsword: "No, on a parliamentary inquiry, Sir."
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Speaker Giorgi: "Continue,"
e

Tipsword: "Any...any possible'wAy to amend this on its face to the

'second Tuesday in Septembexr?"

Speaker Giorgi: "Talk with the Spomsor, I...,Representative Byers.”

Byers: '"Well, Mr, Speaker, I would rise for Representative Robinson's

Amendment. If.,..most people know when the farmers really do their
farming, most of them did it in June this year anyway. And I don't
know that the former Majorify‘Speaker has very many farmers in his
district that it would affeﬁt anyway so I would recommend an ‘'aye'

vote on this piece of legislation."

Speaker Giorgi: 'Representative Houlihan on the Amendment, James."
Houlihan, J; 'Mr. Speaker, I move the previous question.”
Speaker-Giorgi: "The Gentlemdn has moved the previous question. The

question is, shall the main question be put? All in favor signify
by saying 'aye', opposed 'AOY. The 'ayes' have it. Who's Amendment
is it to close? Representative Robinson. Representative Robinson
to close.” ‘

Robinson: "Again, I think you've heard the arguments. The March primary.
" doesn't work. We used to ﬁave a June primary. There's objection to
that because of the Sessio;s that we have every year. I think a good
compromisé is the May primgry. As far as the appropriatiéns process,
it only began after the second Tuesday in May to really get serious.
We could have a primary in.May without hurting the legislative process

and people would come out to vote.”

Speaker Giorgi: "The questidﬁ is....on the motion...amend...adopt the
Amendment #12 to Senate Biil 1680, All those in favor will signify
by. voting 'aye' and those Spposed by voting 'mo'. Have all voted
who wish? Have all voted who wish? Take the record, Mr. Clerk. Omn
this question there are 52 'ayes', 91 'nays' and the motion is

defeated. Amendment #13."
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Clerk O'Bpien:A'"Floor Amendme;t #13. Levin. Amends Senate Bill 1680
by deleting all of Section 6-21 and 6-24 of the Eiection Code
and inserting in lieu thereof, the following and so forth."

Speaker Giorgi: '"Representative Levin...Excuse me, Mr. Levin.
Representative Bradley, fbr what reason do you rise?"

Bradley: "Mr. Speaker, I thiﬂk this Amendment addresses itself to
a previous Amendment tha€ was already adopted in bringing about
some residency requirement and putting it in line with the
oath. Is that what the Gentleman is attempting to do here with
thisrAmendment also? Tﬁg same Amendment that Representative
Schlickman withdrew, it ;ddresses itself to the same problem."

Speaker Giorgi: ''Representative Levin, would you like to respond?"

Levin: "Yes. I think we are talking about Amendment 3 and there
was no motion to reconsi&er so it's not welded into thellegislation."

Speaker Giorgi: '"So, Mr. Levin, continue on Amendment #13.”

Levin: '"Mr. Speaker, we curréntly have a situation in Chicago where
we have a vacancy with rgspect to the chairmanship of the
Chicago Board of Election Commissioners., Chairman John Hanley,
having resigned after h%ving given a number of years of very
fair and impartial service as Chairman of the Chicago Board
of Election Commissioneés. He came in, in fact, on a situation
that was pretty messed up and has performed valiantly making a
number of very needed réforms.so that elections today in Chicago
are a lot fairer than they have been. The question is, who
will be appointeds to £111 the vacancy with respect to the
¢hairmanship? We currently have on the books a ten year

b residency requirement and Amendment #3 seeks to modify that by
setting up a double staﬁdard. If you're a friend of the Judge
there 'is no residency requirement. If you're not a friend of
the Judge there is a te; year residency requirement. What
Amendment #13 does, is establishes a straight out one year
residency requirement that is applicable to everybody. I

