in southern Illinois to make a long story short. Now
agriculture is taking a hard nose position against this
saying that, it would cost...the cost would be prohibitive.
We're talking about three hearing officers and one....ond
clerk, one secretary and the files. It could be done in
the court house in Gallatin County and I might add that
if these people receive any money back from their loss,
it'§ going to be pennies on the dollar. And they are
going to turn around and pay this in the expenses of the
attorneys.

The intent of the department is to use these dollars to
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employ three hundred new child abuse’ caseworkers and to
provide considerable dollars in contractual funds for
private agencies in providing support of services to
deal with child abuse. It also includes just under a
million dollars in transfers to personnel services. I'm
happy in closing to welcome on the floor the new director
of the Department of Children and Family Services, Direct
Greg Coler, who is standing next to Mr. Kempiners. And
to urge you all to vote 'yes' for this Bill,which shows
the high priority this Body gives to children and their
needs and particularly to child abuse programs and servic
Speaker Madigan: '"The Lady moves that this Bill pass.
