Now,
unfortunately, the Committee that this Bill came out of
has never in the life of the Regional Traﬂsportation
Authority permitted the Bill out on the floor of this
House ﬁhich would be subject to the Amendment process

no matter how meritorious or how insignificant a Bill
might be. The will of the House has beep thworded time
and again by this Committee which has been stacked

ever since 1975, has been stacked totally “against

those in the outer county and suburban area of the

State of Cook County and the State of Illinois. This

is why, this is the only chance, and maybe the only
chanc%\that the Members of the ﬁegislature from the
suburb#n outer—countybarea will havg to address many

of the probiems which their_consti;uents face because

of the RTA. And I certainly urge that each and every
Member of this House, particularly all of those who re-
side in suburbén Cook or the outer counties in”EEEABQEef
101 counties of this state, that. they vote for this
motion to strike Amendment #1 so that we can procéed

in an orderly manner to consider the issues on the

floor of this House comcerning the RTA."

Speaker Lechowicz: "Gentleman from Lake, Mr. Griesheimer."

Griesheimer: '"Thank you Mr. Speaker. 1I'd-like "to also add

my support for this motion. 1In all difference to the

very fine, newly appointed head of the CTA in Chicago,
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can well é;ﬁiectabe,tpat he is doing the job that he

has to do. But those of us that live in the outlyingii

counties are suffering under the yolk of the RTA's - . u -

continuing mismanagement of funds and poor service, - #-iw

almost non-existing service. But I think of all the:
comments of all the people that have risen on this
motion, the one that should have been listened to

most strongly are those of Repfesentative Borchers.
Keep in mind that everyone of yoﬁ that live out of the
six county metropolitan Chicago area are supporting
the spin-thrift habits of the RTA. Your money from
your iicénse plates are going up there to allow them
to fun empty buses day and night through Waukegan,
through north Chicago, through Graze Lake and all
through the other counties around the city of Chicago 
Now there's no question that the CTA is something
drastically needed in the city and I'm certain that
Representative Barnes will shake that operaton up and
make it a fine one. But the only thing that we can do
with.the RTA is to get rid of it.

We prided in dozens and dozens of different that I
was in here to try to get some relief from this
oppressive type tax and the only thing we've got
so far is the suggestion by the Transportation that we
not only keep paying the $200,000,000 that we're pa&ing
now, but they're going to double it with the 1% sales
tax. To go along with Representative Griesheimer's
comment about the poor service. Wé not only have poor
service wherein they talk about b;ses but now the
RTA has tried to put buses where they really aren't even
needed. I live in the east side of Joliet and they are
trying to put bus.services where there aren't even any
people. They run them'out into the country aﬁd we have
to maintain these buses, we have to pay for the fuel
of these buses, we have to pay the bus drivers wages,
etc... and it's just a heeping insult on injury. 1It's
a very 1illogical approach. 1It's time now that our
downstater like Weber Borcher, some of the guys down
in Kahokia start realizing that they are not sitting
by completely on skates either.  Even though they don't
pay money to this directly that the money that comes
out of the General Revenue Fund that goes to the RTA
is money that you do not have left in the General Fund
to do something in your district. So what we're doing
here is trying to do some, well a little bit devious
methods. ..
