(An Article) in addition to, and Amendment of the Constitution

of the Dnited States oé America, proposed by Congress, and

ratified by the Legislatures of the several States, pursuant to

the fifth Article of the original Constitution.

Article the second No law, varying the compensation for

the services of the Senators and Representatives, shall take
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effect, until an election of Representatives shall have

intervened; and

WHEREAS, Article V of the Constitution of the United States

allows the ratification of the proposed Amendment to the United

States Constitution by the General Assembly of the State of

Illinois; and

WHEREAS, Article V of the Constitution of the United States

does not dictate a time limit on ratification of an amendment

submitted by Congress, and the First Congress specifically did not

provide any time constraint for ratification of the above-quoted

Amendment; and

WHEREAS, The Supreme Court of the United States in 1939 ruled

in the landmark case of Coleman v. Miller that Congress is the

final arbiter on the question of whether too much time has elapsed

between Congress' submission of a particular amendment and the

most recent state legislature's ratification of same if Congress

The CHIP Board

was appointed around Christmas oi last year, which is

barely three months ago. And in the three short months

it's done a herculean task getting this thing up and

running. They have... is the unanimous opinion of the

Board that 3,000,000 dollars required to get the program

up and running. So that... that is the basis for this

request. 1 just want to stress that this is the main

reason that we are back here today, so if this motion does

not carry, we're going to have a real problem.''

Speaker Madigan: ''Mr. Mccracken to explain his votew''

Mccracken: ''Thank you, Speaker. I'd like everybody to

consider this fact: by virtue of the Supplemental Calendar

it appears to me that we're not qoing to get a decision or

discuss the issue of whether or not the effective date of
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the CHIPS program should be extended. We on this side of

the aisle believe the responsible thing to do at this time

is to extend that; and it's not just because of the money.
I think that in the next few months this General Assembly,

whether we extend today or not, is going to amend

substantially some of the eligibility requirements for this

program. If you vote for this 3,000,000 today and you

pretend that there is no problem out there facing this

program, both substantively and as a matter of

appropriations, you're mistaken. We are going to be

allowing people to sign up by this vote today - we're going

to allow people to sign up April 1st.

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE EIGHTY-FIFTH

GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, THE SENATE CONCURRING

HEREIN, that there shall be submitted to the electors of the State

:or adoption or rejection at the general election next occurring

at least six months after the adoption of this resolution, a

proposition to repeal Sections 8 and 12 o: and to amend Sections

l0, ll, l3, li, 15 and 16 oë and to add Sections 12.1, 12.2, 12.3

and 12.4 to Article VI of the 1970 Illinois Constitution, the

amended and added Sections to read as follows:

ARTICLE VI

SECTION lQ. TERMS OF OFFICE

The initial term for each Judqe appointed to office under
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Section 12.1 shall be until the first Monday in December followinq

the third qeneral election after his of her appointment.

Thereafter, if retained in office pursuant to the provisions of

Section 12.3 the term of office for a11 Judges shall be 10 years.

Terms of office of Supreme, Appellate and Circuit Judqes

previously elected shall expire at the end of the term for which

they were elected.

SECTION l1. ELIGIBILITY FOR OFFICE

No person shall be eligible to be a Judge '

unless he or she is a United States citizen, a licensed

attorney-at-law of this State, and a resident of the unit which

selects him or her. No change in the boundaries of a unit shall

affect the tenure in office of a Judqe '

incumbent at the time of such chanqe.

SECTION 12.1. SELECTION OF JUDGES

(a) Supreme, Appetlate and Circuit Judqes shall be appointed

by the Governor irom nominees submitted by Judicial Nominatinq

Commissions, except when appointed by the Supreme Court in

accordance with subsection (e) of this Section.

(b) The office of a Judqe shall be vacant upon his or her

death, restgnation, retirement, removal or upon conckusion of a

term without retention in office, or whenever an increase in the

number of Judges is authorized.

(c) As soon as a vacancy occurs in the office of Judqe or

will occur within 6 months by a day certain, the Administrative

Director of the Illinois Courts shall promptly notify the Chair of

the appropriate Judicial Nominatinq Commission, who shall

immediately convene the Commission.

