Resol ution...this Resolution that’s on the board is asking
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that the State of Illinois renane the state library after
t he poet...the African- Anerican poet, Gmaendol yn Jones..”

Speaker Hartke: “Shhh. Shhh. Pl ease.”

Jones: “OGaendol yn Brooks, a noted poet out of Chicago that is...
she should be very well known across the State of Illinois.
But she wote... she was a poetess and she also wote poens
for children. And | ask for a favorable vote.”

Speaker Hartke: “I's there any discussion? Chair recogni zes
Speaker Madi gan.”

Madi gan: “M . Speaker and Ladies and Gentlenen of the House, |
rise in support of House Joint Resolution 11, which woul d
provide that the Illinois State Library would be naned
after Gaendol yn Brooks. Gaendol yn Brooks was the first
African Anerican to wn a Pulitzer Prize, that happened in
1950, because of her collection of poens entitled Annie

Al | en. She al so served as the Poet Laureate for the State

of Illinois for over 30 years and at the time her only
predecessor in that position was Carl Sandburg. I would
suggest that this designation would be very appropriate
because of the time and the effort of Gwendolyn Brooks in
education and especially education of children. She was
very devoted to the principle and the idea that the best
met hod of comunication was the witten and the spoken
word, especially with children, because it provided an
incentive and a continual notivation for themto interact.
And for all of these reasons | would reconmmend an °‘aye’

vote, M. Speaker.”
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Speaker Hartke: “Further discussion? Chair recogni zes
Representative Currie.”

Currie: “Thank you, Speaker and Menbers of the House. 1, too,
rise in support of this Resolution and I'm glad that we're
offering it and adopting it on the second to |ast day of

Black History Month, a very appropriate tribute to a very

great, a very inportant Illinois woman. In fact, this
renaming wll keep Black Hstory in our mnds, in our
t houghts, in our hearts not just during February, but
t hrough every nonth of the year. Gnendol yn Brooks was a

groundbreaker, she led a long and distinguished career.
She cared deeply about education, about making sure that
our young people have every opportunity to succeed. She
was a wordsmth whose poens were understandable, we're
connected, made it weasier for wus to wunderstand other
people, other visions, other lives. | am proud to
participate in this effort and | am sure we wll have
unani nrous support from this House to renane our state
library after the distinguished poet and educator,
Gnendol yn Brooks.”

Speaker Hartke: “Further discussion? Chair recogni zes
Representati ve Parke.”

Parke: “Thank you, M. Speaker. |’"m..also rise in support of
this. And | think it is a..a great idea considering that
we are celebrating African Hstory Month. And | would Iike
to know if all Menbers could be added onto this so that it

does not just reflect one side of the aisle. | don’t think
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anybody woul d object in the chanber if we all were added to

this Resolution. Thank you.”

Speaker Hartke: “Chair recognizes Representative Turner.”

Turner: “Thank you, M. Speaker and Ladies and Centl enen of the
Assenbl y. |, too, rise in support of House Joint
Resol ution 11. | think that there’s no finer person that

this building could be naned after other than Gaendol yn,
the very fact that she is a Poet Laureate and now a
professor at Chicago State University, known around the
worl d, her works certainly are in many libraries throughout
this country. It’s only befitting that we would nane our
library here in the state after her. And | rise in support
of House Joint Resolution 11.”

Speaker Hartke: “Further discussion? Since no one is seeking
recognition, the question is, ‘Shall the House pass House
Joint Resolution 11?° Al those in favor signify by voting
‘yes’; those opposed vote ‘no’ .

House Bill 1167 Al'l those in favor signify by saying
‘aye’; opposed ‘no’. In the opinion of the Chair, the

Speaker Hartke: “Representative Lang.”

Lang: “Thank you, M. Speaker, Ladies and GCentlenen of the
House. W all know what problens we have collecting child
support . This Bill, as anended, is a Bill that would
require that when appropriate authorities who are
collecting child support go to utility conpanies, cable
conpanies and other places for information about where
sonmeone m ght be working that the information is given and
that subpoenas are followed by these organizations. It
would give us additional tools to track down people that
owe child support. | would ask your support.”

Speaker Hartke: “I's there any discussion? Chair recognizes

Representati ve Parke.”
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Parke: “M. Speaker, wll the Sponsor yield?”
Speaker Hartke: “He indicates he will.”
Par ke: “Representative, could you just tell the Body how this

Lang:

is helpful, explain it, how it would work if you were
wor ki ng with sonebody that had a deadbeat parent?”

“Absol ut el y. Representative, one of the problens in
collecting noney from people who owe child support is
finding them and finding where they work. If, let’s say,
the cable conpany...1’'Il |ook between them If, let’s say,
the cabl e conpany got a subpoena and they had informtion
as to where a particular debtor Ilived or where that
particul ar debtor worked or where that particular debtor
banked and then if the state got the information they' d be
able to track that person down and coll ect the noney.”

Parke: “Now, do you have to go to a judge and ask for..a | ot of

Lang:

times this is proprietary information or this is
informati on that would be covered under privacy rules. How
does the court allow this to happen, what is the vehicle
used?”

“We have sonething in the Jlaw now called an
adm ni strative subpoena and so a state agency can by
subpoena ask for the information. They...they can do it now
with sone areas, but this wuld require that these
addi ti onal entities be required to respond to such
subpoenas.”

