Speaker Turner:  "Representative Currie mores for the adoption of 

the Agreed Resolutions.  All those in favor should say

And if I may asked the 

Body for a moment of silence in honor of Chief Deputy Tommy 

Martin and all of… officers who've been killed in the line 

of duty.  Thank you, Mr. Speaker.  Thank you."
