In 

our prayer should be this not only has God blessed America 

but that He blessed this gathering, this institution.  

Hopefully, we get our work done and for His glory.  If you 

wanna sing along with me, this is our prayer today.  Amen."

Let the record reflect that 

Representatives Osmond, Bost, Myers, Dunn, and Sacia are 

excused." 

Speaker Madigan:  "The Clerk shall take the record.  There being 

105 Members responding to the Attendance Roll Call, there is 

a quorum present.  Mr. Clerk." 

Speaker Turner:  "Representative Turner in the Chair.
