Currie: "Thank vyou, Speaker. Would the Clerk please read
Twelfth Special Session House Resolutions 1 and 2."

Speaker Madigan: "Mr. Clerk."

Clerk Mahoney: "Twelfth Special Session House Resolution #1.

RESOLVED, that the Rules of the House of Representatives of the
Ninety-Fifth General Assembly be adopted as the Rules of
this Twelfth Special Session, so far as the same may be
applicable, and that the Committees of the House of
Representatives of the Ninety-Fifth General Assembly, shall
constitute the Committees of the House during this Twelfth
Special Session.
