Speaker Madigan: "Sponsor yields."

Franks: "Representative, I understand the Governor’s Veto is
noncompliant. So, 1in order to have the original intent I

think we all voted for except for a few Members, we’d have
to override. I know that since we’ve voted, I’ve gotten a
lot of 1letters from 1local schools this morning I got, I

don’t know, maybe 10 or 12 faxes asking us to reevaluate

our position. Have vyou received those same types of
communications?"
Cross: "I have received some, maybe not as many as you. They

have suggested 1in the letters that there’s a mandate in

this Bill. And Representative, I want to be about as clear
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as I can; there is no mandate. There are two components to
the Bill. One would allow for self-management by kids that
have been given the okay by their physician, their

endocrinologist, in con.. in conjunction with their parents

and the school. The second is to seek out a volunteer in
the event the child cannot self-manage. This 1is a Bill
that’s been worked on for the last seven years. We passed

a Bill out of this chamber a number of years ago where
there was a mandate on school districts. That is not in
here, and I'm.. to be quite frank and blunt about it, the
suggestion that it’s a mandate I think 1is erroneous.. 1is
not, I think, is erroneous. So, I think we've cleared that
in the original Bill when it passed here last spring."
Franks: "Thank you. 'Cause I was concerned I was getting these.
I appreciate you clarifying that there’s not a mandate.
And.. and I'm not sure what they’re.. Was there any other
criticisms that they had that you are aware of? I think
that we were getting some letters from school nurses."
Cross: "School nurses have.. have objected and look, I.. I think
I've said this, Representative, before. In an ideal world,
we would have a school nurse in every school to take care
of kids with diabetes and asthma, and a variety of
illnesses. That does not exist in the world we live in, in
Illinois; that’s unfortunate. And so, the school nurses
have suggested that this i1s an attempt to get rid of them.
I would argue the exact opposite, that we would.. I will
continue to advocate for school nurses in the schools. In
our situation, with our daughter, we’'ve been fortunate

enough to have a school nurse. So, the school nurses have
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been.. at one point, I thought they were going to be
neutral. We had been working with the nurses. That’s
changed since the passage. I'm not sure why it’s changed,
but they have had some concerns."

Franks: "Thank vyou. I got the same arguments. I received an
argument vyesterday that.. along those 1lines and I said,
well, there’s.. we don’t require school nurses. So, this

would be no way in getting rid of them, as well."

Cross: "Not at all."

Franks: "So, I.. I appreciate you clarifying that as well."

Cross: "Good questions. Fair guestions."

Franks: "Thank you."

Speaker Madigan: "Mr. Durkin."

Durkin: "To the Bill. You know, I just want to briefly speak
to this. I guess you really don’t know too much about type
I diabetes until it reaches your home. And my daughter was

diagnosed with type I diabetes the first week of June this
past summer. It's a very traumatic affect on our family,
and it was a rough summer. But what I learned, in a very
short amount of time, is that you don’t need be.. you don’t
need to be a nurse to be able to administer insulin. My
wife and I, we live very close to our school. We have a
nurse at my daughter’s gra.. grammar school. We're very
fortunate. But it‘s not wus that.. we’'ve got it under
control. We can manage 1it, but there are places where
there aren’t schools that have nurses where, also, where
parents cannot get to the school at lunchtime or at snack
time when the child will need to have the insulin

administered. So, 1f they’'re going to either tell them vyou
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don’'t eat 1lunch, or if you are going to eat lunch, we’'ll
catch up with vyou later. That’s just not right. But the
fact 1is, many of vyou know me. I'm able to measure the
insulin. I'm able to administer 1it. My 10-year-old
stepdaughters have been able to do it, as well. This is a
good Bill. I hope you can support it. It has been worked on
vear after vyear after vear. So, I would ask that vyou
support this override, and we’ll deal with the other issues
later. But this 1is incredibly important for those kids in
those schools who don’t have the nurses, as I said earlier,
or the parents are not able to physically get to the school
to administer the.. the insulin. And the fact 1is, our
schools do have responsible individuals who could take up
that task. I can do it. There are people in our schools
can do 1t as well. Please support Representative Cross
with this Motion."
