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Speaker Lyons: "All right, quiet down and get at your desks. I
always wanted to start it once like that. Good afternoon,
Illinois. Your House of Representatives will come to order,
the Veto Session of the 97th General Assembly. Welcome back
all and new Members in learning process and all of
Illinois, we're glad to be back at our Capitol. Members are
asked to please be at their desk. We shall be led in prayer
today by Pastor Shaun Lewis, who is the TIllinois State
Director of Capitol Commission serving the political
Leaders of all of Illinois. Members and guests are asked to
please refrain from starting their 1laptop, turn off all
cell phones and pagers, rise for the invocation and the
Pledge of Allegiance. Pastor Shaun Lewis."

Pastor Lewis: "You'd bow with me in prayer. The elections are
now behind us and Lord, as our lawmakers come together for
Veto Session, I think of Proverbs 3:13-14. It says blessed
is the one who finds wisdom, and the one who gets
understanding, for the gain from her 1is better than the
gain from silver and a profit better than gold. And Lord,
who among us isn't tempted by silver and gold, all of us
are, but the gain from these cannot compare to the peace,
comfort, happiness and Dblessings of 1living wisely. The
Scripture is an ancient book, but it's a timeless one that
has much to say for every age including ours. And my prayer
today, Lord, is that our Representatives would desire Your
word, look to it for wisdom, apply it and be a blessing to
our state and their constituents. As they're away from home

this week after Thanksgiving, protect and give comfort to
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their families. Bless their time in Springfield and may
they govern faithfully. In Jesus' name we pray, Amen."
Speaker Lyons: "Representative Randy Ramey, would you please
lead us in the Pledge of Allegiance."
Ramey - et al: "I pledge allegiance to the flag of the United
States of America and to the republic for which it stands,

one nation under God, indivisible, with liberty and justice

for all."
Speaker Lyons: "Roll Call for Attendance. Leader Bost, GOP."
Bost: "Thank vyou, Mr. Speaker, and welcome back. I'd like the

record to reflect that Representative Mulligan, Nybo and
Sosnowskili are excused on the Republican side of the aisle
today."

Speaker Lyons: "Thank vyou, Leader. Majority Leader Barbara
Flynn Currie, Democrats."

Currie: "Thank you, Speaker. We have no excused House Democrats
to report today."

Speaker Lyons: "Mr. Clerk, take the record. We have 115 Members
responding to the Roll Call, we have a dgquorum. We're
prepared to do the work of the people of the State of
Illinois. Representative David Leitch, Leader Leitch, for

what purpose do you seek recognition, Representative?"

Leitch: "Yes. Personal privilege."
Speaker Lyons: "State your point, Representative."
Leitch: "T would like to begin by thanking the Members, both in

the House and the Senate, who joined with Representative
Mautino and I 1in sending letters to the Illinois State
Liquor Commission and to the Governor's Office asking those

two entities to reveal and appeal the decision that
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permitted InBev, Budweiser, to own distributorships in
Illinois. As many of vyou will recall, Senate Bill 754
passed this House wunanimously, had 1 'no' wvote in the
Senate and the TIllinois Liquor Commission ignored us
completely. They ignored the Legislative Branch, the will
of the people, entirely in making, what I wview, as a
totally illegal decision. So, why 1is this decision so
important? First of all, I think it is wvery important that
we send notice that the Legislative Branch of government
should not be ignored Dbecause this Legislative Branch
speaks for the people of Illinois. But on a substantive
basis, the impact of that decision 1is also very, very
important because it begins to unwind the prohibition..
since prohibition, the three-tier process for  Dbeer
distribution in TIllinois: the brewer, the distributor and
the retailer. Already around the world, there has been a
mass horizontal integration of the beer industry. It is
currently the position of those virtual monopolies to vert..
to vertically integrate those monopolies. And that is what
has been at stake in this decision and that is what the
Liquor Commission did and that is what the Governor, by not
intervening, has permitted to happen. So, I would like to
just make sure that all Members understand what has
happened here and that you share with me my outrage that
this branch was ignored and that we are apparently on a
path, a very destructive path, for horizontally integrating
monopolizing the beer industry in the state. Thank you, Mr.

Speaker."
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Speaker Lyons: "Thank you, Leader Leitch. Representative Chapa
LaVia, for what purpose do you seek recognition,
Representative?"

Chapa LaVia: "Thank you, Speaker and Members. I would just like

to welcome everybody back to Veto, but also the American
Red Cross came by my office today and they would like to
make sure that the Illinois General Assembly shows their
support for military members during the holiday. Tomorrow
at the Capitol, they will have cards that we will £fill out
and send to our soldiers. And I'm hoping that everybody, a
hundred percent of us, will participate in that tomorrow.
So, I'm just asking that we open our ears to that tomorrow.
Thank you."

Speaker Lyons: "Thank you, Representative, a very good cause.
Thanks for bringing that to our attention. Representative
JoAnn Osmond on a Motion."

Osmond: "Thank vyou, Mr. Speaker. I would request the post..
waiving the posting for a Resolution.. I'm sorry.. House

today."

Speaker Lyons: "You've heard the Lady's Motion to waive posting
for House Joint Resolution 101.
