Sec. 10. Definitions. As used in this Act:

"Agency" means the Environnmental Protection Agency.

"Alternate fuel” neans |iquid petrol eumgas, natural gas,
E85 bl end fuel, fuel conposed of a mninmm 80% ethanol,

bi o- based nethanol, fuels that are at | east 70% derived from

bi omass, or electricity.

"Alternate fuel vehicle" neans any vehicle that is

operated in Illinois and 1is capable of using an alternate
fuel.

"Conventional ", when used to nodify the word "vehicle",
"engi ne", or "fuel", neans gasoline or diesel or any

reformul ati ons of those fuels.

"Covered Area" neans the counties of Cook, DuPage, Kane,
Lake, MHenry, and WII| and those portions of G undy County
and Kendall County that are included in the followng ZIP
code areas, as designated by the U S. Postal Service on the

effective date of this anmendatory Act of 1998: 60416, 60444,
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60447, 60450, 60481, 60538, and 60543.

"Director” means the Director of the Environnental
Prot ection Agency.

"Donestic renewable fuel"” nmeans a fuel, produced in the
United States, conposed of a m ni num 80% et hanol, bi o-based
met hanol, and fuels derived from bi o- nass.

"E85 bl end fuel" nmeans fuel that contains 85% et hanol and
15% gasol i ne.

"GWR' nmeans G oss Vehicle Wight Rating.

"Location" nmeans (i) a parcel of real property or (ii)
mul tiple, contiguous parcels of real property that are
separated by private roadways, public roadways, or private or
public rights-of-way and are owned, operated, |eased, or
under common control of one party.

"Original equipnent manufacturer” or "CEM neans a
manufacturer of alternate fuel vehicles or a manufacturer or
remanufacturer of alternate fuel engines wused in vehicles
greater than 8500 pounds GWR

"Rental vehicle" neans any notor vehicle that is owned or
controlled primarily for the purpose of short-termleasing or
rental pursuant to a contract.
