Sec. 3-12. Powers and duties of State Conmni ssion.

(a) The State comm ssion shall have the follow ng

powers, functions and duti es:

(1) To receive applications and to issue |icenses
to manuf acturers, foreign i nporters, i nporting
distributors, distributors, non-resident dealers, on
prem se consunption retailers, of f prem se sal e

retailers, special event retailer |icensees, special use
permt |licenses, auction |I|iquor |I|icenses, brew pubs,
caterer retailers, non- bever age users, railroads,
i ncl udi ng owners and | essees of sl eeping, dining and cafe
cars, ai r pl anes, boats, brokers, and wne nmaker's
prem ses retatl licensees in accordance wth t he
provisions of this Act, and to suspend or revoke such
i censes upon the State comm ssion's determ nation, upon
notice after hearing, that a |licensee has violated any
provision of this Act or any rule or regulation issued

pursuant thereto and in effect for 30 days prior to such

vi ol ati on.
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In lieu of suspending or revoking a |license, the
comm ssion may i npose a fine, upon the State comm ssion's
determnation and notice after hearing, that a |icensee
has viol ated any provision of this Act or any rule or
regul ation 1issued pursuant thereto and in effect for 30
days prior to such violation. The fine inposed under
this paragraph my not exceed $500 for each viol ation.
Each day that the activity, which gave rise to the
original fine, continues is a separate violation. The
maxi mum fine that may be | evied against any |licensee, for
the period of the Iicense, shall not exceed $20,000. The
maxi mum penalty that may be inposed on a licensee for
selling a bottle of alcoholic liquor with a foreign
object init or serving froma bottle of alcoholic |iquor
wth a foreign object in it shall be the destruction of
that bottle of alcoholic Iiquor for the first 10 bottles
so sold or served fromby the licensee. For the eleventh
bottle of alcoholic liquor and for each third bottle
thereafter sold or served fromby the Ilicensee with a
foreign object in it, the maxinmum penalty that may be
i nposed on the licensee is the destruction of the bottle
of alcoholic liquor and a fine of up to $50.

(2) To adopt such rules and regul ati ons consi st ent
with the provisions of this Act which shall be necessary
to carry on its functions and duties to the end that the
heal th, safety and welfare of the People of the State of
I11inois shall be protected and tenperance in the
consunption of alcoholic liquors shall be fostered and
pronoted and to distribute copies of such rules and
regul ations to all licensees affected thereby.

(3) To call upon other admnistrative departnents
of the State, county and nunicipal governnents, county
and city police departnments and upon prosecuting officers

for such information and assistance as it deens necessary
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in the performance of its duties.

(4) To recommend to | ocal comm ssioners rules and
regul ations, not inconsistent with the law, for the
distribution and sale of alcoholic liquors throughout the
St at e.

(5 To inspect, or <cause to be inspected, any
premses in this State where alcoholic liquors are
manuf act ured, distributed, warehoused, or sold.

(5.1) Upon receipt of a conplaint or upon having

know edge that any person is engaged in business as a

manuf act ur er, inmporting distributor, distributor, or
retailer without a license or valid license, to notify
the local |Iliquor authority, file a conplaint with the

State's Attorney's Ofice of the county where t he
incident occurred, or initiate an investigation with the
appropriate | aw enforcenent officials.

(5.2) To issue a cease and desist notice to persons
shi pping alcoholic liquor into this State from a point

outside of this State if the shipnent is in violation of

this Act.

(5.3) To receive conplaints from I|icensees, |oca
officials, law enforcenent agencies, organi zations, and
persons stating that any |icensee has been or IS

violating any provision of this Act or the rules and
regul ations issued pursuant to this Act. Such conplaints
shall be in witing, signed and sworn to by the person
making the conplaint, and shall state wth specificity
the facts in relation to the alleged violation. If the
Comm ssion has reasonable grounds to believe that the
conpl aint substantially alleges a violation of this Act
or rules and regul ati ons adopted pursuant to this Act, it
shall conduct an investigation. |If, after conducting an
investigation, the Commssion is satisfied that the

alleged violation did occur, it shall proceed wth
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disciplinary action against the licensee as provided in
this Act.

