Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

Section 90. The Energency Medical Services (EMS)

(a) "Energency Medical D spatcher” nmeans a person who

has successfully conpleted a training course in _energency

nedi cal dispatching eoeurse neeting or exceeding the national
curriculum of the United States Departnent of Transportation
in accordance with rul es adopted by the Departnment pursuant
to this Act, who accepts calls fromthe public for energency
medi cal services and di spatches desi gnated energency nedica
services personnel and vehicles. The Energency Medi cal

Di spatcher nust use the Departnent-approved energency nedical

di spatch priority reference system (ENMDPRS) protocol sel ected

for use by its agency and approved by its EMS nedical

director. This protocol nust be used by an energency nedi cal

dispatcher in an energency nedical dispatch agency to

di spat ch aid to medi cal ener genci es whi ch i ncl udes

systenatized caller interrogation questions; systematized

prearrival support instructions; and systematized coding

protocols that match the dispatcher's evaluation of the

injury or illness severity with the vehicle response node and

vehicle response confiquration and includes an appropriate

training curriculumand testing process consistent with the

specific EMDPRS protocol used by the enmergency nedical

di spatch agency. Prearri val support instructions shall be

provided in a non-discrimnatory nanner and shall be provided

If the dispatcher operates under the authority of an
Emer gency Tel ephone System Board established under the
Emergency Tel ephone System Act, the protocols shall be
established by such Board in consultation with the EM
Medical Director. Persons who have already conpleted a
course of instruction in energency nedi cal dispatch based on,
equi valent to or exceeding the national curriculum of the
United States Departnent of Transportation, or as otherw se
approved by the Departnent, shall be considered Energency
Medi cal Dispatchers on the effective date of this amendatory
Act .

(b) The Departnent shall have t he authority and
responsibility to:

(1) Require certification and recertification of a

person who neets the training and other requirenments as

an energency nedi cal di spatcher pursuant to this Act.

(2) Require certification and recertification of a

person, organi zation, or governnent agency that operates

an energency nedical dispatch agency that neets the

m ni num st andards prescribed by the Departnent for an

energency nedi cal di spatch agency pursuant to this Act.

with Departnent -approved policies and procedures and (ii)

under the approval and supervision of the EMS nedical

director, the establishnent of a continuous quality

i nprovenent program

(11) Require that a person my not represent

hinself or herself, nor my an agency or business

represent an agent or enployee of that agency or

busi ness, as an energency nedical dispatcher unless

certified by the Departnent as an energency nedi ca

di spat cher.

(12) Require that a person, or gani zati on, or

governnent agency not represent itself as an energency

medi cal di spatch agency unl ess the person, organization,

or governnent agency is certified by the Department as an

energency nedi cal di spatch agency.

(13) Require t hat a person, organization, or

governnent agency nmay not offer or <conduct a training

course that is represented as a course for an energency

medi cal di spatcher unless the person, organization, or

agency is approved by the Departnent to offer or conduct

t hat course.

(14) Require that Departnent-approved ener gency

medi cal dispatcher training prograns are conducted by

instructors licensed by the Departnent who:

(i) are, at a mnimum certified as energency

medi cal di spatchers;

(ii) have conpl et ed a Departnent - approved

course on nethods of instruction;

(iii) have previous experience in a nedical
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di spatch agency:; and

(iv) have denonstrated experience as an EM

i nstructor.
