Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Alternate Fuels Act 1is anmended by

changi ng Section 20 as foll ows:

Sec. 20. Rules. Rules inplenenting Section 30 of this
Act shall include, but are not limted to, calculation of
fuel cost differential rebates and designation of acceptable
conversion and CEM t echnol ogi es.

I n designating acceptabl e conversion or CEM technol ogi es,
the Agency nust shalt favor, when avail able, technol ogy that
is in conpliance with the federal Cean Air Act Anendnents of
1990 and the applicable inplenenting federal regulations.
Conversion and CEM technol ogies that denonstrate em ssion
reduction capabilities that neet or exceed em ssion standards
applicable for the vehicle's nodel vyear and weight class
shal | be acceptable. Standards requiring proper installation
of approved conversion technol ogies shall be included in the
recomrended rul es.

Not wi t hst andi ng t he above, engines used in alternate fuel
vehicles greater than 8500 pounds GWR, whether new or
remanufactured, shall neet the appropriate United States
Environnmental Protection Agency em ssions standards at the
time of manufacture, and if converted, shall neet the
standards in effect at the tinme of conversion.
