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AN ACT inrelation to the Water Reclanmation District Act.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Metropolitan Water Reclamation District

Act is anmended by changing Sections 4.7 and 4.11 as foll ows:

Sec. 4.7. Al applicants for offices or places in said
classified civil service, except for the positions of deputy

chi ef engi neer, assistant chief engineers, deputy attorney,

head assistant attorneys, assistant director of research and
devel opnment, assistant director of information technol ogy,
conptroller, assistant treasurer, assistant purchasing agent
and | aborers, shall be subjected to exam nation, which shal

be public and conpetitive with [imtations specified in the
rules of the Director as to residence, age, sex, health,

habits, noral character and qualifications to performthe

duties of the office or place to be filled, whi ch
qualifications shall be prescribed in advance of such
exam nation. Such exam nations shall be practical in their
character, and shall relate to those matters which wll

fairly test the relative capacity of the persons examned to
di scharge the duties of the position to which they seek to be

appointed, and may include tests of physical qualifications

and health and when appropriate, of manual skill. No
question in any examnation shall relate to political or
religious opinions or affiliations. The Director shal

control all exam nations, and may, whenever an exam nation is
to take place, designate a suitable nunber of persons to be
special examners and it shall be the duty of such special
exam ners to conduct such exam nations as the Director may

direct, and to nmake return and report thereof to him and he
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may at any tinme substitute any ot her person in the place of
any one so selected; and he may hinself, at any tinme, act as
such special exam ner, and w thout appointing other special
exam ners. The Director shall, by rule, provide for and
shall hold sufficient nunber of exam nations to provide a
sufficient nunber of eligibles on the register for each grade
of position in the classified civil service, and if any pl ace
in the classified civil service shall becone vacant, to which
there is no person eligible for appointnent, he shall hold an
exam nation for such position and repeat the sanme, if
necessary, until a vacancy is filled in accordance wth the
provi sions of this Act.

Eligible registers shall remain in force for 3 years,
except the eligible register for |aborers which shall remain
in force for 4 years and except the eligible registers for
student prograns and entry | evel engineering positions which,
inthe Director's discretion, may remain in force for one
year .

Exam nations for an eligible list for each position in
the classified service above nentioned shall be held at | east
once in 3 years and at |east annually for student prograns
and entry |level engineering positions if the Director has
l[imted the duration of the registers for those positions to
one year, unl ess t he Director determnes that such
exam nations are not necessary because no vacancy exi sts.

To hel p defray expenses of exam nations, the sanitary
district may, but need not, charge a fee to each applicant
who desires to take a civil service exam nation provided for
by this Act. The anobunt of such fees shall be set by the
corporate authority of the sanitary district. Such fees
shal |l be deposited in the corporate fund of the district.

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Sec. 4.11. \Wenever a position classified under this Act
is to be filled, except the positions of deputy chief

engi neer, assistant chief engineers, deputy attorney, head

assistant attorneys, assistant director of research and
devel opment, assistant director of information technol ogy,
conptroller, assistant treasurer, assistant purchasing agent
and | aborers, the appointing officer shall make requisition
upon the Director, and the Director shall certify to himfrom
the register of eligibles for the position the nanmes and
addresses (a) of the five candi dates standi ng hi ghest upon
the register of eligibles for the position, or (b) of the
candi dates wthin the highest ranking group upon the register
of eligibles if the register is by categories such as
excel lent, well qualified, and qualified, provided, however,
that any certification shall consist of at |east 5 nanes, if
avai l able. The Director shall certify nanes from succeeding
categories in the order of excellence of the categories unti
at least 5 nanmes are provided to the appointing officer. The
appointing officer shall notify the Director of each position
to be filled separately and shall fill the position by
appoi ntment of one of the persons certified to him by the
Director. Appoi ntmrents shall be on probation for a period
to be fixed by the rules, not exceeding one year. At any
time during the period of probation, the appointing officer
with the approval of the Director may di scharge a person so
certified and shall forthwth notify the civil service board
in witing of this discharge. |If a person is not discharged,
hi s appoi ntment shall be deenmed conpl ete.

When there is no eligible list, the appointing officer
may, wth the authority of the Director, make a tenporary
appointment to remain in force only wuntil a permanent
appoi ntnent froman eligible register or list can be nmade in
the manner specified in the previous provisions of this

Section, and exam nations to supply an eligible list therefor

within one year from the making of such appointnment. |In
enpl oynent of an essentially tenporary and transitory nature,
the appointing officer nmay, wth the authority of the
Director of Personnel nake tenporary appointnents to fill a
vacancy. No t enporary appointnment of an essentially
tenporary and transitory nature may be granted for a period
of nore than 120 days and is not subject to renewal. The
Director nust include in his annual report, and if required
by the comm ssioners, in any special report, a statenent of
all tenporary authorities granted during the year or period
specified by the comm ssioners, together with a statenent of
the facts in each case because of which the authority was
gr ant ed.

The acceptance or refusal by an eligible person of a
tenporary appoi nt nent does not affect his standing on the
regi ster for permanent appoi ntnent.

Al | | aborers shal | be appointed by the GCeneral
Superintendent and shall be on probation for a period to be
fixed by the rules, not exceeding one year.

The deputy chief engineer, the assistant chief engineers,

deputy attorney, head assistant attorneys, assistant director

of research and devel opnent, assi st ant director of
i nformati on technol ogy, conptroller, assistant treasurer, and
assi stant purchasi ng agent shall be appointed by the GCeneral
Superintendent wupon the recomendation of the respective
departnment head and shall be on probation for a period to be
fixed by the rules, not exceeding two years. At any tine
during the period of probation, the General Superintendent on
the recommendation of the departnment head concerned, may
di scharge a person so appointed and he shall forthwith notify
the Cvil Service Board in witing of such discharge. If a
person is not so discharged, his appointnent shall be deened

conplete wunder the l|aws governing the classified civil
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servi ce.
