Sec. 11-208.5 Booting of notor vehicles; reqgi stration

(a) No person or entity nay engage in the booting of any

nmotor vehicle wthout first having reqistered with the

Secretary of State. As used in this Section and Secti on

11-208.6, to "boot" or "booting" neans the act of placing on

a parked notor vehicle a nechani cal device, known as a boot,

that is designed to be attached to a wheel or tire or other

part of the vehicle to prohibit its usual nanner of novenent.

This Section does not apply to the booting of a notor vehicle

by a qgovernnental entity, or a person or entity acting under

the direction of a governmental entity, when the booting is

aut hori zed by any provision of law or rule.

(b) An application for registration under this Section
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must i ncl ude:

(1) The nane, business address, and t el ephone

nunber of the applicant.

(2) The nane, residence address, and age of each

person having at | east a 10% beneficial ownership of the

booti ng operation, if the applicant is other than a

natural person

(3) The nane, residence address, and age of the

manager of each | ocati on.

(4) Proof of liability insurance in an anpunt not

less than $500,000 per person and not | ess t han

$1, 000,000 per incident, issued by an insurer authorized

to underwite risks in this State.

(5) Paynent of a reqistration fee.

(6) Any additional infornamtion necessary to ensure

conpliance with eliqgibility requirenents.

(c) An applicant is ineligible to receive, and an

operator is ineligible to retain, reqgistration as a booting

operation if the applicant, operator, or any enpl oyee of the

applicant or operator has been convicted of a felony within

the | ast 3 years.

(d) The Secretary shall adopt rules for inplenenting

this Section and Section 11-208. 6.

(e) This Section and Section 11-208.6 do not apply in a

muni cipality with a popul ation of 1,000,000 or nore.

Sec. 11-208.6 Requl ati on of booti ng operations.

(a) An oper at or may conduct booti ng oper ati ons

exclusively on private property and only under a witten

agreenent with the owner or manager of the property.

(b) An operator nmay not provide booting service at any

property at which any person having a beneficial interest in

the booting operation also has a beneficial interest in the
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subj ect property.

(c) No fewer than 14 days before commencenent of a

booti ng oper ati on, at every location where a booting

operation is to be conducted, the operator nust post, and

must namintain in a conspicuous Jlocation, a mninmmof 2

signs, no snaller than 24 inches in height and 36 inches in

width, setting forth:

(1) The date upon which a booting operation shal

conmence.

(2) The terns of use of the subject property.

(3) The fee for renoval of a boot.

(4) The nane and address of, and a 24- hour

t el ephone nunber for, the operator.

(5) The nane and tel ephone nunber of the property

owner or nmnager.

The signs must renain in place as long as a booting

operation i s bei ng conduct ed.

(d) Upon discontinuation of booting operations at a

property, the signs required by subsection (c) nust be

r enoved. No person nmy post or allow the presence of the

war ni ng si gns described in subsection (c) on any property not

covered by a booting operation agreenent. The operator, the

property owner, and the property nmnager are jointly and

severally responsible for conpliance with this subsection

(e) At every location where an operator conducts booting

operations, the operator nust post at | east one enployee to

install and renove boots and to receive paynents. The

enpl oyee must wear , in a conspi cuous manner an

identification placard clearly displaying the nane of the

enpl oyee and the nane, address, and tel ephone number of the

operator. The posted enployee nust personally inform each

person who | eaves a vehicle on the prenmises that the vehicle

is subject to booting if the terns of use of the subject

property are viol at ed. Before leaving the location where
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booting operations are conducted, the posted enpl oyee nust

renove all boots fromvehicles at that | ocation

(f) It isillegal to place a boot upon any occupied

notor vehicle or upon any notor vehicle parked in accordance

with the terns of use for the subject property.

(g) An operator must immedi ately renove a boot, for no

charge, from any notor vehicle if the owner of the notor

vehicle returns prior to the conplete attachnent of the boot.

(h) The fee for renoval of a boot shall be $90.

(i) At every location where a booting operation is

conduct ed, t he operator nust have available nmeans of

collecting any fees in cash or by credit card.

(1) An operator nust notify the local |aw enforcenent

agency of any booted vehicle that rennins in a |l ot or garage

for over 24 hours.

(k) Each operator nust maintain a sufficient nunmber of

copies of the relevant portions of this Section and Section

11-208.5 and nust provide a copy to any individual requesting

a _copy.

(1) An operator's place of business nust mai nt ai n

m ni num business hours of 9:00 a.m to 5:00 p.m, Monday

t hrough Friday.".
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
