(a) A person commts the offense of crimnal neglect of

an elderly person or person with a disability disab}ed-person

when he is a caregiver and he know ngly:
(1) perfornms acts which cause the elderly person or

person with a disability's disabled-person-s life to be

endanger ed, heal th to be injured, or pre-existing
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physi cal or nental condition to deteriorate; or

(2) fails to perform acts which he knows or
reasonably should know are necessary to maintain or
preserve the |life or health of +the elderly person or

di sabled person with a disability and such failure causes

the elderly person or person with a disability's disabled

persons |ife to be endangered, health to be injured or
pre-existing physical or nental condition to deteriorate;
or

(3) abandons the elderly person or disabled person

wth a disability.

Crimnal neglect of an elderly person or person with a

disability is a Cass 3 felony. Cimnal neglect of an

elderly person or person with a disability is a Cass 2

felony if the crimnal neglect results in the death of the

(1) "Elderly person" means a person 60 years of age
or older who ¢ts--suffering-froma-disease-or-infirnity
assoct at ed- w t h- advanced- age- and- rant f est ed- by- - physit eal ;

sueh- person i s incapabl e of adequately providing for his
or _her own health and personal care.

(2) "Person wth a disability" =btsabled-person®

means a person who suffers froma permanent physical or
ment al i npai r ment , resulting from disease, injury,
functional disorder or congenital condition which renders
such person incapabl e of adequately providing for his own
heal th and personal care.

(3) "Caregiver" nmeans a person who has a duty to

provi de for an elderly person or person wth a

disability's disabled-person-s health and personal care,
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at such person's place of residence, including but not
limted to, food and nutrition, shelter, hygi ene,
prescribed nedication and nedical care and treatnent.
"Caregiver" shall include:
(A) a parent, spouse, adult <child or other
relative by blood or marriage who resides wth or
resides in the sanme building with or and regularly

disability, knows or reasonably should know of such
person's physical or nmental inpairnment and knows or
reasonably shoul d know that such person is unable to
adequately provide for his own health and personal
care;

(B) a person who is enployed by the elderly

person or disabled person with a disability or by

another to reside with or regularly visit the

el derly person or disabled person wth a disability

and provide for such person's health and personal
care;

(C© a person who has agreed for consideration
to reside with or regularly visit the elderly person

or disabled person with a disability and provide for

such person's health and personal care; and

(D) a person who has been appointed by a
private or public agency or by a court of conpetent
jurisdiction to provide for the elderly person or

person wth a disability's disabled-person-s health

and personal care.

"Caregiver" shall not include a long-term care
facility licensed or certified wunder the Nursing Hone
Care Act or any admnistrative, nedical or other
personnel of such a facility, or a health <care provider
who is licensed under the Medical Practice Act of 1987

and renders care in the ordinary cour se of hi s
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pr of essi on.
(4) "Abandon" neans to desert or know ngly forsake

an elderly person or disabled person with a disability

under circunstances in which a reasonable person woul d

continue to provide care and custody.

(c) Nothing in this Section shall be construed to |imt
the renedies available to the wvictim under the Illinois
Donestic Viol ence Act.

(d) Nothing in this Section shall be construed to inpose
crimnal liability on a person who has nmade a good faith
effort to provide for the health and personal care of an

el derly person or disabled person wth a disability, but

through no fault of his own has been unable to provide such
care.

(e) Nothing in this Section shall be construed as
prohibiting a person fromproviding treatnent by spiritua
means through prayer alone and care consistent therewith in
lieu of nmedical care and treatnment in accordance wth the
tenets and practices of any church or religious denom nation

of which the elderly person or disabled person wth a

(f) It shall not be a defense to crimnal neglect of an
elderly or disabled person that the accused reasonably
believed that the victim was not an elderly person or

dt sabl ed person with a disability.
