Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Departnment of Veterans Affairs Act 1is

anended by changi ng Section 2.01 as foll ows:

Sec. 2.01. Any honorably discharged veteran or honorably

di scharged former nenber of the arned forces is entitled to

adm ssion to an Illinois Veterans Hone, if the applicant:

(a) (1) Has served in the arnmed forces of the United
States at least 1 day in the Spanish Anerican War, Wrld War
I, World War 11, the Korean Conflict, the Viet Nam Canpai gn,
or the Persian Gulf Conflict between the dates recogni zed by
the U S. Departnment of Veterans Affairs or between any ot her
present or future dates recognized by the U S. Departnent of

Veterans Affairs as a war period, or has served in a hostile

fire environnent and has been awarded a canpaign or an

expeditionary nedal signifying his or her service, for

purposes of eligibility for domciliary or nursing hone care;
or

(2) Has served on active duty in the arnmed forces for
one year for purposes of eligibility for domciliary care
only; and

(b) Has service accredited to the State of Illinois or
has been a resident of this State for one year immediately
precedi ng the date of application; and

(c) For adm ssion to the Illinois Veterans Hones at Anna
and Quincy, is disabled by disease, wounds, or otherw se and
because of the disability is incapable of earning a |iving;
or

(d) For admssion to the 1Illinois Veterans Hones at
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LaSall e and Manteno and for admssion to the John Joseph
Kelly Veteran's Hone, is disabled by disease, wounds, or
ot herwi se and, for purposes of eligibility for nursing hone
care, requires nursing care because of the disability.
