Sec. 9.10. Fossil fuel-fired electric generating pl ants.

(a) The General Assenbly finds and decl ares that:

(1) fossil fuel-fired electric generating plants

are a significant source of air enmissions in this State

and have becone the subject of a nunber of inportant new

studies of their effects on the public health;

(2) existing state and federal policies, that allow

older, unnpdified plants to operate wi thout neeting the

nore stringent requirenents applicable to new plants, are

bei ng questioned on the basis of their environmental

i mpacts and the econonic distortions such policies cause

in a dereqgul ated enerqy narket:

(3) fossil fuel-fired electric generating plants

are, or my be, affected by a nunber of requl atory

prograns, sone of which are under review or devel opment

on the state and national levels, and to a certain extent
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the international level, including the federal acid rain

program ozone, sulfur dioxide, nercury and ot her

hazardous pollutant control requirenents, regional haze,

and gl obal warm nq;

(4) scientific uncertainty regarding the fornmation

of <certain conmponents of regqional haze and the air

quality nodeling that predict i nmpacts of control measures

requires careful consideration of the tinmng of the

control of some of the pollutants fromthese facilities,

particularly sulfur dioxides and nitrogen oxides that

each interact with ammonia and other substances in the

at nospher e;

(5) the devel opnent of energy policies to pronpte a

safe, sufficient, reliable, and affordabl e energy supply

on the state and national levels is being affected by the

on-going derequlation of the power generation industry

and the evolving enerqgy narkets;

(6) the Governor's formation of an Enerqy Cabinet

and the developnent of a State enerqy policy calls for

actions by the Agency and the Board that are in_ harnony

with the energy needs and policy of the State, while

protecting human health and the environnent;

(7) Illinois coal is an abundant resource and an

i mportant conponent of Illinois econony whose use shoul d

be encouraged to the greatest extent possible consistent

with protecting human health and the environnent;

(8) renewable forns of energy should be pronoted as

i mport ant elenents of the energy and environnental

policies of the State and that it is a goal of the State

that at | east 5% of the State's energy producti on and use

be derived fromrenewable forns of enerqy by 2010 and at

| east 15% from renewabl es by 2020:;:

(9) efforts on the state and federal levels are

to inprove the ability of governnent and the affected

i ndustry to engage in effective planning through the use

of nmulti-pollutant strategies; and,

(10) these issues, taken together, call for a

conpr ehensi ve review of the inpact of these facilities on

the public health, considering also the enerqy supply,

reliability, and costs, the role of renewable forns of

ener gy, and t he devel opnents in federal |l aw and

requl ations that may affect any state actions, prior to

maki ng final decisions in Illinois.

(b) In order to protect and preserve public health and

the environnent, the Illinois Environnental Protection Agency

shall, on or before June 30, 2002, propose reqgul ations to the

Board that provide for the control or reduction of em ssions

from fossil fuel-fired electric generating plants, including

the foll owi ng provisions:

(1) reduction of nitrogen oxide em SSions, as
appropri at e, W th consi deration of maxi nrum annual
emssions limts and establishnent of an em SSi ons

trading program consistent with the em ssions trading

program contained in the NOXx SIP (Call or any other

applicable federal programor requirenent:

(2) reduction of sulfur dioxide enissions, as

appropriate, wth consideration of maxi mum annual

eni ssi ons limts and establishnent of an enissions

trading programthat is coordinated with the federal acid

rain program

(3) reduction of mercury, as appropri ate, t hr ough

the establishnent of control t echnol ogy requirenents,

i ndustry practice requirenents, or incentive prograns, Or

sone conbi nati on of these approaches that is sufficient

to prevent unacceptable | ocal i mpacts fromi ndivi dual

facilities;
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(4) capping of the aggregate enmi ssions of carbon

di oxi de t hat fossil fuel-fired electric generating

facilities in the State would be pernitted to enit each

cal endar yvear usi ng any conbi nation of em ssion

limtations, car bon sequestration strateqies, or

em ssions tradi ng; and

(5) incentives to pronpte renewable sources of

energy consistent with the goal set forth in item (8) of

subsection (a) of this Section

In proposing these enission reductions, the |Illinois

Envi r onnent al Protection Agency shall take into account the

findings and decl arations of the General Assenbly contained

in subsection (a) of this Section and shall consider the

threat to human and ecol ogi cal health, the technol oqgical

feasibility of eni ssi on control s, and the econom c

r easonabl eness of such controls.

(c) The Board shall adopt regulations within one year of

the Agency's proposal consistent with the provisions in

subsection (b) of this Section and taking into account the

findings and decl arations of the General Assenbly contained

in subsection (a) of this Section.

(d) Nothing in this Section is intended to or should be

interpreted in a nanner to limt or restrict the authority of

the Agency to propose, or the Board to adopt, any requl ati ons

applicable or that nay becone applicable to the facilities

covered by this Section, including any requirenents of

federal | aw
