Section 5. The Regional Planning Comm ssion Act 1is

anended by changing Section 1 as foll ows:

Sec. 1. Governing bodies of counties, <cities, or other
| ocal governmental units, when authorized by the Departnent
of Commerce and Community Affairs, may cooperate wth the
gover ni ng bodies of the counties and cities or other
governi ng bodies of any adjoining state or states in the
creation of a joint pl anni ng comm ssion where such
cooperation has been authorized by |aw by the adjoining state
or states. Such a joint planning comm ssion may be designated
to be a regional or netropolitan planning comm ssion and
shall have powers, duties and functions as authorized by "An
Act to provide for regional planning and for the creation,
organi zation and powers of regional planning comm ssions"”,
approved June 25, 1929, as heretofore or hereafter anended,
and, as agreed anong the governing bodies. Such a planning
comm ssion shall be a legal entity for all purposes.

An _intergovernnental cooperation council created in

accordance with Section 5-1130 of the Counties Code nmay serve

as the planning commission iif so designhated by the county

board as provided in that Section.

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Sec. 5-1130. | nt ergover nnental Cooperati on Council.

(a) The purpose of this Section is to provide a

franework and i ncentives for intergovernmental cooper ati on

for developnent and inplenmentati on of coordi nated | and use,

transportation, and infrastructure plans that reduce traffic

congestion, conserve land, revitalize communities, provide

housi ng conveniently accessible to jobs, develop efficient

and econoni cal infrastructure, and otherwi se manage and

mtigate the effects of devel opnent and ur bani zati on.

(b) A county board nmay, by resolution, establish an

| nt ergover nnental Cooperati on Counci l ("Council") wth its

menbership consisting of equal nunbers of county board and

muni ci pal representatives fromeach county board district,

and such other nmenbers as may be deternm ned by the county and

muni ci pal menber s. However, if the county has npre than 6

county board districts, the county board may by ordi nance

divide the county into not less than 6 areas of approximately

equal popul ation, to be wused instead of county board

districts for the purpose of determning representation on

the Council. The county board nenbers shall be appoi nted by

the chairman of the county board. Minicipal menbers from each

county board district or other represented area shall be

appoi nt ed by a nmjority vote of the mayors of those

muni ci palities that have the greatest percentage of their

respective popul ations residing in such county board district

or _other represented area.

Each nunicipal and county board representative shall be

entitled to a vote; the other nenbers shall be nonvoting

menbers, unless authorized to vote by the unani nbus consent

of the nmunicipal and county board representatives.

A nmunicipality that is located in nore than one county

may choose, at the tine of formation of the Council, to

participate in the Council programof either or both of the

counti es.
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Subconmittees of the Council may be established to serve

a portion of the county or a particular area that has sinilar

i ntergovernnental cooperati on needs. The Council shall adopt

by-laws, by a mmjority vote of the county and nunici pal

menbers, to govern the functions of the Council and its

subconmi tt ees.

Oficers of the Council shall include a chair and vice

chair, one of whomshall be a county representative and one a

muni ci pal representative.

Principal duties of the Council, as further described in

this Section, shall be (i) to devel op coordi nated | and use,

transportation, and infrastructure plans, i nt ergover nnent al

Local Land Resource Managenent Plans, and ot her plans and

procedures for interqgovernnental cooperation for presentation

to and approval by the county board and (ii) to direct

i npl enentation and revision of the plans and procedures.

The Council nmay retain planning, nediation, negotiation,

enqgi neering, legal, and financial advisors and adm nistrative

personnel, subject to the budget ary, pur chasi ng, and

personnel policies of the county.

The Council shall neet at | east quarterly and shall hold

at |l east one public neeting during the preparation of each

plan prior to subm ssion of a plan to the county board.

(c) The county board nmay, by resolution, assign the

| nt ergover nnental Cooperation Council to serve as the county

reqgi onal planning conm ssion as provided in Division 5-14 and

in t he Regi onal Pl anni ng Conmi ssion Act. In counties

exercising this option, the Council shall assume all the

duties and responsibilities of the county regional planning

commi ssion and the Local Land Resource Managenent Plan shal

meet the requirements of and serve as the county regqi onal

pl an as provided in Section 5-14001.

(d) The Intergovernnental Cooperation Council shall have

the responsibility to prepare, for recomendation to the
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county board, a Local Land Resource Managenent Plan for al

or substanti al portions of the county. The Local Land

Resource W©Managenent Plan shall, to the qgreatest extent

practical, include coordinated | and use, transportation, and

i nfrastructure pl ans and provi de devel opnent and

redevel opnment patterns that reduce traffic congestion,

support transit, conserve land, protect natural resour ces,

revitalize comruni ti es, provi de housi ng conveni ently

accessible to jobs, and nake the nost efficient use of public

i nfrastructure i nvest nent s. The Local Land Resour ce

Management Pl an shoul d i ncorporate muni ci pal and

i nt ergover nnent al plans and other countyw de plans, to the

greatest extent practical.

