Klinger v. Howett, 50 IIlI. 2d 242 (1972), Continental
I linois National Bank and Trust Co. v. Zagel, 78 Ill. 2d 387
(1979), People ex Rel. Cty of Canton v. Crouch, 79 Ill. 2d
356 (1980), and County of Kane v. Carlson, 116 1IIll. 2d 186
(1987), that gubernatorial action be consistent with the
fundanental purposes and the intent of the bill, | hereby

return House Bill 1011 entitled "AN ACT concerning zoning,"
with nmy specific recomendation for change.

House Bill 1011 anmends the Illinois Minicipal Code
authorizing the City of Peoria and Peoria County to enter
into an i nt ergover nnment al agr eenment that allows the
muni ci pality to exercise its zoning powers one and one-half
mles outside of the city limts. The agreement woul d be
limted to the territory within the nmunicipality's planning
jurisdiction as defined by law or any existing boundary
agreenent. Furthernore, the bill provides that the county
nmust adopt t he same zoning ordinance and that the
muni ci pality and the county nust anend their individual
zoning maps in the same manner as ot her zoni ng changes are
incorporated into the maps. In addition, the bill provides
that the agreenment any not authorize the nmunicipality to
exercise its zoning power outside of the corporate limts of
the municipality, with respect to |land used for agricultural
pur poses.

It has conme to may attention that the Gty of Peoria and
Peoria County now have a legal interpretation that calls into
question the application of the language in this bill with
respect to land used for agricultural purposes. | have heard
concerns not only fromthe city and county but also fromthe
bill's sponsor. It is my understanding that this issue arises
as a result of a drafting error on an anendnent to this bill.
In order to avoid unintended consequences from this
legislation and at the request of the bill's sponsor, |
hereby return House Bill 1011 W th t he foll ow ng
recommendati on for change:
