Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Illinois Vehicle Code is anended by

changi ng Section 3-609 as foll ows:

(625 ILCS 5/3-609) (fromCh. 95 1/2, par. 3-609)

Sec. 3-609. Disabled Veterans' Pl ates. Any di sabl ed
vet eran who has been or declared eligible for funds for the
purchase of a notor vehicle of the first division or for a
not or vehicle of the second division weighing not nore than
8,000 pounds by the United States Federal Governnent because
of his or her disability, may nake application for the
registration of one such vehicle, to the Secretary of State
wi t hout the paynent of any registration fee. Regi stration
shall be for a nulti-year period effective in 1980 and may be
i ssued staggered registration.

Any di sabled veteran of World War |, of World War |1, of
t he National Energency between June 25, 1950 and January 31,
1955 or of the period beginning February 1, 1955 and endi ng
on the day before the first day thereafter in whi ch
individuals (other than individuals |liable for induction by
reason of prior deferment) are no longer liable for induction
for training and service into the arnmed forces under the
Mlitary Selective Service Act of 1967, or of any arned
conflict involving the arned forces of the United States, who
has a service-connected disability of such a nature that it
would, if it had been incurred in Wrld War |I, have entitled
him to be awarded an autonobile by the United States Federal
Government, or who is receiving conpensation from the
Vet er ans Adm ni stration for t ot al servi ce-connect ed

disability, may neke application to the Secretary of State
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for the registration of one nmotor vehicle of the first
division wthout acconpanying such application wth the
paynment of any fee.

Renewal of such registration nust be acconpanied wth
docunentation for eligibility of registration wthout fee
unl ess the applicant has a permanent qualifying disability,
and such registration plates may not be issued to any person
not eligible therefor.

The Illinois Veterans Comm ssion may assist in providing
t he docunentation of disability.
