"Section 1. Purpose.
(a) The General Assenbly finds and decl ares that:

(1) Public Act 90-737, effective January 1, 1999,
contained provisions creating the State Gft Ban Act and
anending the Open Meetings Act , t he Freedom of
Information Act, the |Illinois Governnental Ethics Act,
the El ection Code, and the Lobbyist Registration Act.

(2) On March 30, 1999, the Illinois Grcuit Court
of the 7th Judicial Grcuit, in Illinois State Bar
Associ ation v. Ryan, Case No. 99-MR-363, ruled that the
provisions of Public Act 90-737 creating the State G ft
Ban Act (i) are wunconstitutional to the extent the
|l egislature attenpted to prohibit activities already in
force as to judges and (ii) are unconstitutional to the
extent that bodies other than the Judicial Inquiry Board

and the Courts Comm ssion nay discipline judges. On
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Septenber 8, 2000, the Illinois Crcuit Court of the 12th

Judicial Grcuit, in Flynn v. Ryan, Docket No. 99 CH 340,

ruled that Public Act 90-737 (i) is unconstitutionally

vague; (ii) violates the separation of powers clause

(Article 2, Section 1) of the Illinois Constitution;

(ii1) violates the provisions of Article 4, Section 14 of

the Illinois Constitution, which provides the sole neans

for renoving officials fromoffice; (iv) violates Article

4, Section 2(c) of the Illinois Constitution, which sets

eligibility requirenents to hold office; and (v) 1is

unconstitutional in its entirety.

(3) The provisions of Public Act 9-737 are of vital
concern to the people of +this State, and | egislative
action concerning Public Act 90-737 is necessary.

(b) It is the purpose of this Act to re-enact the
provi si ons of Public Act 90-737, including subsequent
anendnents. This Act is intended to renove any question as
to the validity or content of those provisions.

(c) This Act is not intended to supersede any other
Public Act that amends the text of the Sections as set forth
in this Act. The material is shown as existing text (i.e.,
Wi t hout striking or underscoring), except (i) for technical
changes having a revisory function and (ii) as provided in
subsection (d) of this Section

(d) In addition to re-enacting the provisions of Public
Act 90-737, this Act amends Sections 5, 10, 15, 20, 30, 35,
45, 50, 55, 60, 65, 75, 80, 83, 85, and 95 of the State Gft
Ban Act; Section 1.02 of the Open Meetings Act; Section 7 of
t he Freedom of Information Act; Section 9-23 of the Election
Code; and Section 50-30 of the Illinois Procurenment Code and
adds Sections 9-8.5, 9-8.6, and 9-8.7 to the El ection Code.

The amendnents are shown by underscoring and striking text.

(a) A reinbursenent (including paynment in kind) to a
menber, officer, or enployee;-or-fudge froma private source
other than a registered |obbyist or agent of a foreign
principal for necessary transportation, |odging, and rel ated
expenses for travel to a neeting;-speaki ng--engagenent;--faet
fitnding--trip;-or-simlar-event in connection with the duties
of the nenber, officer, or enployee;-or-fudge as an office
hol der or enployee shall be deened to be a reinbursenent to
the governnental entity and not a gift prohibited by this Act
if the nmenber, officer, or enployee;-or-}udge:

(1) discloses the expenses reinbursed or to be
reinbursed and the authorization to the Cerk of the
House of Representatives, the Secretary of the Senate,
t he State Comptroller, fiscal officer, or simlar
authority as appropriate, within 30 days after the travel
is conpl eted; and

(2) in the case of an enployee, receives advance
aut hori zation, fromthe nenber, officer, judge; or other
enpl oyee under whose direct supervision the enployee
wor ks to accept reinbursenent.

(b) For pur poses of subsection (a), events, the
activities of which are substantially recreational in nature,
shall not be considered to be in connection with the duties
of a nenber, officer, or enployee;-or-}udge as an office
hol der or enpl oyee.

(c) Each advance authorization to accept reinbursenent
shall be signed by the nenber, officer, judge; or other
enpl oyee under whose direct supervision the enployee works

and shall incl ude:
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(1) the name of the enpl oyee;

(2) the nanme of the person who wll make the
rei mbur senent ;

(3) the tine, place, and purpose of the travel; and

(5 For clothing or personal |aundry expenses,
except clothing itens rented by the public official or
candidate for his or her own use exclusively for a
speci fic canpaign-rel ated event, provided that conmttees
may purchase cost unes, novel ty i tens, or ot her
accessories worn primarily to advertise the candi dacy.

(6) For the travel expenses of any person unless
the travel is necessary for fulfillnment of political,
governnmental, or public policy duties, activities, or
pur poses.

(7) For nmenbership or club dues char ged by
organi zations, <clubs, or facilities that are primarily
engaged in providing health, exercise, or recreational
services; provided, however, that funds received under
this Article may be used to rent the clubs or facilities

for a specific canpaign-rel ated event.
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(8) In paynment for anything of value or for
rei nbursenent of any expenditure for which any person has
been rei nbursed by the State or any person. For purposes
of this item (8), a per diem allowance is not a
rei mbur senent .

(9) For the purchase of or installnment paynent for
a notor vehicle unless the political conmttee can
denonstrate that purchase of a notor vehicle is nore
cost-effective than |leasing a notor vehicle as permtted
under this item(9). A political commttee may | ease or
purchase and insure, maintain, and repair a notor vehicle
if the vehicle wll be wused primarily for canpaign
pur poses or for the performance of governnental duties.
A commttee shall not make expenditures for use of the
vehicle for non-canpaign or non-governnmental purposes.
Persons using vehicles not purchased or |eased by a
political commttee may be reinbursed for actual mleage
for the wuse of the vehicle for canpai gn purposes or for
t he performance of governnental duties. The m | eage
rei nbursenents shall be nade at a rate not to exceed the
standard m | eage rate nmethod for conputation of business
expenses under the Internal Revenue Code.

The Board shall provide all software necessary to conply
