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AN ACT concer ni ng speech.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Illinois Speech-Language Pathology and
Audi ol ogy Practice Act is anended by changi ng Section 2 as

foll ows:

(225 ILCS 110/2) (from Ch. 111, par. 7902)

Sec. 2. Legislative Declaration of Public Policy. The
practice of Speech-Language Pathol ogy and Audi ol ogy in the
State of Illinois is hereby declared to affect the public
health, safety and welfare and to be subject to regul ation
and control in the public interest. It is further declared
to be a nmatter of public interest and concern that the
speech- | anguage pat hol ogy and audi ol ogy professions nerit and
recei ve the confidence of the public and that only qualified
persons be permtted to practice this profession in the State
of Illinois. This Act nust shall be liberally construed to
carry out these objectives and purposes.

It is further declared to be the public policy of this
State, pursuant to subsections (h) and (i) of Section 6 of
Article VI1 of the Illinois Constitution of 1970, that any
power or function set forth in this Act to be exercised by
the State is an exclusive State power or function. Such
power or function shall not be exercised concurrently, either
directly or indirectly, by any wunit of |ocal governnent,
i ncluding honme rule units, except as otherwise provided in
this Act.
