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AMENDMENT TO HOUSE BI LL 1478

AMENDMENT NO. . Anend House Bill 1478 by replacing

everything after the enacting clause with the foll ow ng:

"ARTI CLE 5.

Section 5-1. Short title. This Article may be cited as

the Di xon Railroad Rel ocation Authority Law.

Section 5-5. Legislative declaration. The Cener al
Assenbly declares that the welfare, health, prosperity, and
noral and general well being of the people of the State are,
in large neasure, dependent wupon the sound and orderly
devel opnment of nunicipal areas. The Gty of D xon has becone
and will increasingly be the hub of transportation from al
parts of the region. Mtor vehicle traffic, pedestrian
travel, and the safety of both notorists and pedestrians are
substantially aggravated by the location of a railroad spur
l[ine running through the Gty of D xon. The presence of the
railroad spur line inthe Cty of Dixon is detrimental to the
orderly expansion of industry and commerce and to progress of
the region. To alleviate this situation it is necessary to
relocate the railroad, to acquire property for relocation of

the railroad or highways, and to create an agency to
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facilitate and acconplish that relocation.

Section 5-10. Creation; duration. There is created a
body politic and corporate and a unit of |ocal governnent
named the Di xon Railroad Rel ocation Authority, enmbracing Lee
County. The Authority shall continue in existence until the
acconplishnment of 1its objective, the relocation of the
railroad spur line running through the Gty of D xon or until
the Authority officially resolves that it 1is inpossible or

economcally unfeasible to fulfill that objective.

Section 5-15. Acquisition of property. The Authority
shal | have the power to acquire by gift, purchase, or | egacy
the fee sinple title to real property located wthin the
boundaries of the Authority, i ncl udi ng t enporary and
per manent easenents, as well as reversionary interests in the
streets, al | eys and other public places and personal
property, required for its purposes, and title thereto shal
be taken in the corporate nane of the Authority. Any such
property that is already devoted to a public use my
neverthel ess be acquired, provided that no property bel ongi ng
to the United States of America or the State of Illinois may
be acquired wthout the consent of such governnental unit.
No property devoted to a public wuse belonging to a
corporation subject to the jurisdiction of the lllinois
Commer ce Conm ssion may be acquired without a prior finding
by the I'llinois Conmrerce Conm ssion that the taking would not
result in the inposition of an undue burden on instrastate
comerce. Al land and appurtenances thereto, acquired or
owned by the Authority, are to be deened acquired or owned

for a public use or public purpose.

Section 5-20. Sale or exchange of property. The

Authority shall have the power to sell, transfer, exchange,
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vacate or assign property acquired for the purposes of this

Act as it shall deem appropriate.

Section 5-25. Acceptance of grants, | oans, and
appropriations. The Authority shall have the power to apply
for and accept grants, |oans, advances, and appropriations
fromthe Federal Governnent and fromthe State of Illinois or
any agency or instrunentality thereof to be used for the
pur poses of the Authority, and to enter into any agreenent in
relation to such grants, |oans, advances, and appropriations.
The Authority may also accept from the State, any State
agency, departnment or comm ssion, any county or other
political subdivision, any muni ci pal cor porati on, any
railroad, or any school authorities, or jointly therefrom
grants of funds or services for any of the purposes of this
Article. The Authority shall be treated as a rail carrier
subject to the Illinois Commerce Conmmission's jurisdiction
and eligible to receive noney from the Gade Crossing
Protection Fund or any fund of the State or other source
avai |l abl e for purposes of pronoting safety and separation of

at-grade railroad crossings or highway inprovenents.

Section 5-30. Borrowing noney and issuance of bonds.
The Authority may incur debt and borrow noney from tinme to
time and, 1in evidence thereof, may issue and sell bonds in
such amounts as the Authority may determ ne, to provide funds
for carrying out the purposes of this Article and to pay al
costs and expenses incident thereto, and to refund and
refinance, fromtine to time, bonds so issued and sold, as

often as may be deened to be advantageous by the Authority.

Section 5-35. Taxing powers. The Authority shall not
have the power to levy real property taxes for any purpose

what soever.
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Section 5-40. Boar d; conposi tion; qual i fication;
conpensati on and expenses. The Authority shall be governed
by a board consisting of 5 nenbers. The nenbers of the
Authority shall serve wthout conpensation, but nay be

reinbursed for actual expenses incurred by them in the
performance of duties prescribed by the Authority. However,
any nenber of the Authority who serves as secretary or
treasurer may receive conpensation for services as that

of ficer.

