AMENDMVENT NO. . Anend House Bill 1954 by replacing

everything after the enacting clause with the foll ow ng:

"Section 5. The Health Care Professional Credentials
Data Coll ection Act is anended by changi ng Sections 15, 20,

and 25 as foll ows:

(410 1 LCS 517/ 15)

Sec. 15. Devel opnent and use of uniformhealth care and
hospital credentials forns.

(a) The Departnent, in consultation wth the council,
shal |l by rule establish:

(1) a wuniform health care credentials formthat
shal |l include the credentials data commonly requested by
health care entities and health care plans for purposes
of credentialing and shall mnimze the need for the
collection of additional credentials data;

(2) a wuniform health care recredentials formthat
shal |l include the credentials data commonly requested by
health care entities and health care plans for purposes
of recredentialing and shall mnimze the need for the
collection of additional credentials data;

(3) a wuniformhospital credentials formthat shal
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include the credentials data commonly requested by

hospi tal s for purposes of credentialing and shal

mnimze the need for the <collection of additional
credential s data;

(4) a wuniform hospital recredentials form that
shal |l include the credentials data commonly requested by
hospitals for purposes of recredentialing and shal
mnimze t he need for col l ection of additional
credentials data; and

(5) uniformupdating forns.

(b) The uniform fornms established in subsection (a)
shall be coordinated to reduce the need to provide redundant
information. Further, the forns shall be nade available in
bot h paper and el ectronic formats.

(c) The Departnent, in consultation with the council,
shal |l establish by rule a date after which an electronic
format may be required by a health care entity, a health care
plan, or a hospital, and a health care professional may
requi re acceptance of an electronic format by a health care
entity, a health care plan, or a hospital.

(d) Beginning January July 1, 2002 2000, each health
care entity or health care plan that enploys, contracts with
or allows health care professionals to provide nedical or
health care services and requires health care professionals
to be credentialed or recredentialed shall for purposes of
collecting credentials data only require:

(1) the uniformhealth care credentials form

(2) the uniformhealth care recredentials form

(3) the uniformupdating forns; and

(4) any additional credentials data requested.

(e) Beginning January July 1, 2002 2000, each hospital
that enploys, contracts wth, or al | ons heal th care

professionals to provide nedical or health care services and

requires health care professionals to be <credentialed or
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recredentialed shall for purposes of collecting credentials
data only require:

(1) the uniformhospital credentials form

(2) the uniformhospital recredentials form

(3) the uniformupdating fornms; and

(4) any additional credentials data requested.

(f) Each health care entity and health care plan shal
conpl ete t he process of verifying a heal th care
professional's credentials data in a tinmely fashion and shal
conplete the process of credentialing or recredentialing of
the health care professional wthin 60 days after subm ssion
of all credentials data and conpletion of verification of the
credential s data.

(g0 Each health <care professional shall provide any
corrections, wupdates, and nodifications to his or her
credentials data to ensure that all credentials data on the

health care professional remains current. Such corrections,

updat es, and nodifications shall be provided wthin 5
busi ness days for State health care professional |icense
revocati on, f eder al Drug Enf or cenment Agency i cense

revocation, Medicare or Medicaid sanctions, revocation of
hospital privileges, any lapse in professional liability
coverage required by a health care entity, health care plan,
or hospital, or conviction of a felony, and wthin 45 days

for any other <change in the information fromthe date the

health care professional knew of the change. Al l updates
shall be nade on the uniformupdating fornms devel oped by the
Depart nent .

(h) Any credentials data collected or obtained by the
health care entity, health care plan, or hospital shall be
confidential, as provided by |law, and otherwise nay not be
redi sclosed wthout witten consent of the health care
professional, except that in any proceeding to challenge

credentialing or recredentialing, or in any judicial review,
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the claim of confidentiality shall not be invoked to deny a
health care professional, health care entity, health care
plan, or hospital access to or wuse of credentials data.
Nothing in this Section prevents a health care entity, health
care plan, or hospital fromdisclosing any credentials data
to its of ficers, directors, enpl oyees, agent s,
subcontractors, nedical staff nenbers, any conmttee of the
health care entity, health care plan, or hospital involved in
the credentialing process, or accreditation bodi es or
i censi ng agencies. However, any redisclosure of credentials
data contrary to this Section is prohibited.

(1) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to restrict
the right of any health care entity, health care plan or
hospital to request additional information necessary for
credentialing or recredentialing.

(Jj) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to restrict
in any way the authority of any health care entity, health
care plan or hospital to approve, suspend or deny an
application for hospi t al staff menber shi p, clinical
privil eges, or managed care network partici pation.

(k) Nothing in this Act shall be construed to prohibit
del egation of credentialing and recredentialing activities as
long as the delegated entity follows the requirenents set
forth in this Act.

(I') Nothing in this Act shall be construed to require
any health care entity or health care plan to credential or
survey any health care professional.

Sec. 20. Single credentialing cycle.

(a) The Departnent, in consultation wth the council,
shall by rule establish a single credentialing cycle. The

single credentialing cycle shall be based on a specific
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variable or variables. To the extent possible the single
credentialing cycle shall be established to ensure that the
credentials data of all health care professionals in a group
or at a single site are collected during the same tine
peri od. However, nothing in this Act shall be construed to
require the single credentialing cycle to be established to
ensure t hat the credentials data of all health care
professionals in a group or at a single site are collected
during the sanme tinme period.

(b) Beginning July 1, 2002 January-1;-2001, all health

care entities and health care plans shall obtain credentials
data on all health care professionals according to the
established single credentialing cycle.

(c) The Departnent, in consultation wth the council,
shall by rule establish a process to exenpt a small or unique
health care entity or small or unique health care plan from
the single credentialing cycle if the health care entity or
heal th care plan denonstrates to the Departnent that
adherence to the single credentialing cycle would be an undue
hardship for the health care entity or health care plan.

(d) The requirenents of this Section shall not apply
when a health care professional submts initial credentials
data to a health care entity or health care plan outside of
the established single credentialing cycle, when a health
care professional's credentials data change substantively, or
when a health care entity or health care plan requires
recredentialing as a result of patient or quality assurance
I Ssues.

Sec. 25. Single site survey.
(a) The Departnent, in consultation wth the council,

shall by rule establish a wuniformsite survey instrunent
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taking into account national accreditation standards and
State requirenents. The uniformsite survey instrunment shal
include all the site survey data requested by health care
entities and health care plans.

(b) No later than July 1, 2002 January--1;--2001, the

Department, in consultation with the council, shall publish,
inrule, the variable or variables for conpleting the single
site survey. To the extent possible, the single site survey
shall be established to ensure that all heal th care
professionals in a group or at a site are reviewed during the
sanme time period.

(c) Beginning January 1, 2003 July-1;-2001, health care

entities and health care plans shall inplenment the single
site survey, if a site survey is required by any of the
health care professional's health care entities or health
care plans. The site survey shall be conpleted using the
uniformsite survey instrunment.

(d) The uniformsite survey instrunment shall be wused
when a health care professional seeks initial credentialing
by a health care entity or health care plan, when a health
care professional's credentials data change substantively, or
when a health care plan or health care entity requires a site
survey as a result of patient or quality assurance issues, if
a site survey is required by the health care entity or health
care plan.

(e) Not hing in this Section prohibits health care
entities and health care plans from choosing the independent
party to conduct the single site survey.
