Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Local Government Acceptance of Credit

Cards Act is anended by changing Section 25 as foll ows:

Sec. 25. Paynent of fees by cardhol ders.

(a) The governing body of a local governnental entity
aut hori zi ng acceptance of paynent by credit card nmay, but 1is
not required to, inpose a convenience fee or surcharge upon a
cardhol der nmaking paynent by credit card in an anmount to
wholly or partially offset, but in no event exceed, the
anmount of any discount or processing fee incurred by the
| ocal governnental entity. This convenience fee or surcharge
may be applied only when all owed under the operating rules
and regulations of the credit card involved. When a
cardhol der elects to make a paynent by credit card to a | oca
governmental entity and a convenience fee or surcharge is
i nposed, the paynent of the convenience fee or surcharge
shal | be deened voluntary by the person and shall not be
r ef undabl e.

(b) No fee, or accumulation of fees, that exceeds the
| esser of $20 or 5% of the principal anobunt charged may be
inposed in connection with the issuance of any |icense,
sticker, or permt, or with respect to any other simlar
transacti on. No fee, or accunulation of fees, that exceeds
the | esser of $5 or 5% of the transaction involved nmay be
i nposed in connection with the paynent of any fine. No fee,
or accumul ation of fees, in excess of the | esser of $40 or 3%
of the principal anount charged may be inposed in connection

with the paynent of any real estate or other tax.
