Sec. 18-133. Financing; enployee contributions.

(a) Effective July 1, 1967, each participant is required
contribute 7 1/2% of each paynent of salary toward the
rement annuity. Such contributions shall continue during
entire time the participant is in service, wth the
OW ng exceptions:

(1) Contributions for the retirenent annuity are
not required on salary received after 18 years of service
by persons who were participants before January 2, 1954.

(2) A participant who continues to serve as a judge
after becomng eligible to receive the nmaximum rate of
annuity may elect, through a witten direction filed with
the Board, to discontinue contributing to the System
Any such option elected by a judge shall be irrevocable
unl ess prior to January 1, 2003 2000, and while
continuing to serve as judge, the judge (A) files wth
t he Board a letter cancelling the direction to
di scontinue contributing to the System and requesting
that such contributing resunme, and (B) pays into the
System an anount equal to the total of the discontinued
contributions plus interest thereon at 5% per annum
Service credits earned in any other "participating
systen as defined in Article 20 of this Code shall be
considered for purposes of determ ni ng a judge's

eligibility to discontinue contributions wunder this
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subdi vision (a)(2).

(3) A participant who (i) has-attat ned-age-60;-(it)
continues to serve as a judge after becomng eligible to
receive the maximumrate of annuity; and (ii) €ttt) has
not elected to discontinue contributing to the System
under subdivision (a)(2) of this Section (or has revoked
any such election) may elect, through a witten direction
filed with the Board, to make contributions to the System
based only on the anobunt of the increases in salary
received by the judge on or after the date of the
el ection, rather than the total salary received. If a
judge who 1is nmaking contributions to the Systemon the
effective date of this anmendatory Act of the 91st Ceneral
Assenbly makes an election to limt contributions under
this subdivision (a)(3) wthin 90 days after that
effective date, the election shall be deened to becone
effective on that effective date and the judge shall be
entitled to receive a refund of any excess contributions
paid to the Systemduring that 90-day period; any other
el ection under this subdivision (a)(3) becones effective
on the first of the nonth followng the date of the
election. An election to limt contributions under this
subdi vi si on (a)(3) 1is irrevocable. Service credits
earned in any other participating system as defined in
Article 20 of this Code shall be considered for purposes
of determning a judge's eligibility to nmake an el ection
under this subdivision (a)(3).

(b) Beginning July 1, 1969, each participant is required
to contribute 1% of each paynent of salary towards the
automatic increase in annuity provided in Section 18-125.1.
However, such contributions need not be mde by any
partici pant who has elected prior to Septenber 15, 1969, not
to be subj ect to the automatic increase in annuity

provi si ons.
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(c) Effective July 13, 1953, each nmarried participant
subject to the survivor's annuity provisions is required to
contribute 2 1/ 2% of each paynent of salary, whether or not
he or she is required to nake any other contributions under
this Section. Such contributions shall be nade concurrently
with the contributions made for annuity purposes.
