 4        Section 5.  The Firearm Owners Identification Card Act is

 7        Sec. 10.  (a)  Whenever  an  application  for  a  Firearm

 8    Owner's   Identification   Card   is   denied,  whenever  the

 9    Department fails to act on an application within 30  days  of

10    its  receipt, or whenever such a Card is revoked or seized as

11    provided for in Section 8 of this Act,  the  aggrieved  party

12    may  appeal to the Director of the Department of State Police

13    for a hearing upon such denial, revocation or seizure.

14        (b)  Whenever, upon the receipt of such an appeal  for  a

15    hearing,  the  Director is satisfied that substantial justice

16    has not been done, he may order a hearing to be held  by  the

17    Department upon the denial or revocation.

18        (c)  Any  person  prohibited  from  possessing  a firearm

19    under Sections 24-1.1 or 24-3.1 of the Criminal Code of  1961

20    or  acquiring  a  Firearm  Owner's  Identification Card under

21    Section 8 of this Act  may  apply  to  the  Director  of  the

22    Department  of  State  Police  requesting  relief  from  such

23    prohibition  and  the Director may grant such relief if it is
