(2) A per son who is convicted of violating

subsection (a) of Section 11-501 of this Code a second

time within 10 vears, in addition to any other penalty

that may be i nposed under subsection (c), is subject to a

mandatory nmni num of 2 days of inprisonnent and a m ni num

fine of $1,250.

(3) A person who is convicted of vi ol ati ng

subsection (a) of Section 11-501 of this Code a third

tine within 20 years is quilty of a Cass 4 felony and,

in addition to any other penalty that nay be i nposed

under subsection (c), is subject to a nmandatory m ni mnum

of 90 days of inprisonnent and a m ni num fine of $2, 500.

(B) For a second violation of subsection (a)

of Section 11-501, in addition to any other penalty

that may be i nposed under subsection (c) of Section

11-501 within 10 vyears: a nandatory m ni num of 2

days of inprisonnent and a m ni nrumfine of $1, 250.

(C) For athird violation of subsection (a) of

Section 11-501, in addition to any other penalty

that may be i nposed under subsection (c) of Section

11-501 within 20 vears: a mandatory mninmum of 90

days of inprisonnent and a m ni nrum fine of $2,500.

(D) For a fourth or subsequent violation of

subsection (a) of Section 11-501: ineligibility for

a sentence of probation or conditional discharge and

a mninmumfine of $2,500."; and

in Section 15, Sec. 5-6-3, subsection (e), by replacing the

sentence beginning "This 6 nonth limt" with the foll ow ng:
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"This 6 nonth limt does not apply to a person sentenced to

probation as a result of a conviction of a fourth or

subsequent viol ation of subsection (c-4) of Section 11-501 of

the Illinois Vehicle Code or a simlar provision of a |ocal

or di nance. ".
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
