The Board shal

take into consideration |abor information fromthe Illinois

Cccupati onal | nformati on Coor di nati ng Committee, t he

Depart ment of Enploynent Security, and its own narket

research in responding and establishing a qgrant program to

meet critical workforce needs. The Board nay designate funds

appropriated for this purpose to establish a program of

conpetitive grants for new and expanded educati onal pr ogr am

devel opnent or nmay allocate funds avail able on the basis of

deqrees conferred or program enrollnents in or der to

encour age devel opnent of increased educati onal pr ogr am

capacity.

At the discretion of the Board of H gher Education grants
may be nmade for each class of institution in any or all of
the follow ng forns:

(1) Single nonrecurring grants for planning and capital
expense based on the increase in the nunber of Illinois
resi dent enroll ees;

(2) Annual grants based on the tnerease-tn-the nunber of

degrees granted to (a) Illinois resident enrollees, or (b)

I1linois resident enrollees frommnority racial and ethnic
groups, or both (a) and (b); and

(3) Annual stabilization grants based on the nunber of
(a) Illinois residents already enrolled, or (b) Illinois
residents already enrolled frommnority racial and ethnic
groups, or both (a) and (b).

In awarding grants to nursing schools and to hospital
school s of nursing, the Board of H gher Education my also
consi der whet her the nursing program is located in a
certified nurse shortage area. For purposes of this Section
"certified nurse shortage area" neans an area certified by

the Director of the Departnent of Public Health as a nurse
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shortage area based on the nost reliable data available to
the Director.
