Sec. 8. Schol arshi ps and fee waivers.

(a) Each year the Departnent nmay select from anong the
children under care, or children fornmerly under care who have
been adopted or are in the subsidized guardi anship program a
maxi mum of 48 students (at |east 4 of whom shall be children
of veterans) who have conpleted 4 years in an accredited high
school ; the children selected shall be eligible for
scholarships and fee waivers which will entitle themto 4
consecutive years of comunity college, university, or
col | ege educati on. Sel ection shall be nade on the basis of
schol astic record, aptitude, and general interest in higher
education. In accordance with this Act, tuition schol arships
and fee waivers shall be available to selected sueh students
at any university or college maintained by the State of
I11inois. The Departnment shall provide nmaintenance and

school expenses, except tuition and fees, during the academ c
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years to supplenent the sel ected students' earnings or other
resources so long as they consistently maintain scholastic
records which are acceptable to their schools and to the
Departnent. Selected students may attend other colleges and
universities, if scholarships are awarded them and receive
the sanme benefits for maintenance and ot her expenses as those
sel ected students attending any |Illinois State comunity

col l ege, university, or college under this Section

(b) If the student is not selected for a schol arship and

fee waiver under subsection (a) of this Section, the student

is eliqgible for a scholarship that entitles the student to 8

senesters or 12 quarters of full paynent of tuition and

mandatory fees at a public institution of higher education,

as defined wunder the Board of Hi gher Education Act, if the

student is admtted to the institution.
