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AN ACT concerning the Illinois R ver watershed.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Illinois R ver Watershed Restoration Act

i s anended by changing Section 20 as foll ows:

(20 ILCs 3967/ 20)
Sec. 20. Duties of the Council. The Council shall:

(1) periodically review activities and progranms
adm nistered by State and federal agencies that directly
inpact the Illinois R ver \Wtershed;

(2) work with local communities and organizations
to encourage partnerships that enhance awareness and
capabilities to address watershed and water resource
concerns and to encourage strategies that protect,
restore, and expand critical habitats and soi
conservation and water quality practices;

(3) work wth State and federal agencies to
optim ze the expenditure of funds affecting the Illinois
Ri ver \Wat ershed;

(4) advise and nake reconmendations to the Governor

and State agencies on ways to better coordinate the

expendi ture of appropriated funds affecting the Illinois
Ri ver Watershed, including Illinois River 2020;
(5) encourage | ocal communi ties to devel op

wat ershed managenent pl ans to addr ess st or mmnat er,
erosion, flooding, sedinentation, and pollution problens
and shall encourage projects for the natural conveyance
and storage of floodwaters, the enhancenent of wldlife
habitat and outdoor recreation opportunities, t he
recovery, managenent, and conservation of the Illinois

River and its tributaries, the preservation of farnl and,
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prairies, and forests, and the use of neasurable econom c
devel opnent efforts t hat are conpatible wth the
ecol ogical health of the Watershed and this State; and

(6) help identify possible sources of additional
fundi ng for watershed managenent projects; and

(7) advise and make reconmendations to the Governor

on funds and the priority of projects.

To the extent practical, the Council shall performits
duties in accordance with the Ofice of the Lieutenant
Governor's Integrated Managenment Plan for the Illinois River
WAt er shed Techni cal Report (1997).