- think ten years is way;too long. I personally have problems
with residency requireﬁents, I think one year is a fair

compromise, Whatever it is, it should apply to_everybody and I
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don't understand the logic'of'fﬁé;iﬁéﬁ&ﬁéﬁt that's currently
- on the Bill that sets a ten year requirement except for good
cause shown. T think we-need fair...fairness and equity in the
selection of the next Chairman of the'Chicago Board of Election
Commissioners.and accordiﬁgly I urge the adoption of Amendment #13."
Speaker Giorgi: '"The Majority Leader, Mr. Madigan."
Madig;n: "Mr, Speaker, Ladies and Gentlemen of the House, T rise
in opposition to the Gentleman's Amendment. I think all of
;s should understand thap one of the previous Amendments to this
Bill, already adopted, provides that in the future there shall
be a ten year residency requirement and it also provides- that
the appointing court wili be able to waivé that ten year residency
requirement for a good cause shown. Therefore, the essence of
the proposal now is that there should be an inclination, there
should be favoritism toward those who have established residency
in the locale.” Because of that established résidency they are
familiar with the local -problems and concerns that affect
the local‘Board of Election Commissioners. However, if a
situation develops wherg there is good cause shown then that
residency requirement could be waived by the appointing court.
I suggest to you that the Bill, in its present condition, offers
us a well thought out, well balanced approach and leaves the
proper amount of flexibility to the appointing court. I dom’t
wish to be highly critical of the Sponsor, I know that he's...well
intentioned,- however, I do suggest that the Bill is...is
better in its current form, without this Aiendment, and I would
recommend a ‘no' vote oﬁ this Amendment."
Speaker Giorgi: "Representative Levin, to close.”
Levin: '"Mr. Speaker, what is good cause shown? T suggest that there
. is not one standard anyﬁhere in the Election Code or in any of
the Amendments as to what it is. So what we have is a blank check
to the Judges, that if a particular individual is their friend
then they :can come up with some kind of a.concocted reason for
waiving the residency fequirements, If they don't like somebody

and they don't want to consider them they can say, 'Well, there's a
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ten year residency requirement and we're mot going -to waive it.'

As 1 saild, I have difficulty with residency requirements but I

think if we're going to have one that it should apply to everybody
uniformly. And I think one vear is a fair provision so that the

next Chairman of the Chicago Board of Election Commissioners
becomes»somebodvaho has;.;who lives in the city, has the knowledge
of it and wé don't bring in the Chief Clerk of the County Board

of Elecéion Commissioners who doesn't live in the city to make

him the next Chairman of the Chicago Board of Election Commissioners.
I urge a vote for this Amendment."

Speaker Giorgi: "The questi;n is on the motion to adopt Amendment #13
to Senate Bill 1680. Ail fhose in favor signify by voting 'aye'
and those opposed by voting 'no'. Representative Bluthardt,
to explain his-vote for one minute."

Bluthardt: "Yes, Mr, Speakef, Members of the House, I think this
is a good Amendment. Either you're going to have a residency
requirement or you're n@t, but to put a provision in the law
saying that you must be a resident for ten years unless for
good shown...cause shown a Judge will waive that. That's about
as absurd a provision ds T can think of in the Election Code.
And I would ‘urge you tg(;upport this Bill that would spell it out
and say you must be a resident for at least one year, period.
i would urge you tovvo;e for this Amendment."

Speaker Giorgi: "Have all voted who wish? Representative Laurino,

to explain his vote, Representative Bradley, to explain his

U+ vote for one minute."

Bradley: “Thank‘you, Mr. Speaker, It appears to me that with Amendment
#3 in requiring a ten;year residency requirement we're in much
better shape than we ;re in just reducing it down to a one year
requirement. The purﬁose of the requirement is to have people.
‘who are knowledgeable' on the particular locale they‘ré in, to
be knowledgeable abo;t their own particular situation. I don't
‘see anything wrong aé all with Amendment #3 providing for a ten
year residency requirement; I think one year is far too weak a

measure. Carpetbaggers can come into that particular area and all of
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a sudden they're on their Election Commission and I think we
oﬁght to reconsider those green lights and go with the ten year
requirement rather than t?e one that Mr. Levin is proposing.”