(d) Withtn 42 days after the receipt of such notice of a
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vacancy, the Commission shall submit to the Governor and make

public a list of 3 nominees in alphabetical order, who by their

character, background, temperament, professional aptitude,

experience and commitment to equal justice under 1aw are deemed by

the Commission to be best qualified to fill the vacancy. A1l such

persons shall have the right to be considered for selection by a

Judicial Nominating Commission free from discrimination on the

basis of race, color, creed, national ancestry or sex. No member

of a Judicial Nominating Commission may be appointed to State

judicial office while servinq on the commission or for a period of

3 years thereafter. The Commission may not include on a list a

nominee who is on another list then pendinq before the Governor or

the Supreme Court pursuant to subsection (e) of this Section to

fill a vacancy in the same iudicial office. The function of a

list shall terminate upon the makinq of the required appointment

therefrom.

(e) Not fewer than 28 nor more than 56 days after the receipt

of a list, the Governor shall appoint therefrom a person to fill

the vacancy. If no appointment is made by the Governor within 56

days, the Commission shall immediately submit the list to the

Supreme Court, which shall make the appointment from the list

within 28 days from its receipt.

(f) A person appointed to fill a vacancy pursuant to this

Section shall serve an initial term equal to the term specified in

Section 10.

(q) The office of associate Judqe is abolished and a1l

Associate Judqes in office as of the effective date of this

Amendment shall assume the office of Circuit Judqe. Retention

procedures for such Judqes shall be pursuant to the provisions of

Section 12.3. The terms of a11 such Judqes, except for those in

the Cook County Circuit, shall conclude on the first Monday in

December followinq the nex't qeneral election. The terms of such

Judqes in the Cook County Ctrcuit shall conclude pursuant to the
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The Administrative Director of the Illinois Courts shall

forthwith divide such Judqes into 3 qroups, by lot, equal in

number as near as may be, with terms to expire as follows:

Group l on the first Monday in December after the next qeneral
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election iollowinq adoption of this Amendment.

Group 2 on the first Monday in December after the second

qeneral election followinq adoption of this Amendment.

Group 3 on the first Monday in December after the third

qeneral election following adoption of this Amendment.

SECTION 12.2. JUDICIAL NOMINATING COMMISSIONS

(a) In each Judicial District, a Judicial Nominatinq

Commission shall be created and empowered to nominate Judqes for

the Supreme and Appellate Courts for that District, and in each

Judicial Circuit, a separate Judicial Nominatinq Commission shall

be created and empowered to nominate Circuit Judqes for that

Circuit.

(b) (1) In each District and Circuit containinq more than

three million people, Judicial Nominatinq Commissions shall

consist of fifteen members: eiqht non-lawyers and seven lawyers.

Two of the non-lawyer members and four lawyer members who shall be

residents of the District or Circuit shall be appointed from the

District or Circuit at large. Two non-lawyers and one lawyer

shall be appointed from each of three subdistricts within the

District or Circuit and they shall be residents of the subdistrict

from which they are appointed. Such subdistricts shall be

determined on the basis of population by the leqislature in like

manner to that provided for leqislative redistrictinq in Article

IV, Section 3.

(2) In each district and circuit containinq 3 million or

fewer people, Judicial Nominatinq Commissions shall consist o: 11

members: 6 non-lawyers and 5 lawyers. A11 non-lawyer and lawyer

members shall be residents of the district or circuit in which
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they serve.

(c) Half of the non-lawyer members of each Judicial

Nominatinq Commission shall be appointed by the Attorney General

and the other half by the State official or officer first in the

order indicated who was elected to office and is not affiliated

with the same political party as the Attorney General: the

Secretary of State, the Comptroller, the Treasurer, the President

of the Senate, the Speaker of the House of Representatives, the

Minority Leader of the Senate.

(d) The lawyer members of each Judicial Nominatinq Commission

shall be selected by the Supreme Court pursuant to Ruke. Not more

than a simple majority of the lawyers appointed shall be primary

electors of the same political party.