Parke: “And is this over the subpoenas...is it authorized by an

i n-house attorney of that agency or does the...do they still

have to go the court or can they just sinply have a clerk
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in that agency just put in place a subpoena and all that
information then is becom ng known?”

Lang: “I't’s ny understanding that the director or sone
responsi ble person at a high level would have to sign off,
just as if we do a subpoena here in the House of
Representatives, if a commttee wants to subpoena sonet hi ng
or sonebody in the House, the Speaker has to sign off on
t hat subpoena. And so, these subpoenas woul d not be signed
off on sinply by a clerk.”

Parke: “Ckay. And where is that in the...is that current |aw or
is that in your |l egislation as to who has the
responsibility of signing off? Is it already there and
you're codifying it or, again, | just don't want.. | want

sonebody responsible that has the authority to do this.”

Lang: “My Bill does not change the current |aw about how a
subpoena is issued by one of these agencies and | don’t
have that current lawin front of ne, but it doesn’'t change
that law. And in sone cases they' re doing this now”

Par ke: “Representative, who are you carrying this |egislation
for?”

Lang: “This is legislation that is ny |legislation. As you
know, one of the things that | have worked on for sone
years is collection of debt owed to the state and | see
child support as one aspect of that and maybe the nost
i nportant aspect of that.”

Parke: “Well, | just wanna nmake sure that, in fact, an innocent
person does not have the... their information divulged

because of privacy rules that we all want. So, | wanna
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make sure and if...if you think there’s a problem in here
maybe you should pull the Bill, if you don't think there’'s

a problem then we can nove forward, but be cognizant that
when it goes to Third Reading |'m gonna ask you again,
excuse ne, when it...if it cones from the Senate, [’'Il be

aski ng what you’ ve done to tighten that up.”

Lang: “What ... what | wll do, Representative, is ask you for
your support and we’'ll take a look into the natter and if
Amendnents are necessary | wll commt to you that they
wi Il be acconplished in the Senate.”

Parke: “Thank you. To the...to the Bill, M. Speaker.”

Speaker Hartke: “To the Bill.”

Par ke: “I rise in support of this. | think it’s been in the
press lately that Illinois is on the low end of child

support collection and every tine we do not collect from a
deadbeat parent that neans children suffer in this state,
that a famly suffers and ultimately the taxpayers then, if
there is a way of doing it, will have to come forward and
provide for it. That’s not acceptable in this state, it’s
not acceptable anywhere. |[|If you have a famly, you have a
responsibility to provide for that famly. So, | will rise
in support of this legislation and the Sponsor will try to
make sure that the innocent are protected. Thank you.”

Speaker Hartke: “Further discussion? Chair recognizes the
Gentl eman from DuPage, Representative Hultgren.”

Hul tgren: “Thank you, M. Speaker. WII the Sponsor yield real
qui ckl y?”

Speaker Hartke: “The Sponsor indicates that he will yield.”
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Hul t gr en: “Yes, Representative Lang, just a quick question.
Are there any groups out there that are opposed to this
| egi sl ati on?”

Lang: “Representative, correct ne if I'’m wong ‘cause you were
in committee, but | don't believe anybody testified in
opposition to this.”

Hul t gren: “I don’'t think so either. | wanted to see also if
you' d heard anything since our conmttee neeting.”

Lang: “1 have not.”

Hul tgren: “Ckay. To the Bill.”

Speaker Hartke: “To the Bill.”

Hul t gr en: “I do support this |egislation. | believe this is
one of our nost inportant areas is to nake sure that we do
take care of the children of our state and make sure that
responsibility of parents is followed through on. So, | do
support this Bill. In commttee, it was supported
unani mously and following along with the Representative’'s
statements that there are no people that are speaking
opposed to this, | do support this legislation and
encourage a ‘yes’ vote.”

Bill and there was sone question on how the information

woul d be dissemi nated. Although, | think what you’'re doing
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is a good idea, ny...are we asking for specific records from
these entities? W are not requiring that they give us
unlimted access that our staff can go through. Say, we're
requesting information, do you know the location of Joe
Smth..”

Lang: “They would re..

Lang: “Sorry. They would request specific information, so they
would go to a cable operator in an area that they think the
person mght live in and they mght say, if you have this
person on your records give us his address, if you ve got a
check fromhimrecently tell us where he banks, if you have
a job tell us where he works. And that would enable us to
go after this person.”

Mul |'i gan: “All right. So, you're go...youre giving them a
specific list saying, do you know where these people are,
as opposed to them giving us lists that anybody could
peruse that would be..

Lang: “That’'s correct.”

Mul |'i gan: “.include information... Al right, then | totally
support your Bill.”

Lang: “Thank you.”

Mul I'i gan: “Thank you.”

Speaker Hartke: “Further discussion? Chair recognizes
Representative Bl ack.”

Bl ack: “Thank you very much, M. Speaker. WIIl the Sponsor
yi el d?”
Speaker Hartke: “Sponsor indicates he will yield.”

Lou, we continue to give the departnment nore
and nore and nore ability to go after the true deadbeat,
noncust odi al parent. | don’'t see any action com ng out at
the other end of that funnel. W still have one of the

wor st records of child support of any state in the country,

| think we...l think Illinois noncustodial parents owe nore
than 2...%$2 billion. You know the fiasco that we had wth
the State D sbursenent Unit. There is a contract pending,

I believe, wth a new provider to run the State
Di sbursenment Unit. I’m not sure that that.. and that’'s a
federal mandate that we can’t change, | think the county
clerks or circuit clerks were doing a better job.