(6) To hear and determ ne appeals fromorders of a
| ocal comm ssion in accordance wth the provisions of
this Act, as hereinafter set forth. Hearings under this
subsection shall be held in Springfield or Chicago, at
whi chever | ocation is the nore convenient for the
majority of persons who are parties to the hearing.

(7) The comm ssion shall establish uniform systens
of accounts to be kept by all retail |icensees having
nmore than 4 enployees, and for this pur pose t he
comm ssion may classify all retail |icensees having nore
than 4 enployees and establish a wuniform system of
accounts for each class and prescribe the manner in which
such accounts shall be kept. The comm ssion may al so
prescri be the fornms of accounts to be kept by all retai
I i censees having nore than 4 enpl oyees, including but not
limted to accounts of earnings and expenses and any
di stribution, paynent, or other distribution of earnings
or assets, and any other forns, records and nenoranda
which in the judgnent of the comm ssion may be necessary
or appropriate to carry out any of the provisions of this
Act, including but not limted to such fornms, records and
menoranda as will readily and accurately disclose at al
times the beneficial ownership of such retail |I|icensed
busi ness. The accounts, forms, records and nenoranda
shall be available at all reasonable tinmes for inspection
by authorized representatives of the State comm ssion or
by any local [|iquor control comm ssioner or his or her
aut hori zed representative. The conmmi ssion, may, fromtine
to tine, alter, anend or repeal, in whole or in part, any
uni form system of accounts, or the form and manner of
keepi ng accounts.

(8 In the conduct of any hearing authorized to be
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held by the comm ssion, to examne, or cause to be
exam ned, under oath, any |licensee, and to exam ne or
cause to be examned the books and records of such
licensee; to hear testinony and take proof material for
its information in the discharge of its duties hereunder;
to adm nister or cause to be admnistered oaths; and for
any such purpose to issue subpoena or subpoenas to
require the attendance of w tnesses and the production of
books, which shall be effective in any part of this
St at e.

Any Circuit Court may by order duly entered, require
t he attendance of wtnesses and the production of
rel evant books subpoenaed by the State comm ssion and the
court may conpel obedience to its order by proceedings
for contenpt.

(9) To investigate the admnistration of laws in
relation to alcoholic liquors in this and other states
and any foreign countries, and to recommend fromtine to
time to the Governor and through him or her to the
| egislature of this State, such anmendnents to this Act,
if any, as it may think desirable and as wll serve to
further the general broad purposes contained in Section
1- 2 hereof.

(10) To adopt such rules and regul ati ons consi st ent
with the provisions of this Act which shall be necessary
for the control, sale or disposition of alcoholic |iquor
damaged as a result of an accident, weck, flood, fire or
other sim/lar occurrence.

(11) To develop industry educat i onal progr anms
related to responsible serving and selling, particularly
in the areas of overserving consuners and illegal
under age pur chasi ng and consunption of alcoholic
bever ages.

(11.1) To license persons providing education and
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training to alcohol Dbeverage sellers and servers under
t he Beverage Al cohol Sellers and Servers Education and
Trai ning (BASSET) progranms and to devel op and adm ni ster
a public awareness program in Illinois to reduce or
elimnate t he illegal purchase and consunption of
al cohol i ¢ beverage products by persons under the age of
21. Application for a license shall be nade on forns
provi ded by the State Conmm ssi on.

(12) To develop and mamintain a repository of
license and regul atory information.

(13) On or before January 15, 1994, the Conm ssion
shall issue a witten report to the Governor and GCeneral
Assenbly that is to be based on a conprehensive study of
the inpact on and inplications for the State of Illinois
of Section 1926 of the Federal ADAMHA Reor gani zation Act
of 1992 (Public Law 102-321). This study shall address
the extent to which Illinois currently conplies with the
provisions of P.L. 102-321 and the rules pronulgated
pur suant thereto.