(e) The |Intergovernnental Cooper ati on Counci | my

prepare, for recomendation to the county board, a plan for

proj ected future muni ci pal boundaries. The future nunicipal

boundaries plan should indicate land that is reasonably

conpact and contiquous to the existing nunicipal boundari es

in which a particular nunicipality is better able and

pr epar ed t han other nunicipalities to efficiently and

effectively provide urban services. The plan for projected

future muni ci pal boundari es shoul d refl ect each

municipality's willingness and responsibility to facilitate

appropri ate devel opnent within its current and future

boundari es and t he muni cipality's wi lli ngness and

responsibility, to the greatest extent practical, to provide

devel opnent and redevel opnent patterns that reduce traffic

congestion, support transit, conserve |and, protect natural

resour ces, revitalize communi ti es, provi de housi ng

conveniently accessible to jobs, and nake the nost efficient

use of public infrastructure investnents, in a manner

consistent with the Local Land Resource Managenent Plan. The

pl an for projected future nunicipal boundaries should reflect

the county's responsibility to nmanage growh, protect natura
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resources, and preserve agricultural, forest, recreational,

and wildlife managenent lands in territories outside of

current and future muni ci pal boundaries in a manner

consistent with the Local Land Resource Managenent Pl an.

(f) The |Intergovernnental Cooper ati on Counci | my

prepare, for recomrendation to the county board, a procedure

for intergovernnental cooperation that provides for:

(1) an ef ficient and tinmely process for

i nt ergover nnent al review of public and private | and use,

devel opnent, and transportation actions with greater than

| ocal inpacts; and

(2) a voluntary procedure for early resolution of

i ntergovernnental disputes regarding public and private

| and use, developnment, transportation, and annexation

actions, prior to adnmnistrative or judicial hearings.

Publi c and private | and use, devel opnent, and

transportation actions wth greater than | ocal inpact shal

require notification to interested governnents, which shal

include at a mnimum any |local governnent with jurisdiction

over the property in question: t he county: adj acent

muni cipalities; the Metropolitan Planning Organi zati on or any

other regional transportation agency; any regional planning

agency established by State | aw having jurisdiction for the

county; and the [Illinois Departnment of Transportation,

Il1linois Departnent of Natural Resources, lllinois Department

of Agriculture, Illinois Environnental Protection Agency, and

[11inois Departnent of Commerce and Conmunity Affairs. | t

shal | be t he responsibility of the |ntergovernmenta

Cooperation Council to establish definitions and procedures

for inplementation of this subsection. The notification

requi renent shall extend to any |ocal devel opnent project

that (i) receives State funding or requires State reqgul atory

approval and (ii) neets certain threshold conditions as to

size and probable i npact as defined by the |ntergovernnental
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Cooperation Counci | . Wthin 45 days after notification,

notified entities nust prepare and subnt comments. The

sponsori ng governnent nay hold a neeting wth interested

parties to discuss and seek resolution of issues raised in

the comments. Conpletion of this notification process shal

enhance the priority position for State funding in support of

t he proposed project.

An | nterqgover nnent al Cooperation Council may devel op a

procedure providing for the early voluntary resolution of

i ntergovernnental disputes. These procedures shall all ow

| ocal governnental entities to request the Council to review

di sputes regarding public and private | and use, devel opnent,

transportation, and annexation actions, prior to seeking

adm ni strative or judicial heari ngs. The Counci l shal

review actions only if each party to the dispute requests it.

In conducting the review, the Council shall provide each

party the opportunity to present its case. In making its

finding the Council shall determ ne whether the action on the

part of the first party does in fact have a negative inpact

on the second party, and if so, identify an appropriate

mtigation or alternative course of action. |In making its

deci sion, the Council shall consider the adopted Local Land

Resource WManagenent Pl an and any other plans prepared by the

Council. The Council shall forward its witten findings to

the ogoverning body of each party. The findings of the

Council shall be non-binding and shall in no case affect the

ability of each party to pursue other admnistrative or

judi cial hearings, unless otherwi se agreed in witing by each

party.
(g) In t he pr eparati on of its pl ans, t he
| nt er gover nnent al Cooperation Council shall coordinate the

pl anni ng process with any regional or multi-county planning

agency havi nqg jurisdiction for the county and shal

coordinate with each adjoining county to ensur e t hat
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recommended plans and projects have m ni num adver se i npacts.

An adopted Local Land Resource Managenent Plan and any ot her

plan prepared by the Council shall identify steps taken to

coordinate the developnent of plan recommendations wth

adj oi ni ng counties and any regional or nulti-county planning

agency having jurisdiction for the county.

(h) For purposes of inplenenting this Section, the

county board of any county that has (i) established an

| nt er gover nnent al Cooperati on Council, (ii) adopt ed a

county-wide Local Land Resource Management Plan, and (iii)

established procedures for intergovernmental review may

i mpose taxes and assess fees in excess of other statutory

limtations if such taxes or fees have been subnmtted to the

electors of that county and approved by a npjority of those

voting on the guestion. The proceeds of such tax or fee

shal | be placed in a special fund responsible for funding

capi tal i mprovenent projects and ot her i mpl enent ati on

strategies identified in plans prepared by the Council and

adopted by the county board. Capital i mprovenent and

i mpl enentation projects include, but are not limted to:

transportati on projects; stormvat er  nmanagement pr oj ects;

wat er and sewer facilities; physi cal i nfrastructure

i nprovenents to support comruni ty revitalization

i mprovenents that enable convenient access to jobs and

transit; reqional recreation facilities; and acquisition of

natural resource | and and open space.

(i) Awunit of local governnent shall receive priority

consideration for State grants and other State prograns if

the affected unit of |ocal governnent is located in a county

t hat has: (i) established an I ntergovernnental Cooperation

Council: (ii) adopted a Local Land Resource Managenment Pl an

that has been deened to be "joint and conpatible" by

resolution of the affected wunit of |ocal governnent: and

(iii) established procedures for intergovernnental review
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(j]) The powers granted under this Section are in

addition to any other powers granted under any other | aw.
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