Section 5-45. Appoi ntnents; tenure; oaths; vacanci es.
The nenbers of the Authority shall be appointed by the
Governor, who shall give notice of the nmenber's selection to
each other nmenber within 10 days after selection and before
the nenber's entering upon the duties of office. Three of
the nmenbers shall be appointed by the Governor froma list of
4 candi dates provided by the mayor of the Gty of D xon, and
2 of the nenbers shall be appointed by the Governor froma
list of 3 candidates provided by the chairman of the county
board of Lee County. Each nenber of the Authority shall take
and subscribe to the constitutional oath of office and file
it with the Secretary of State. | f a vacancy occurs by
deat h, resignation, or otherw se, the vacancy shall be filled
by the Governor. All appointnents of nenbers shall be for a
3-year term Each nenber shall <continue to serve an
additional 3-year termunless that nenber is replaced by

appoi ntnent within 60 days of the end of his or her term

Section 5-50. Renmpval of nenbers. The Governor may
renmove fromoffice any Authority nmenber imrediately in case
of inconpetency, neglect of duty, or mal feasance of office,
or otherwise wupon 15 days witten notice to the other
menbers. Absence from any 3 consecutive regul ar neetings of

the Authority shall be deened negl ect of duty.
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Section 5-55. Organi zation; chairperson and tenporary
Secretary. As soon as possible after the appointnent of the
initial nmenbers, the Authority shall organize for t he
transacti on of business, select a chairperson and a tenporary
secretary fromits own nunber, and adopt bylaws to govern its
proceedi ngs. The initial chairperson and successors shall be
elected by the Authority fromtine to tinme fromanong the
menbers. The Authority may act through its nenbers by
entering into an agreenment that a nenber act on the
Aut hority's behalf, in which instance the act or performance
directed shall be deened to be exclusively of, for, and by
the Authority and not the individual act of the nenber or its

represented person.

Section 5-60. Meetings; quorun resolutions. Regul ar
meetings of the Authority shall be held at |east quarterly,
the time and place of those neetings to be fixed by the
Aut hority. Special neetings may be called by the chairperson
or by any 3 nenbers of the Authority by giving notice thereof
in witing, stating the time, place, and purpose of the
meeting. The notice shall be served by special delivery
letter deposited in the nmail at |east 48 hours before the
meeting. A mpjority of the nenbers of the Authority shal
constitute a quorum for the transaction of business. Al
action of the Authority shall be by resolution and, except as
otherwi se provided in this Article, the affirmative vote of
at least a mgjority shall be necessary for the adoption of
any resolution. The chairperson shall be entitled to vote on

any and all matters com ng before the Authority.

Section 5-65. Secretary and treasurer; oaths; bond of
treasurer. The Authority may appoint a secretary and a
treasurer, who need not be nmenbers of the Authority, to hold

office during the pleasure of the Authority, and fix their
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duties and conpensation. Before entering upon the duties of
their respective offices, they shall take and subscribe to
the constitutional oath of office, and the treasurer shal

execute a bond with corporate sureties to be approved by the
Aut hority. The bond shall be payable to the Authority in
what ever penal sum may be directed by the Authority
condi ti oned upon the faithful performance of the duties of
the office and the paynent of all noney received by the
treasurer according to law and the orders of the Authority.
The Authority may, at any tinme, require a new bond for the
treasurer in such penal sumas may then be determ ned by the

Aut hority.

Section 5-70. Deposit and wi t hdr awal of funds;
signatures. All funds deposited by the treasurer in any bank
or savings and |oan association shall be placed in the nanme
of the Authority and shall be withdrawn or paid out only by
check or draft upon the bank or savings and | oan associ ati on,
signed by the treasurer and countersigned by the chairperson
of the Authority. Subject to prior approval of t he
designations by a majority of the Authority, the chairperson
may designate any other nenber or any officer of the
Authority to affix the signature of the treasurer to any
Aut hority check or draft for paynment of salaries or wages and
for paynent of any other obligation of not nore than $2, 500.

No bank or savings and |oan association shall receive
public funds as permtted by this Section unless it has
conplied with the requirenents established under Section 6 of

the Public Funds I nvestnent Act.

Section 5-75. Delivery of check after executing officer
ceases to hold office. If any officer whose signature appears
upon any check or draft issued pursuant to this Article

ceases to hold office before the delivery of the check or
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draft to the payee, the officer's signature nevertheless
shall be valid and sufficient for all purposes wth the sane
effect as if the officer had remained in office until

delivery of the check or draft.

Section 5-80. Rules. The Authority may meke all rules
proper or necessary to carry into effect the powers granted
to it. The rules shall be consistent with the guidelines,
obj ectives, and project scope as set out by the Illinois

Conmer ce Conmi SSi on

Section 5-85. Fiscal year. The Authority shal

designate its fiscal year

Section 5-90. Reports and financial statenents. Wthin
60 days after the end of its fiscal year, the Authority shal
cause to be prepared by a certified public accountant a
conplete and detailed report and financial statenment of the
operations and assets and liabilities as related to the D xon
railroad relocation project. A reasonably sufficient nunber
of copies of the report shall be prepared for distribution to
persons interested, upon request, and a copy of the report
shall be filed with the Illinois Commerce Comm ssion and with

the county clerk of Lee County.