Vinsoﬁ: "Mr. Speaker, Mr. Pierce has suggested that this is the only
effective form of tax relief before fhe House. That's not true. You,
among other Members of the Democratic Leadership have consistently
denied Representative Totten the chance to have a truly meaningful
program for tax relief considered by this House. All Representative
Pierce's Amendment will do is what the voters in California rejected.
They rejected Proposition 8 which offered the-spurioushope that somehow
you can provide tax relief t?rough more spending. Everybody knows that's

" not true. What the people want is less spending. We ought to vote
on Representative Totten's Amendment and reject this lunacy."

Speaker Giorgi: 'Mr. Totten on:the Amendment."

Totten: "Mr. Speaker, my name %as mentioned in debate. So I agree with
Representative Vinson that wé ought to do something. And sc in order
to do something I'd like to @ove to the Order of Constitutional Amend-
ments Second Reading for the:purposes of considering Amendments to
House Joint Constitutional amendment 44."

-Speaker Giorgi: "....For a moment Mr. Keafs wants to give us a report
on the Conservative Union. Mr. Keats."

Keats: '"Thank you, Mr. Speaker, Ladies and Gentlemen of the House, I've
been sitting here thinking ho; wonderful(it is for the Democrat Party
finally to have seen the errs of its ways and to come back to the
promised land of those of us who finally realize that protecting the
taxpayer is what government éhould be all about. I was sitting here
running down the little list from the Illinois Conservative Union
and noticing a few of the Gen;lemen up there discussing tax relief have

sort of forgotten that when it comes to spending money you've got to
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____ vote 'no' once in a while.. You know, taxes really are not a problem.

Everyoﬂé'; éofaé"tb besurprised here, but taxes aren't:our problem.

Mudd: "You know, constantly, ﬁr; Speaker, they're...they're addressing
themselves to the Amenamenttbut they're making all kinds of improper
statements about what the Amendment does. I'd like to speak to the

Amendment also but I think that we should straighten a few things out.”

Speaker Giorgi: "Mr. Keats, can-you..,.(tape)...moment to close,"

Keats: A...A moment to close, I've got another forty-five minutes' worth
of slurs on the opposing party already stored up. But what I did want
to finish by saying is to remember, if we are trulf going to help the
taxpayers it isn't simply a éase of cutting taxes, you've -got to cut
spending. If you cut taxes and don't cut spending, you haven't done
anything. Don't try and kid the taxpayers. You can't fool 'em. If
you don't vote 'mo' on spending once in a while there is no way in the
world you're going to be able to'claim that you're protecting them.

seek recognition?"

Robinson: "Well, I'd like to know if the Amendment's in proper form?"
| Speaker Giorgi: "Mr. Robinsoﬁ seeks to know if the Amendment is in proper
form....as scon as my Parliamentarian moves back to the podium......
We'll continue in debate, it won't hurt anything whether it's ruled

'ves'

or 'no'. The Majority Leader, Representative Madigan."

Madigan: "Mr. Speaker, I wish to speak to the Bill. Is that in order?"

Speaker Giorgi: 'Please contigue while he works on a ruling."

Madigan: 'Mr. Speaker, I'rise:in support of Representative Pierce's
Amendment...and in so doingiI wish to offer a warning to the Republican
Members of the House of Repfesentatives. Please don't snicker because
it is a warning that is offered in all good faith. Your Leadership
at this very moment is askiﬂg you to vote against this Amendment and
to support your Governor. You know that your constituents desire
some.,..some form of tax relief, property tax relief during this Session
of the Legislature. You knqw that. You've heard from your constituents.
And now before you is an Amendment that will provide property tax
relief but your Leadership ié asking you to support your Governor and
to vote 'no' on this Amendmeﬁt. Please remember some recent history.
Please remember some recent history. During the last campaign for
Governor the incumbent Goverﬁor stated that he was opposed to public
financing of elections. Strike that. He said he was in favor of it.
Now's he....he said he was iﬁ favor of it, now he's accumulated
a surplus of campaign money %nd he states that he's opposed to it, He's
opposed to public financing Secause he has a war chest prépared. I know
that makes you happy. “But consider some recent history. He said he