(e) Upon appointment of the initial non-lawyer members of

each Judicial Nominating Commission, the Attorney General shall

divide the appointees by 1ot into 3 qroups equal in number as near

as may be with one oi his or ber appointees in each qroup, and

shall by 1ot desiqnate the groups to serve initial terms of 2, 4,

and 6 years, respectively. The initial lawyer members of each

Judicial Nominatinq Commission shall also be divided by 1ot into 3

qroups equal in number as near as may be, and the qroups shall by

lot be desiqnated to serve initial terms of 2, 4, and 6 years,

respectively, a1l in such manner as provided by Supreme Court

Rule. Thereafter, the terms of a1l Commission members shall be 6

years.

(f) A vacancy in the non-lawyer membership of a Judicial

Nominatinq Commission shall be filled for an unexpired term or for

a full term, as the case may be, by the Attorney General if

qualified by beinq affiliated with the same political party as the

official or officer who had appointed the person whose vacancy is

to be filled, otherwise by the official or ofiicer who is so

qualified and first tn the order indicated tn subsection (c) of

this Section. A vacancy in the lawyer membership of a Judicial
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Nominating Commission shall be filled for an unexpired term or for

a full term, as the case may be, by the Supreme Court pursuant to

Rule.

(q) Tbe Chair oë each Judicial Nominating Commission shall be

selected by majority vote of a11 the members of the Commission.

The term of a Chair shall be 3 years unless his or her' remaininq

term as a member of the Commission expires sooner.

(h) Any person who holds any office under the United States

or this State or any political subdivision or municipal

corporation or municipality or unit of local government ol this

State and receives compensation for services rendered in such

office, or who holds any office or official position in a

polittca: party, shaLl be ineliqible to serve on a Judicial

Nominatinq Commission. Compensation for service in the State

militia or the armed services of the United States for such period

of time as mag be determined by Supreme court Rule shall not be

considered a disqualification. No member of a Judicial Nominatinq

Commission may be appointed to judicial oifice while serving on

the Commission or for a period of 3 years thereafter.

(i) A member havinq served a full term of 6 years on a

Judicial Nominatinq Commission may not serve on a Judicial

Nominatinq Commission during the next 3 years. No person may

serve on more than one Judicial Nominatinq or Review Commission at

the same time, and except for initial members of Judicial

Nominatinq Commissions appointed for two-year terms, no member may

be reappointed to successive terms.

(n') The Commissions may conduct such investiqations, meetinqs

and hearinqs, a11 oi which may be confidential, and employ such

staff members as may be necessary to perform their duties.

Members of the Commissions shall not receive any compensation for

their services but shall be entitled to reimbursement for

necessary expenses. The General Assembly shall appropriate funds

to the Supreme Court for such reimbursement and for a1l other
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administrative expenses of the Commissions.

(k) Nominations shall be submitted to the Governor only upon

concurrence of not less than 3/5 of all members of the Commission.

(1) A1l members of each Judicial Nominatinq Commission shall
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be subject to ethics and economic disclosure requirements as

provided by law.

SECTION 12.3. RETENTION PROCEDURES

(a) Not more than tyelve nor less than ten months before the

general election next preceding the expiration of the term of

office of a Supreme, Appellate or Circuit Judqe, he or she may

file in the office of the Administrative Director of the Illinois

Courts a declaration of candidacv for retention in that office.

Any Judqe who holds office pursuant to appointment by the Supreme

Court to fill a vacancy prior to the effective date of this

Amendment shall not be eliqible for retention in the office to

which he or she was appointed. Such Judge shall be eliqible for

selection pursuant to Section 12.1. Six months before the general

election next preceding the expiration of the term of office of

such Judqe, the Administrative Director of the Illinois Courts

shall notify the Chair oé the appropriate Judicial Review

Commission of the Judqe's candidacy. The Chair shall then

promptly convene the Commission.

(b) If by concurrence of not less than 3/5 of its members the

Commission finds the candidate to be qualified to serve another

term, the candidate shall be retained in office for a full term

commencing on the first Monday in December followinq the election.