As part of its report, the Comm ssion shall provide
the follow ng essential information:

(1) the nunber of retail distributors of
tobacco products, by type and geographic area, in
the State;

(i) the nunmber of reported citations and
successful convictions, categorized by type and
| ocation of retail distributor, for violation of the
Sal e of Tobacco to Mnors Act and the Snokeless
Tobacco Limtation Act;

(ri1) the extent and nature of organized
educati onal and governnental activities that are
intended to pronote, encourage or otherw se secure
conpliance with any Illinois laws that prohibit the

sale or distribution of tobacco products to m nors;
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and
(tv) the level of access and availability of
t obacco products to individuals under the age of 18.
To obtain the data necessary to conply wth the

provisions of P.L. 102-321 and the requirenents of this

report, the Conmm ssion shall conduct random unannounced
i nspections of a geographically and scientifically
representative sanpl e of t he State's retail tobacco

di stri butors.

The Comm ssion shall consult wth the Departnment of
Public Health, the Departnment of Human Services, the Illinois
State Police and any other executive branch agency, and
private organi zations that may have information relevant to
this report.

The Commission nmay contract wth the Food and Drug

Adm nistration of the U S. Departnent of Health and Human

Services to conduct unannounced investigations of Illinois
tobacco vendors to determne conpliance wth federal |aws
relating to the illegal sale of cigarettes and snokel ess

t obacco products to persons under the age of 18.

(b) On or before April 30, 1999, the Comm ssion shal
present a witten report to the Governor and the General
Assenbly that shall be based on a study of the inpact of this
anmendatory Act of 1998 on the business of soliciting,
selling, and shipping alcoholic liquor fromoutside of this
State directly to residents of this State.

As part of its report, the Comm ssion shall provide the
foll ow ng information:

(1) the amunt of State excise and sales tax
revenues generated as a result of this anendatory Act of
1998;

(i) the amunt of licensing fees received as a
result of this anendatory Act of 1998;

(ti1) the nunmber of reported violations, the nunber
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of cease and desist notices issued by the Comm ssion, the
nunber of notices of violations issued to the Departnent
of Revenue, and the nunber of notices and conplaints of
violations to | aw enforcenent officials.

inmporters, distributors and inporting distributors from
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within or outside this State; and to store such al coholic
liquors in this State; provided that the above powers may be
exercised only 1in connection with the inportation, purchase
or storage of alcoholic liquors to be sold or dispensed on a
club, buffet, |ounge or dining car operated on an electric,
gas or steamrailway in this State; and provided further,
that railroad |licensees exercising the above powers shall be
subject to all provisions of Article VIII of +this Act as
applied to inporting distributors.

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(j) An airplane license shall permt the licensee to
import alcoholic liquors into this State from any point in

An airplane licensee shall also
permt the sale or dispensing of alcoholic liquors on any

passenger airplane regularly operated by a common carrier in

this State, but shall not permt the sale for resale of any

alcoholic liquors to any licensee wthin this State. A
single airplane license shall be required of an airline
conpany if liquor service is provided on board aircraft in
this State. The annual fee for such |license shall be as

determned in Section 5-3.

(k) A foreign inporter's |license shall permt such
licensee to purchase alcoholic liquor fromlllinois |icensed
non-resident dealers only, and to inport alcoholic |I|iquor

other than in bulk fromany point outside the United States

and to sell such alcoholic Iliquor to Illinois |I|icensed
inporting distributors and to no one else in Illinois.

(1) (i) A broker's Ilicense shall be required of al
persons who solicit orders for, offer to sell or offer to
supply alcoholic liquor to retailers in the State of

I1linois, or who offer to retailers to ship or cause to be
shipped or to nmake contact wth distillers, rectifiers,

brewers or manufacturers or any other party within or wthout
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the State of Illinois in order that alcoholic |iquors be
shipped to a distributor, inporting distributor or foreign

i nporter, whether such solicitation or offer is consunmated

wWithin or without the State of IIllinois.

No holder of a retailer's license issued by the Illinois
Li quor Control Conmm ssion shall purchase or receive any
al coholic liquor, the order for which was solicited or

offered for sale to such retailer by a broker wunless the

broker is the holder of a valid broker's |icense.

The Dbroker shall, wupon the acceptance by a retailer of
the broker's solicitation of an order or offer to sell or
supply or deliver or have delivered alcoholic Iiquors,
pronptly forward to the Illinois Liquor Control Conm ssion a

notification of said transaction in such form as t he
Comm ssion may by regul ati ons prescri be.