Section 5-95. Construction. Nothing in this Article
shall be construed to confer upon the Authority the right,
power, or duty to order or enforce the abandonnent of any
present property of the railroads or the use in substitution
therefor of any property acquired for the railroads in the
absence of a contract duly executed by the railroads and the
Authority setting forth the terns and conditions upon which
rel ocation of the right of way and physical facilities of the

railroads is to be acconplished. No such contract shall be
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or becone enforceable wuntil the provisions of the contract
have been approved or authorized by the |I1llinois Conmerce

Conmi ssi on.

Section 5-100. Existing contracts, obligations, and
litabilities. No contract, obligation, or liability whatever
of the railroads to pay any noney into the State treasury,
nor any lien of the State upon or right to tax property of
the railroads, shall be released, suspended, nodified,
altered, remtted, or in any manner di m nished or inpaired by
the contract wth the Authority, and any such charter
provi sions applicable to the property on which the railroads
are now | ocated shall be deemed in full force and effect with
respect to any property on which the railroads are relocated
in substitution therefor pursuant to the provisions of this
Act or any such contract with the Authority pursuant thereto.
Not wi t hst andi ng, upon order of t he I11inois Commer ce
Comm ssion, the Authority shall succeed to and assune the
performance and actions of the represented persons under the
terme of the order and anmending orders previously entered
relative to the Dy xon railroad relocation project and

consistent wwth the objectives of the Authority.

Section 5-105. Severability. The provisions of this Act

are severabl e under Section 1.31 of the Statute on Stat utes.

Section 10-5. The 25th Avenue Railroad Rel ocati on and
Devel opnent Authority Act is amended by changing the title of
the Act and Sections 1, 5, 10, 40, 45, 60, and 90 as fol |l ows:

Maywood, and the Village of Melrose Park, by reason of the

| ocation therein of 25th Avenue and the First Avenue vicinity

between Lake Street on the North, Oak Street on the South,

the Des Plaines R ver on the East, and Fifth Avenue on the

West and their t+ts use for vehicular travel in access to the
entire west met ropol itan Chi cago ar ea, i ncl udi ng
muni cipalities in 2 counties, as well as comercial and
industrial growh patterns and accessibility to O Hare
International Airport, Mdway Airport, manufacturing, and
freight related facilities, have becone and will increasingly
be the hub of transportation fromall parts of the region and
t hroughout the west netropolitan area. Mot or vehi cl e
traffic, pedestrian travel, and the safety of both notorists
and pedestrians are substantially aggravated by the |ocation
of a major railroad right of way that divides the Village of
Bel | wood and the Village of Mlrose Park. Addi tionally,
certain devel opnent opportunities may exist in the project
area that would stabilize and enhance the tax base of

exi sting communities, maintain and revitalize existing

comerce and industry, create opportunities for intersurface
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nmodal transportation efficiencies, and pronote conprehensive
pl anning within and between communities. The presence of the
railroad right of way at the 25th Avenue grade <crossing 1is
detrinental to the orderly expansion of industry and conmerce
and to progress of the region. To alleviate this situation
it is necessary to relocate the railroad tracks and right of

way on 25th Avenue and First Avenue, to separate the grades

at crossings eressing, to acquire property for relocation or
subnmergence of the railroad or highways, to create an agency
to facilitate and acconplish that relocation, and to direct
infrastructure and developnent inprovenents in the 25th
Avenue vicinity between St. Charles Road and Lake Street and

the First Avenue vicinity between Lake Street on the North,

OCak Street on the South, the Des Plaines R ver on the East,

and Fifth Avenue on the West.

Additionally, certain devel opnent opportunities nay exist

in the West Cook County region fromHarl em Avenue on the East

to 1-294 on the West and from G and Avenue on the North to

31st Street on the South that would stabilize and enhance the

tax base of existing comunities, naintain and revitalize

existing coommerce and industry, create opportunities for

nodal transportation efficiencies, and pronpte conprehensive

pl anning within and between conmmunities.

Railroad on the West to 22nd Avenue on the East, Cook County,
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I[l1linois and the Vill age of Maywood, Cook County, Il1inois.

The Aut hority shal | continue in existence wuntil the
acconplishnment of 1its objective, the relocation of the
railroad tracks and 25th Avenue, the grade separation of
railroads from the right of way and at-grade crossing
closures wthin the Village of Bellwod and the Vill age of

Mel rose Park, the grade separation of railroads from the

right-of-way and at qrade crossing in the First Avenue

vicinity between Lake Street, OCak Street, the Des Plaines

Ri ver, and Fifth Avenue, and the establishment of a

transit-oriented intersurface nodal devel opnent facility in
the project area, or until the Authority officially resol ves
that it is inpossible or economcally unfeasible to fulfil