was in favor of pay raises for himself and for all of us. And Repre-

sentative Telcser wants a pay raise. But now the Governor says
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- he's opposed to pay raises. ﬂﬁg'%*chﬁgged hig position., The Governor
said he was opposed to a pothole repair program and he.asked.all of
you to staﬁd with him on the floor of the House of Representatives and
vote wi&h him. .And after you did, he pulled the rug out from under
you. He has stated that he's in favor of the ERA but his Lieutenant
Governor has been working Sgainst it. I suggest to you that the
entire history of this admiﬁistration is fraught with dupl;city. You
have been the victims of this duplicity. Please consider that. Now
you are being asked by Repr;sentative Pierce to cast your vote for
property tax relief and at:the same time you're being asked by your
Lea&ership - and I don't faglt them, they have a job to perform -
you're being asked by them ﬁo stand with the Governor. Support the
Governor,he will not supporé this. I simply suggest to you, don't
think of today, think of tomorrow or next week when there is a Mao Tse-
tung ... cry from the publié for tax relief and what will your Governor
do thené Don't ﬁe assured that he won't pull the rug out from under
you again and change his positioﬁ and make all of you look foolish.

Speaker E;;;Z;?Sﬁﬁﬁé;'he spoke...he spoke on the motion....it had to do
with the fiscal note, he dia not speak in debate. There was a motion
on the fiscal note. Continée, Mr. Telcser."

Telcser: "And, Mr. Speaker and Members of the House, I must admit in
all candor that most of the time I find myself ready to do political

“battle with the veiy talented, eloquent Gentleman from Cook County.
It seems, Mr. Speakgr and Me?bers of the House, that it's very popular
these days to talk about tax‘relief particularly after what happened
in California a couple of weeks ago. I wonder how many Members noticed
this morning's newspaper. I.think one of the national polling organi-
zations asked a couple of questions 1n a nationwide poll. They asked,
one, do you want tax relief? . And needless to say by a large majority
the voters across the country said yes. In the same poll, however,
a question was asked, how theg do you feel about cutting services which
these funds provide for? And‘interestingly enough the same results
were found, that an overwhelmingly number of voters did not want to
have various services cut. And that, Mr. Speaker, is really the crux

Pullen: '"Not the Sponsor of the Amendment honest. Mr. Speaker, Ladies
and Gentlemen of the House, I yould like to point out a truism to
you. The only meaningful tax reform is meaningful tax reduction
and this Amendment certainly does not offer that. While it promises

Matijevich: 'Mr. Speaker, wéf...way back in February before the California

Proposition 13 issue came:up,'I wrote a letter to the Speaker of the

House and I sent a ;opy t; every Member and as I recall, near the

first paragraph of that létter, I said, 'Mr. Speaker, I believe that

we had ‘dare not go ho&e this Session without passing meaningful

property tax relief'..

" ful way to address the question of ta% reduction, be fair to the
taxpayers, be fair to the 10cé1 taxing bodies and be fair to state
government which has a basic résponsibility to fund some of the major
social services that soclety requires. And that fair and equitable
way to do this is to reduce the level of assessments on property tax.
And you wi;l have before the end of this Session, I'm relatively
certain, an opportunity to deal with that very issue.

They haven't kept their word
so I doﬁ‘t think we should now say that they are going to have adequate
funds and to keep their commitment to the local bridge program. I
know many of you are downstaters who understand the importance of the
local bridge program.; This..."

Sééaker Giorgi: "Excuse:me, Mr. Matijevich., Representative Robinson,
for what reason do yoﬁ rise on this Amendment, tabling Amendment?"