The standard for determininq qualifications to serve another term

shall be the same used to determine whether a person shall be

recommended to fill a vacancy pursuant to subsection (d) of

Section 12.1. Not less than 84 days before the election, the

Commission shall prepare and submit to each candidate its findinq

as to whether that candidate is qualified or not aualified to

serve another term. Not less than 77 days before the election,
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the Commission shall submit to the Administrative Director of the

Illinois Courts a list statinq by name: (i) which candidates it

has found qualified to serve another term; (ii) which candidates

it has found not qualified; and (iii) which candidates have

withdrawn their candidacy by written notification to the

Commission.

(c) A Judqe found not qualified for retention by a Judicial

Review Commission shall have the riqht to stand for retention bg

the electorate at the general election. Such Judqe shall file in

the office of the Secretary of State, not less than 65 days before

the election, a declaration of candidacy for retention by the

electorate. Not less than 63 days before the election, the

Secretary of State shall certify the Judqe's candidacy to the

proper election officials. At the election, the name of each such

Judqe who has timely filed a declaration of candidacy for

retention by the electorate shall be submitted to the electors,

separately and without party desiqnation, on the sole question of

retention in office for another term. Retention elections shall

be conducted at general elections in the appropriate Judicial

Districts and Circuits. The affirmative vote of 3/5 of the

electors voting on the question of retention shall retain a Judqe

in that office for a full term commencinq on the first Monday in

December following the election.

(d) A Judge eliqible to file a declaration of candidacy for

retention who fails to do so within the times herein specified, or

havinq filed, withdraws his or her candidacy or fails of

retention, shall vacate the office on the first Monday in December

followinq the election, whether or not a successor shall yet have

qualified. lf an incumbent Judqe, eliqible to do so, does not

timely file a declaration of candidacy for retention, the

selection of a successor, if any, shall proceed immediately in the

manner provided in Section 12.1 so that the successor may take

office as soon as a vacancy occurs.
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(e) An authorized reduction in the number of Judqes shall be

without prejudice to the right of Judges in office at the time to

seek retention in accordance with the provisions of this Section.'

The reduction shall become effective when a vacancy occurs in the

affected unit.

SECTION 12.4. JUDICIAL REVIEW COMMISSIONS

(a) In each Judicial District, a Judictal Review Commission

shall be created and empowered to determine qualifications ior

retention of Supreme and Appellate Judqes, and in each Judicial

circuit, a Judicial Review Commission shall be created and

empowered to determine qualifications for retention of Circuit

Judqes.

The Board shall not file a complaint unless

five members believe that a reasonable basis exists to charge

the Judge ' with willful misconduct in office,

persistent failure to perform his or her duties, or other conduct

that is prejudicial to the administration of justice or that

brings the judicial office into disrepute, or (2) to charge that
the Judge ' is, physically or mentally unable to

perform his or her duties. A11 proceedings of the Board shall be

confidential except the filing of a complaint with the Courts

Commission. The Board shall prosecute the complaint.

(d) The Board shall adopt rules qoverning its procedures. It

shall have subpoena power and authority to appoint and direct its

staff. Members of the Board who are not Judges shall receive per

diem compensation and necessary expenses; members who are Judges
' shall receive necessary expenses only. The General Assembly by law

shall appropriate funds for the operation of the Board.

A Courts Commission is created consisting of one Supreme

SECTION l6. ADMINISTRATION

General administrative and supervisory authority over all

courts vested the Supreme Court and shall be exercised by

the Chief Justice in accordance with its rules.

ARTICLE VI

SECTION 11. ELIGIBILITY FOR OFFICE

No person shall be eliqible to be a Judge or Associate Judge

unless he is a United States citizen, a licensed attorney-at-law

of this State, and has been admitted to the practice of law in

this State or another jurisdiction for at least IQ years prior to

his tenure as a Judqe or Associate Judqe, and i. a resident of the
unit which selects him. No change the boundaries of a unit

shall affect the tenure in office of a Judge or Assoctate Judge

incumbent at the time of such change.