(ti) A broker's license shall be required of a person
within this State, other than a retail |icensee, who, for a
fee or conm ssion, pronotes, solicits, or accepts orders for
al coholic liquor, for use or consunption and not for resale,
to be shipped from this State and delivered to residents
outside of this State by an express conpany, conmon carrier,
or contract «carrier. This Section does not apply to any
person who pronotes, solicits, or accepts orders for wine as
specifically authorized in Section 6-29 of this Act.

A Dbroker's license wunder this subsection (1) shall not
entitle the holder to buy or sell any alcoholic |I|iquors for
his own account or to take or deliver title to such alcoholic
I iquors.

This subsection (1) shall not apply to distributors,
enpl oyees of distributors, or enployees of a manufacturer who
has registered the trademark, brand or nanme of the alcoholic
i quor pursuant to Section 6-9 of this Act, and who regularly
sells such alcoholic liquor in the State of Illinois only to

its registrants thereunder.
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Any agent, representative, or person subj ect to
registration pursuant to subsection (a-1) of this Section
shall not be eligible to receive a broker's license.

(m A non-resident dealer's license shall permt such
licensee to ship into and warehouse alcoholic Iiquor into
this State fromany point outside of this State, and to sel
such alcoholic liquor to Illinois licensed foreign inporters
and inporting distributors and to no one else in this State;
provided that said non-resident dealer shall register with
the Illinois Liquor Control Conm ssion each and every brand
of alcoholic liquor which it proposes to sell to Illinois
licensees during the license period; and further provided
that it shall conply with all of the provisions of Section
6-9 hereof with respect to registration of such Illinois
licensees as may be granted the right to sell such brands at
whol esal e.

(n) A brew pub license shall allow the licensee to
manufacture beer only on the premses specified in the
license, to make sales of the beer nmanufactured on the
premses to inporting distributors, distributors, and to
non-1|icensees for use and consunption, to store the beer upon
the prem ses, and to sell and offer for sale at retail from
the licensed premses, provided that a brew pub |icensee
shall not sell for off-prem ses consunption nore than 50, 000
gal | ons per year.

(o) A caterer retailer license shall allow the holder to
serve alcoholic Iliquors as an incidental part of a food
service that serves prepared neal s which excludes the serving
of snacks as the primary neal, either on or off-site whether
Iicensed or unlicensed.

(p) An auction |liquor license shall allow the |icensee
to sell and offer for sale at auction wwine and spirits for
use or consunption, or for resale by an Illinois |iquor

|icensee in accordance wth provisions of this Act. An
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auction liquor license will be issued to a person and it wll
permt the auction Iliquor licensee to hold the auction
anywhere in the State. An auction |liquor |I|icense nmnust be

obtained for each auction at |east 14 days in advance of the
auction date.

(q) A special use permt license shall allowan Illinois
licensed retailer to transfer a portion of its alcoholic
[iquor inventory from its retail licensed premses to the
prem ses specified in the license hereby created, and to sel
or offer for sale at retail, only in the prem ses specified
in the license hereby created, the transferred alcoholic
i quor for use or consunption, but not for resale in any
form A special wuse permt license may be granted for the
followng tinme periods: one day or less; 2 or nore days to a
maxi mum of 15 days per location in any 12 nonth period. An
applicant for the special use permt |icense nust also submt
with the application proof satisfactory to t he State
Comm ssi on t hat the applicant wll provide dram shop
l[tability insurance to the maximum limts and have |ocal
authority approval .

(a) Except as otherw se provided in subsection (b), no

license of any kind issued by the State Comm ssion or any

| ocal conmi ssion shall be issued to:

(1) A person who is not a resident of any city,
village or county in which the prem ses covered by the
license are | ocated; except in case of railroad or boat
i censes.:

(2) A person who is not of good character and
reputation in the conmmunity in which he resides.:

(3) A person who is not a citizen of the United
States.:

(4) A person who has been convicted of a felony
under any Federal or State law, unless the Conm ssion
det erm nes t hat such person has been sufficiently
rehabilitated to warrant t he public trust after
consi dering matters set forth in such person's
application and the Comm ssion's investigation. The
burden of proof of sufficient rehabilitation shall be on
t he applicant.:

(5 A person who has been convicted of being the
keeper or is keeping a house of ill fane.:

(6) A person who has been convicted of pandering or
other <crime or msdeneanor opposed to decency and
nmorality.:

(7) A person whose license issued under this Act
has been revoked for cause.:

(8 A person who at the tine of application for
renewal of any |icense issued hereunder would not be
eligible for such license upon a first application.:

(9) A copartnership, if any general partnership

thereof, or any limted partnership thereof, owning nore
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than 5% of the aggregate limted partner interest in such
copartnership would not be eligible to receive a license
hereunder for any reason other than residence within the
political subdivision, unless residency is required by
| ocal ordinance.:

(10) A corporation, if any officer, manager or
di rector thereof, or any stockholder or stockhol ders
owni ng in the aggregate nore than 5% of the stock of such
corporation, would not be eligible to receive a |license
hereunder for any reason other than citizenship and
residence within the political subdivision.:

(10a) A corporation wunless it is incorporated in
II'linois, or unless it is a foreign corporation which is
qualified wunder the Business Corporation Act of 1983 to
transact business in Illinois.:

(11) A person whose place of business is conducted
by a manager or agent wunless the nanager or agent
possesses the sane qualifications required by t he
i censee. :

(12) A person who has been convicted of a violation
of any Federal or State |aw concerning the manufacture,
possession or sale of alcoholic liquor, subsequent to the
passage of this Act or has forfeited his bond to appear
in court to answer charges for any such violation.:

(13) A person who does not beneficially own the
prem ses for which a license is sought, or does not have
a lease thereon for the full period for which the |icense
is to be issued.:

(14) Any law enforcing public official, including
menbers of local |iquor control comm ssions, any nayor,
al derman, or nenber of the city council or conmm ssion,
any president of the village board of trustees, any
menber of a village board of trustees, or any president

or nmenber of a county board; and no such official shal
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be interested directly in the mnufacture, sale, or
distribution of alcoholic liquor, except that a 1license
may be granted to such official in relation to prem ses
that whieh are not |located within the territory subject
to the jurisdiction of that official if the issuance of
such license is approved by the State Liquor Control

Commi ssi on and except that a license may be granted, in a

city or village with a popul ation of 50,000 or less, to

any al dernman, nmenber of a city council, or nenber of a

village board of trustees inrelation to prenises that

are located within the territory subj ect to t he

jurisdiction of that official if (i) the sale of

al coholic liquor pursuant to the license is incidental to

the selling of food, (ii) the issuance of the license is

approved by the State Commission, (iii) the issuance of

the license is in accordance with all applicable | ocal

ordinances in effect where the prenises are | ocated, and

(iv) the official granted a |license does not vote on

al coholic liquor issues pending before the board or

council to which the license holder is el ected.:

(15) A person who is not a beneficial owner of the
busi ness to be operated by the |icensee.:

(16) A person who has been convicted of a ganbling
of fense as proscribed by any of subsections (a) (3)
through (a) (11) of Section 28-1 of, or as proscribed by
Section 28-1.1 or 28-3 of, the Crimnal Code of 1961, or
as proscribed by a statute replaced by any of the
af oresaid statutory provisions.:

(17) A person or entity to whom a federal wagering

stanp has been issued by the federal governnent, unless

the person or entity is eligible to be issued a |icense
under the Raffles Act or the Illinois Pull Tabs and Jar
Ganes Act.

(b) A crimnal <conviction of a corporation is not
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grounds for the denial, suspension, or revocation of a
license applied for or held by the corporation if the
crimnal conviction was not the result of a violation of any
federal or State |aw concerning the manufacture, possession
or sale of alcoholic liquor, the offense that l|led to the
conviction did not result in any financial gain to the
corporation and t he corporation has term nat ed its
relationship with each director, officer, enployee, or
control ling sharehol der whose actions directly contributed to
the conviction of the corporation. The Comm ssion shal
determine if all provisions of this subsection (b) have been
met before any action on the corporation's license is
initiated.
